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The purposes of this study were: (1) to study life experience of the elderly
(2) to study perceived aging of the elderly (3) to study life expectation of the
elderly (4) to compare life expectation of the elderly who achieved different kinds
of life experience (5) to compare life expectation of the elderly who achieved
different kinds of perceived aging.

The subjects consisted of 103 elderly whose age are between
60 to 65 years old both male and female and they live in Bangkok metropolis.
The research instrument consisted of 4 part: Personal information, life experience,
perceived aging and life expectation, and data were analyzed in terms of
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The research findings were as follows: (1) the elderly received high level
of life experience (2) the elderly received moderate level of perceived aging
(3) the elderly received high level of life expectation (4) there were highly
significant difference ( p<.001) in life expectation among the elderly who
received different level of life experience (5) there were highly significant
difference ( p<.001) in life expectation among the elderly who received different

level of perceived aging.
