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The purposes of this research were two-fold: (1) to study responsible
behaviors of upper secondary school students in schools under the Office of
Private Education Commission, Nakhon Pathom Province in 4 aspects:
responsibility for selves, responsibility for learning, responsibility for
institutions, and responsibility for society, (2) to compare their responsible
behaviors classified by gender, study levels,
and academic achievement.

The research findings were as follows:

i. The responsible behaviors of students in all and each aspect were at
high level.

2. When compared the responsible behaviors of students by gender,
there was no statistical significant difference between responsibility of female
and male students in all and each aspect at 0.05 level.

When compared by study levels, there was statistical significant
difference between responsibility of matthayom 4 and 5 students in all aspects
at 0.05 level. For responsibility for selves, responsibility for learning, and
responsibility for society, there was statistical significant difference at 0.05
level by matthayom 5 students had higher responsibility than matthayom 4
ones. For responsibility for institutions, there was no statistical significant
difference at 0.05 level.

When compared by academic achievement, there was statistical
significant difference between students with an average grade of 3.00-4.00 and
with an average grade of 1.00-2.99, in all and each aspect, at 0.05 level by the
students with an average grade of 3.00-4.00 had higher responsibility than the

ones with an average grade of 1.00-2.99.
