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The purpose of this research was to identify states and problems in
educational management of vocational basic dress-making short courses of
instructors and trainees of Vocational Bangkok Apprentice School in Bangkok Metropolis
as well as suggestions for solutions. In this regard, 6 areas of teaching and learning
conditions of the course were studied, i.e. course syllabus, instructors, teaching and
learning activities, materials and tools, facilities, and evaluation and measurement.
The same was true with problems plus a problem of trainees.

The population studied consisted of 12 instructors and 168 trainees of the 402 -

hour basic dress-making short course, batch 2, year 2001. The tool used was a
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questionnaire for the instructors and trainees, asking about conditions and problems

of the course management. The statistics used were percentage (%), median (X ), and

standard deviation (S.D.).

The following results were found:

1. The trainees in all age groups, educational levels and occupations
agreed to the organization of the course.

2. The instructors agreed to the overall arrangements of the course
However, when asked to consider by area, they were uncertain in regard to
facilities but in agreement in all other areas. For the trainees, they agreed to the
arrangements provided, both overall and by area.

3. With respect to the trainees’ perception of the problems in organizing
the course, it was found that the population in all age groups had litile knovﬂedge
of the problems. Those whose educational level was lower than Prathom Suksa 4
acknowledged the problems moderately, while those with all other levels of
education had some knowledge of the problems. Careerwise government/state
enterprise officials perceived the problems moderately, whereas others slightly.

4. With respect to the instructors and trainees’ percepiion of the problems
in organizing the course, it was found ihat the instructors moderately
acknowledged the overall problems and the problems of the trainees, and
materials and tools, with some problems in all other areas. For the trainees,
they acknowledged the overall problems slightly and in all other areas except

the problem of the trainees which was at a moderate level.
