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The Objectives of this research are to study the post-Coid War international
poiitical-economic circumstances and the concept of new world order whether these
factors influenced the United States foreign policy formation and the United States
political roles toward China from the George Bush Administration to George W. Bush
Administration

This research hypothesized that the new world order approach has influenced
U.S. president’s global concept as a unisuperpower, the security and peace guarantor
of the world. As a result, The United States has to maintain stability, security and
equilibrium in order to protect its political - economic interests in The Asia-Pacific
region. Then, the United States has to not only make peace with People’s Republic of
China (PRC) but also encourage her to be more responsible to the international

community.
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By using the documentary research method, it can be summed up that internal
and external factors have driven political issues as the prime targets of the U.S. foreign
policy toward PRC in the post-Cold War era. If the U.S. and PRC cooperate together, the
expansion of weapon of mass destruction and financial support for terrorists will be
curtailed. Hence, peace on North Korea peninsular, in South Asia and the Middle East
will be under control. Since PRC has developed its military capability so fast, the U.S.
has to not only create its own security umbrella but also to maintain its unisuperpower
status.

Considering from this research, it can assume that new world order has
influenced the U.S. policy and U.S. roles toward PRC as follows:

1. To integrate PRC into regional security framework, i.e. Asean, Asia
Regional Forum and Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation. By doing so, PRC will have
an opportunity to participate in both the security and economic forum in the region and
global level that support free trade. With high hopes and expectations, PRC will
behave according to the international trade regime.

2. To pressurize PRC to protect human rights via The United Nations. The
United States believes that it legitimates to intervene into other countries in order to
make the world safe and secure from war.

3. The United States tries to set up a new military alliance and security system
in order to establish a security framework for the U.S. strategic interests. As a result,
tire United States upgrades the military alliance with Japan, Australia and specifically
Singapore in order to utilize their facilities for U.S. warships and airplanes. In addition,
the U.S. also enlarges the security framework to Thailand, Philippines, Malaysia and

Indonesia.
