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This thesis aims at the study of the enforcement of both written and
conventional constitutions, especially Section 7 of the B.E. 2540 (1997)
constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand. After my examinations on
documents and texts both contemporary and historic ones, it was revealed that
since Thailand became constitutional-monarchy country, only part of Royal
powers are specified in written meanwhile some of them are still proceeded
conventionally. Thai King may use his constitutional power to reject statutes
while, according to Thai convention, His Majesty may give his speeches in the
purpose of warning or giving an advice on certain issues. In time of social
crisis, besides, His Majesty may suggest solutions, e.g. Sufficient Economy

Theory, to his subject in order to ease the situation.

To maintain both administrative conventions and Royal Institution, I
would suggest particular section on Monarch and Royal Institution to be
enacted exclusively in the Constitution, which maybe termed “Royal Power
Section” or “Royal Dharmma” upon the suitability. This section shall include,
hence, all powers regarding to His Majesty, Royal powers under Section 7 as

well as Palace Laws.
