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The purposes of this study was to examine emotional intelligence of a study of
emotional intelligence of elementary pupils in Khong mahawong school in Samut- prakan
province. The subjects were 279 students randomly selected, using the stratified random
sampling, from the population of 923 studeuts studing in Khong- mahawong school. The
instrument used in this study was a 60-item, rating-scaled emotional intelligence
screening test. All questionnaires 100% were returned and analyzed in terms of
frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, t-score, t-test and one-way analysis of
varience. If the results were significantly different at the 0.05 level, scheffe’ s post hoc
comparison was used to test the difference of the pair mean values.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The students’ emotional intelligence was above t-score in the aspects of virtue
but t-score in the aspects of competence, happiness and all aspects as a whole.

2. The differences in sex were not significantly reflected in their emotional

intelligence in the aspect of virtue, competence and happiness and all aspects as a whole.

3. The differences in classes and classroom were significantly reflected in their
emotional intelligence in the aspect of virtue, competence and happiness and all aspects as

a whole.

4. The differences in qualification father and ruler were significantly reflected in
their emotional intelligence in the aspect of competence and all aspects, but not in virtue,

happiness as a whole.

5. The differences in qualification mother and ruler were significantly reflected in
their emotional intelligence in the aspect of competence, but not in virtue, happiness and
all aspects as a whole.

6. The differences in marital status father mother and ruler were significantly
reflected in their emotional intelligence in the aspect of happiness, but not in virtue,

competence, and all aspects as a whole.
