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Considering the development of international trade on the basis of
equality and mutual benefit is an important element of promoting good
relations among states. The adoption of uniform rules which govern contracts
for the International Sale of Goods and take into account the different social,
economic and legal systems would contribute to the removal of legal barriers
in international trade and promote the development of international trade. The
United Nations Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL) has
made up The United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International
Sale of Goods (1980) to be uniform rules to enforce the contracts for the

International Sale of Goods directly.

The United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale

of Goods (1980) is composed of the provision as a result of the compromise
among countries from common law and civil law. The important nature of the
convention is provided to accept the doctrine of the freedom of contract, that
is to say, a party to a contract is able to exclude the provision of the
convention partly or totally. More importantly, the objectives of the
convention are to make the international trade law unique and to eliminate the
barrier and the legal differences between the parties as well as to comply with
the international trade practice.

As a result of the study, it is evident that if Thailand apply to be a party
to The United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of
Goods 1980 B.E., regarding the title of Sale of Goods (Part HI), it will be able
to reap the benefits. In other words, this can make Thailand to enforce the
specific law relating to the contracts of the international sale of goods, the
modern, flexible, and complete solution to the contractual problem of the
international sale of goods and to be the recognized as a developed country.
Besides this, Thailand can remove some legal drawbacks and gap concerning
duties and processes to perform the duties of the parties, including the limit of
the liability and method of the damage award to protect the parties in the

contract, both Thai and foreign businessmen.
