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The purpose of this research was to compare factor scores and summated scales
derived from factor analysis of successful teachers' characteristics. The population
consisted of 1,321 teachers enrolling in the 2001 academic year in the Master of
Education Programs of the Faculty of Education, Ramkhamhaeng University. A four-rating
scale questionnaire with reliability of .9524 was administered to the study group; the
data so obtained were analyzed by SPSS (Windows program), factors extracted by the
principal component method, and the axes of the factors rotated by the varimax
method. One-sample t-test and Hotelling's t-test were used to test the differences
between the means of the sample and of the population and those of the Pearson’s

product-moment correlation coefficients, respectively.

1. Successful teachers’ characteristics were found to be responsible, self-disciplined,
receptive, self-confident, reasonable, skillfiil in teaching, knowledgeable, conscientious,
selfless, polished, and well-mannered. These eleven factors accounted for 62.313% of the
total variance extracted in the factor analysis,

2. The factor scores and summated scales were stable because there was no
difference between the means of the sample and of the population.

3. The relationship between the factor scores and the original variables was

significantly greater than that between the summated scales and the original variables.
