This research aims at studying the spending of loaned students for higher
education, the understanding of repaying loan process and problems and hindrances of

the students participated in Student Loans Fund.

According to the research methodology, the data has been collected from
related documents, books and questionnaire answered by 400 loaned students from
Ubon Rajathanee University, Ubon Ratchathani Rajabhat University and other private
universities in Ubon Ratchathani. The data gained from the questionnaires is analyzed
by using SPSS/PC+.

The results of the research indicate that 400 university students aged 21 — 23
and studying in the second year had received loans average 47,524.37 baht in the
educational year 2547 B.E. Students in private universities have the most loans
average 80,971.25 baht because of a high tuition fee whereas the Ubon Ratchthani
Rajabhat University students had received the least loans average 21,630 baht. The
average actual expenditure of the students per year is 137,804.76 baht. This can be
divided by for tuition fee 21,630 baht, educational spending 6,601.61 baht, daily
expenses 59,288.64 baht and unnecessary expenses 28,546.29 baht. When considering
the actual expenses according to the purpose of Student Loans Fund, average
spending per year is 89,066.07 baht which is insufficient for the expenses when
compared with the loans received from the Fund. When asked the students regarding
their understanding in repaying fund process, most students understand the
responsibility of being loan borrowers that have to repay the fund after 2 years of
graduation or losing the student status. However, the loaned students fairly understand
the condition of repaying loans and delaying repayment. When asking about the
problems and hindrances of the students participated in this Fund, they had problems
about long time banking process, complicated lending process and delayed loans
when first signing and continuing a loan contract. The problems regarding the
receiving the Student Loans Fund service are taking a long period checking
candidates’ qualifications and document and unfriendly service. In addition, when

graduated, most of the students viewed loans repayment as their burden.
