This study aimed to determine the application of the Buddhist principles for developing
learning potential of students in Ubonratchathani Province; to study the correlation of personnal
factors, knowledge, and environments with the application of the Buddhist principles; and to search
for problems / the ways to promote the application of some Buddhist principles for developing
learning potential. Data were collected by using stratified random sampling during 13 June — 1 July
2005 through questionnaires from the 2" and 3 year college — students amount of 400 in
Ubonratchathani Province. The data were analyzed by using statistics methods : frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, ANOVA, Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation, and

Point Biserial Correlation.

Research findings were that students utilized some Buddhist principles such as Chantha or
aspiration by willing to attend the classrooms 45.5%, Viriya or exertion by submitting assignments
on time 38.5%, and Vimongsa or investigation by adapting academic knowledge into everyday life

-34.5%. In addition, mean of an application of some Buddhist principles for developing learning
potential in students with GPA 2> 3.25 was higher than those with GPA < 3.25 significantly. As for the
environment, it was found that media, institutional, and home environment had positive correlation with the
application of some Buddhist principles in the moderate level. In regard to some barriers of application of
Buddhist principles for improving students’ learning abilities, the study found that all Buddhist
principles were technical terms which were difficult to understand. To overcome this, students

recommended that the teachers should discuss the Buddhist principles while teaching.
