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THE OPERATION POLICE OF CHILD PROTECTION ACT B.E. 2546 IMETROPOLITAN POLICE
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ABSTRACT

This qualitative research aimed to study the patiperation of Metropolitan Police Division 2
accordance with the Child Protection Act B.E. 2546vall as explore the problems and obstacles ocgyrdiring
the operation to find the effective solutions. Tétady was conducted by using the Structural Intming
Guidelines to collect data from 25 key informantsnsisted of 22 police officers in the Protectiord
Suppression Unit of Metropolitan Police Divisiorm2d 3 executives of Metropolitan Police Division 2.

The findings revealed that during operation in agaace with the Child Protection Act B.E. 254
the police officers had made the detailed inquinytioe situations that hinted at child abuse oratiohs agains
children from the witnesses or informants and preskto the superiors for further action. Then,pgbkce officers
raided the suspicious scene to rescue the childrehworked with other concerned divisions in adaace with
the Child Protection Act B.E. 2546. The rescue opandiad to be done quickly by making children safae first
priority.

As for problems and obstacles during the operatibmaccordance to the Child Protection A
B.E. 2546, the enforcement officers were lackingoprcknowledge and understanding on the matteraddiition,
the laws or the provisions were out of date witmynopholes and unable to keep up with changéisarcurrent
social events. Moreover, there was no collaborabietween the concerned parties, children or thafems,
including inadequate budget from the governmestgaport the operation rescuing child abuse or tedlaictims.
There should be a campaign to encourage good lmhariong high school and university students. Hamng
such Act had not clearly identified the authorifyolice officers, only stated the officers’ dutiesaw.

Therefore, the Royal Thai Police or the concernezheigs should arrange training sessions or
Child Protection Act B.E. 2546 for the law enforcemefficers on a regular basis. At the same time,dbneral
public must be given the same knowledge in ordaniist their assistance in monitoring the situaithat hinted
act child abuse or violations against children,luding the collaboration with concerned agencieoubh
integrated performances. In addition, the morah@ples and ethics should be taught to the law reefoent|
officers, so they could perform their duties holyeand diligently with fair treatment of the victarof child abuse

and violations.
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
