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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis is to study legal measures concerning the preparation of
prisons before relief. The information in this thesis were also collected and studied from both
primary sources e.g. the Law and Regulations as stipulated in Thai and International Law and
Regulations and from the secondary sources e.g. books, other relevant articles, certain significant
statistics and the electronics materials obtained from websites.

According to the study, it can be concluded that, in practical, the legal measures
concerning the preparation of prison before relief are mainly contained under the Constitution of
Thailand B.E. 2550 (2007) and the Penitentiary Act B.E. 2479 (1936). The Constitution has not
clearly established any rule or guidance of the preparation of prison before relief. On the other
hand, In terms of the Penitentiary Act B.E. 2479 (1936), this Act as a main law for the
preparation of prison before relief provides some rules that might be applied to support such
preparation. Although, most provisions do not related to the United Nations, Standard Minimum
Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners as well as foreign laws of developed countries, some key measures,
such as Educational right, Working right, and Social Relationship right, provided by the Penitentiary Act
might be applied and used for strengthening the objectives of the preparation of prison before
relief and the concept of Restorative Justice. However, it is unfortunate that those right
recognized under the Act has remained controversial and has been ineffectively enforced because
of the lack of practical detail and effective enforcement.

As a result, this thesis probably proposes that the Penitentiary Act B.E. 2479 (1936)

should be amended in accordance with the concept of preparation of prisons before relief by enacting



the subsidiary laws or decrees under the power of the Act which can enhance to establish the guarantee

of the preparation of prisons before relief and can relate to the concept of Restorative Justice.
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
