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ABSTRACT

This research aims to examine the life of male homosexuals regarding
their 2 aspects of relationship, including family factors influencing the prevalence
of homosexuality and roles of male homosexuals to the family functions. The
researcher had an in-depth interview with 20 male homosexuals. The data obtained
was compared to find out the conclusions of all issues in relation to the family, life
and roles of male homosexual. The results were presented in the descriptive pattern.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. Almost half of male homosexuals had a normal birth, but low birth
weight. Over half of male homosexuals had family members and relatives who were
homosexuals on both the fathers and mothers side of the family.

2. During childhood, male homosexuals had detachment from their
father, but close to their mother. Most of the male homosexuals were polite, shy,
disliked strength-oriented activities, associated with female friends, and recognized
that they liked the same-gender. During adolescence, they were doubtful about their
sex favor; so they tried to search for the information about homosexuality.
However, male homosexuals would accept or live a homosexual life once they had
a sexual experience with another male homosexual.

3. Male homosexuals have usually suffered the impermanent love
relationship, disgust by the society and family acceptance. At the first stage, when
the family was aware of homosexuality in any male homosexual, they resisted and
tried to stop his homosexuality. However, male homosexuals try to perform the
functions of son and daughter simultaneously, and they drive themselves to get
acceptance.

INTRODUCTION

The present liberal society requests for all aspettliberty, especially
liberty of selecting a soul mate, sexual intercoues well as same-sex sexual
intercourse. It could be said that some unlimitedrhl countries, including the United
States, several European countries or Asian casnés Thailand are likely to request
for the liberty, especially for sex. Some old keslue has been fading rapidly, but
other new value occurs until the crisis of valuses out. For example, the husband’s
honesty has been threatened by the value of hawagminor wife; the value of
marriage life between men and women has been #medtby the liberty of selecting
the spouse between men and men or woman and wdugnhese events could not
be judged objectively because they are up to patdike or dislike. However, these
values have been spreading out, particularly toamgof homosexuals.

Homosexuality is a sexual behavior among membetheosame gender.
This is most frequently found if compared with attebnormal sexual behaviors.
Homosexuality may be found in both men and womehniore found in men for 3 to

1. Homosexuality has been found since the pre-fistoera. From the evidence

made by the stone-age human on the cave wallsgraesd images on the steel plates
during the Age of Ancient Egypt, Greek, Roman, ¢étaman belief and attitude at
each age towards homosexuality are different. B@mple, at the Roman Age,
homosexuality was done openly while, at the Gregle,Asuch homosexuality was
common, natural and was believed that it is anesgon of love superior to common
love. Moreover, only the intellectual-class or kass people were entitled to do this
homosexuality, and they believed that this activabuld enrich their intelligence,
particularly homosexuality with boys. But, at thater age when governed by

Christianity, the belief about homosexuality wasamfpe®. It was believed that

homosexuality occurred in abnormal, evil and sipkeibple who should be punished.
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In the past, homosexuality was medically classifiesl the sexual
prevention with anti-social or psychopathic perdiopa In other words, the

homosexuals deemed the mental disorder patferts present, homosexuality is not

deemed any psychological disorder or disease. ¥8,1%he American Psychiatric
Association and The American Psychological Assamatieleted “homosexual” from
the list of diseases related to the psychological amotional disorder. The World
Health Organization has withdrawn the charactefsoafiosexual relationship from the
list psychological disorder since 1993. In Thailatiee Department of Mental Health

issued the technical note dated 29 January 200t homosexuals do not have any

psychological disorder or disease, but they haeesttxual orientation disturbances
only because homosexuality is an alternative lifehose homosexuals do not have
any trouble or frustration causing their job, leagiand society, it should be deemed a

normal matte?. It shall be deemed that these homosexuals havelitorder when

homosexuality causes the psychological and livirgutile, frustration, emotional
problems, depression, suicide, non-satisfactiorthieir own status and desire of

changing to be the same to other pedple

Homosexuality is a sexual behavior different fromtess, which may
occur in men or women but more found in men or &lde% in men and 10% in

women®. Homosexuality may be shown out or not. For examgome boys may

have some girlish manners since they have beengydlthough it may be said that
the homosexuals have explicitly different characfeom other people in the society,
according to the research, only 10% of homosext@itd be obviously observed. The
remaining 90% of them have the characters and li@héke others, except their
sexual satisfaction only.

Despite an official announcement that homosexualisy not a
psychological disorder, at present, homosexualigcomes a social part and
increasingly important. Thai society permits theus¢ freedom more; however, the
public has some incorrect knowledge and understgndbout the homosexuals,
which causes the prevention and discriminationhie group of homosexuals. The
problems affecting the homosexuals are at the iddal and social levels. At the
individual level, the homosexuals are pressed bg #ociety blaming that
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homosexuality is a kind of abnormality and mentasgure. They have inferior as
they perceive that they are different from othesithe mental conflict occurs. Thus,

the homosexuals must conceal their sexual behvior

According to the epidemiological data, AIDS nowaissignificant public
health problem in Thailand and the world becauses ia severely communicable
disease and there has not yet been any medicinacsine to cure and prevent. In
Thailand, according to the AIDS situation, it wamufid that, in 2007, there were
322,296 AIDS patients and HIV infected patients 8a®69 out of them passed away.
In 2007, there were 327,604 AIDS patients and Hifégted patients and 90,753 out
of them passed away. The epidemic of AIDS has bempasingly severe, particularly
in the populations difficultly approached or thasgaccepted by the society such as
narcotic addicts, male homosexuals and sex-seferoale, etc. According to a report
of HIV epidemic in male homosexuals living in Baogk the HIV infection rate has
been increasing. In 2003, the HIV infection ratgyet at 17.3%, but, in 2005, the HIV
infection rate reached 28.3% and, in 2007, this haked to 30.7%. In surveying 3
types of male homosexuals: sex-service males, hoateosexuals with no sex-service,

and transsexua?, the statistics revealed that one risky factorsiay AIDS is

homosexuality.

A questionnaire-based research conducted by Kinsey948 regarding
male sexual behavior, which has been still reliaipeto now, about 37% of males
apparently have the same-gender sexual intercoatskeast one time from the
adolescence to the old age. About 10% of males hhgesame-gender sexual
intercourse at least 3 years during the age of5lg@ears. About 4% of males have the
same-gender sexual intercourse since they becowlesadnt and onwards. About

18% of males have the same-gender and differerdayesexual intercourse

Homosexuality has not been acceptable in the Tdw@ety. It is viewed as
a sexual abnormality, eccentricity and disgust, @gses social problems. In addition,
the homosexuals must conceal their homosexualitguse they feel that they are bad
and different from others; so they have some caisflin mind or the guilt disturbs
their mind always. When the homosexuals confroalt sguations in the society while

they feel that their sex desire is improper; so/thave tension, anxiety, adaptation
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problem or improper adaptation, which gives a dieftect to their mind that may

make them have the mental disorder or neursis

Homosexuality could be frequently found in adolesse At present,
homosexuality is an important social problem givieifects to both physical and
psychological health problems. During the adoleseenne wants to seek for his own
identity as well as gender role. But, one’s sexoahfusion may lead to his

homosexuality”. Although the statistics on this matter has na&rbeecorded, it may

be estimated that about 10-20% of boys have theasebeviated behavior; it could be

said that this problem becomes more sefere

Homosexuality may cause few or many problems toviddals; it is up to
the acceptance by the society. In the Thai sochetgnosexuality is unacceptable. The
parents would feel angry if their children are heexuals. The parents would also
feel ashamed, disgusted and reject these childenhe children face the emotional
and adaptation problems. These children usuallyropnh more adaptation problem
than other normal ones. It is highly likely thagytwould also have the psychological
problem.

The problem of homosexuality is specifically comeat; especially in
adolescents because, from the researches, homtséaxtlade the adolescents aged

20-30 and aged 15-19. Since the adolescents have the physical, ematimial and

intellectual changes; so they are sensitive andyeafluenced by the society and
environment. Moreover, Erikson stated that eachesgdent confronts his/her own
identity problem. The adolescent wants to seek H@ personal identity by
continuously creating self-image from past to pnésby interpreting everything he
feels and perceives about himself, which would lbaststently and relevantly
combined with things that other people think abbum. If this adolescent could
overcome this status by securely creating his alentity, this would be an instrument
helping develop him to be an absolute adult. Howete adolescents of the present
society have been stimulated to have a sexualejdsit, in contrast, they do not have
correct knowledge and understanding about sex. Wthenadolescents have the
bisexual diffusion, they will fail to correctly stotheir sexual identity and role as

accepted by the sociefy.
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From the above, it is obvious that, at present, dsmruality is prevalent,
especially male homosexuals. It is likely that sachn homosexuality will occur. To
understand homosexuality, it is necessary to labout the factors causing it in order
to estimate the tendency of homosexuality amongleea the society, and to learn
about the homosexuals’ life and living so that éhpsrsons may be assisted and live
in the society happily without causing more proldeto themselves, family and
society.

Therefore, this research intended to examine 3 fleelationship: life of
male homosexuals, family factors influencing thevatence of homosexuality and
how homosexuality affects the homosexuals’ funétignin the family to find out
whether their functioning contain some defects rer improved. This research is a
gualitative research covering the life, living, Idhiood experience, sexual
development, family relationship, problems and hamde in life, value, attitude and
expectation as well as self of homosexuals in thai Tontext including the family
role influencing homosexuality and roles of malanlesexuals to the family and
society. This technical information would be usedrtake good understanding about
the influence causing homosexuality as well asdifenale homosexuals at all facets.
This information would give a guideline of understang the homosexuals, and it
forms the practice and knowledge guideline forgheents, teachers and close persons
to bring up the children to have the appropriateuaeédevelopment, to encourage the
adolescents to have the quality self-developmemtreduce the stimulant factors
causing homosexuality, and to promote the corregua development to prevent
future problems. In addition, this information elesbthe government sector to set up
plans and policies to correspond to the situationslving the homosexuals in the
future so that these people could live in the dgcmoperly and become a key

manpower of the country.
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Resear ch Questions
1. How about the life of males with homosexuality?
2. Do family factors influence homosexuality? How?

3. Does homosexuality affect the homosexuals’ fonatg in the family?

Objectives of the Research

1. To study the life of male homosexuals.

2. To study the family factor influencing the ocmmce of male
homosexuals.

3. To study roles of male homosexuals influencivegfamily functioning.

Scope of the Research

This research studied the factors possibly affgctithe male
homosexuality, which involved 3 sides of relatiopsHife of male homosexuals,
family influence to homosexuality and how homosédixyaffects the homosexuals’
functioning in the family to find out whether théimctioning contain some defects or
are improved. This research is a qualitative reseaovering life, living, childhood
experience, sexual development, family relationsphipblems and hindrance in life,
value, attitude and expectation as well as selhahosexuals in the Thai context
including the family role influencing homosexualdpd roles of male homosexuals to
the family and society. This research was condudteagnale homosexuals who
disclosed their homosexuality to others and accepteat they had such

homosexuality.

M ethodology
The Researcher did the in-depth interview with 2lethomosexuals who
have been done activities at the Rainbow Sky Assioci of Thailand. The Researcher

had an interview some key informants by using #raisstructure interview guideline
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comprising 28 questions. The interview took 45-60nutes/person. The data

collection has been done during November — Dece2d@9.

Key Informants of the Resear ch

This research involved 20 male homosexuals who laisd such
homosexuality to others and they have stayed ingBak longer than 6 months; so
they needed not to have domicile in Bangkok. Thes¢ée homosexuals were Thai

men aged 18-30 selected by the specific sampling.

Definitions of the Resear ch

Male Homosexual means a man with homosexuality and he perceias th
he has male homosexuality. This male may be a ey gay queen or mixed gay and
transsexualism without the characters of bisexumalis

Life means the living pattern of a person or group @fspns. In this
research, the life of male homosexuals was dividex6 sides as follows:

1. Experience and behavior of male homosexualsiguhie childhood

2. Sex development, consciousness and sexual ootse of male
homosexuals

3. Sexual value and relationship with lovers folerfeomosexuals

4. Life and social behaving of male homosexuals

5. Problems and hindrance of living for male homosds

6. Expectancy of male homosexuals to self, fanmly society

Family and society of male homosexuals, in this research, involved the
factors encouraging homosexuality in 3 parts:

1. Family relationship of male homosexuals

2. Family influence encouraging male homosexuality

3. Social and environmental context encouragingerhamosexuality

Homosexuality affecting the family functioning means homosexuality of

the sample group giving both good and bad effedstheir functioning and
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responsibilities for the family may be similar oifferent from other heterosexual

children.

Expected Benefits

1. To learn about the factors encouraging homogdixuas well as all
facets of male homosexuals’ life to obtain a gurdebf understanding homosexuality.
This information would be a guideline allowing haseauals to have a quality living.

2. To find out a proper family guideline of prommgi the relationship
between family members so that the family enaldesansfer its value, attitude and
gender role appropriately, and to make a good wtaleding about sexual variation
between family members.

3. To allow homosexuals and general people to lgavel knowledge and
understanding about sexual variation so that everyo the society have learning and
live together without bias or misunderstanding, #m& homosexual problems would
be prevented and solved.

4. To obtain a guideline for the government settofurther form the
policies corresponding to the future situationatex to homosexuals who should have
a quality living and be a key manpower of the count

5. To obtain the technical information for furtheesearches about

homosexuality.

2.1 Definition of homosexuality

The same-gender love is to replace “homosexuatjite a more positive
meaning. According to the study, more people haid pttention to the definition of
“same-gender love” as it defines homosexualityedéhtly.

The World Health Organizatiimentioned about the same-gender love, in

the International Classification of Diseases Nimkvision or ICD-9, which the
homosexual means the sexual satisfaction with pergo the same gender and this
may involve or not involve any physical relationshiA homosexual may not be
considered as the psychological disorder person.

Spitze® defined the homosexual as a pattern of consistethiong-term

homosexual arousal without or too little heterosdanousal.

Kaplan & Sadock® mentioned about a problem of defining homosexyalit

that it could not be defined apparently. Most débns involve any behavior related
to sexual relationship with the same-gender perdbims insufficient to only consider
any sexual behavior expressed by a person foriomee but the motivation leading to

the same-gender sexual satisfaction is ignored.s@tisfaction may lead to the sexual
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intercourse; but the sexual intercourse may notirosometimes. Some persons may
only have a sexual imagination of the same-geneiesop.

Campbell*? mentioned about homosexuality that it is a sexat@hction

and satisfaction with the same-gender personsjsbobt deemed any disorder. The
Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Disorder&,e8l or DSMIII refers homosexuality
as ego dystonic homosexual; a homosexual percéhagshe has some suspicious
feeling inside because he has an apparent homdsexaasal. However, this
homosexual may not require such feeling until he th@ sadness. Additionally, this
homosexual may want give more responses to thedseteual love in order to create
or maintain the relationship with the different-getsons.

Chamlong Dissayavani¢h defined homosexuality as desire to have the

sexual intercourse with the same-gender persots touch the body only or to make
love up to orgasm.

Opas Dhamvaniclt defined homosexuality as sexual behavior with the

same gender persons, but this may not involve éxeiad intercourse. The same-
gender sexual behavior may be limited to the satigin in body touching only; it
may not involve any making-love up to orgasm.

Udomsilp Srisangnam defined homosexuality as having the sexual

happiness with the same-gender persons. It isdcatiemosexuality” for the same-
gender love between male and male, and “lesbianimn”the same-gender love
between female and female.

Suwattana AreepdR defined homosexuality as a sexual behavior between

the same-gender persons. This behavior has beeh fregsiently found among
patterns of sexual behavior different from genseadual patterns. Homosexuality may
occur in male and female.

From the above definitions, homosexuality meansstraial satisfaction
with the same-gender person with or without sexualrcourse. The factor behind this
behavior may be an internal motivation to feels$ettd with the same-gender person,
or a continuous and long-term homosexual aroustlowt or too little heterosexual
arousal. In considering when will homosexuality wgat begins when a person feels
satisfied in having the sexual relationship withottwer same-gender person.
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The behavior expressed may be the real sexualamsaip or may be imagined. That
homosexual may lack the heterosexual arousal oe hitle of it, but continuously

have the homosexual arousal for long.

2.2 Types of homosexuals

2.2.1.Hydé"" divided homosexuality into the following types:

2.2.1.1. Deprivation homosexuality or it may, somes, be
called as the situational homosexuality. This bérag replaced when a person could
not fulfill his sexual desire with the differentiggter person.

2.2.1.2. Latent homosexuality — According to a @picof
Sigmund Freud, a person is likely to be homosexudlhe/she may keep it in his/her
subconscious mind. As a result, he/she has too rankiety. Someone may have the
reaction formation as his/her preventive mechariignmaking him masculinity and
denying homosexuality. Latent homosexuality alscamseone’s mental reaction as
being aroused by the same-gender person, but thal @exual relationship may not
occur.

2.2.1.3. Covert and overt homosexuality

a. Covert homosexuality — A person who has sperst iwiohis
life as the heterosexual person, including in pétiis job and association, but no one
is aware of his homosexuality, except close friesual$ other homosexuals.

b. Overt homosexuality — A person who does not eahbis
homosexuality, but, if possible, tries to disclbse homosexuality.

Hyde’s classification of homosexuality is basedaoperson’s expression

only. It seems that the homosexual classified énfittst type is not actually counted as
the homosexual because he does not have the honabsexentation, but his

homosexuality is forced by situations.

2.2.2. Suchart Somprayoon and Wannee Somprayoort® divided

homosexuality into 3 types as follows
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2.2.2.1. An individual whose physical body and miack
opposite to his/her gender, that is, the gendenasculine, but his appearance and
mind become feminine, or the gender is femining, lher appearance and mind
become masculine such as hermaphrodite or sexugérpeas generally seen or
transsexual, women who like to dress up like meahtas the sexual behavior with her
loved girl. This type is more found in male.

2.2.2.2. An individual whose physical body and miack
masculine or feminine, but he/she loves the sameéayeperson, that is, one whose
physical body and mind are masculine, but he lams has the sexual desire with
male, or one whose physical body and mind are femjrbut she loves and has the
sexual desire with female. This type is more foumfitmale.

2.2.2.3. An individual who is both homosexual and
heterosexual or it may be called the bisexual. Tgesson may not have strong
homosexuality, that is, he/she has the bisexudkfaetion and desire. His/her
admiration in both genders may be equal or morkess in any gender. This type is
equally found in male and female.

Various types of homosexuality may be shown outifferent levels,

starting from common sexual behavior such as irgyndlirting up to sexual
intercourse. The homosexual may show such sexubbvimr temporarily or

permanently.

2.2.3.Leo (alias) divides homosexualit§” into the following types:

2.2.3.1. Male homosexual means a man who has sexual
feeling or sexual intercourse with other men. Timay be called “gay”. There are
three types of sex roles for male homosexual inotud

a. Active homosexual or gay king

b. Passive homosexual or gay queen

c. Mixed homosexual

2.2.3.2. Female homosexual means a woman whedasl

feeling or sexual intercourse with other women sTiay be called “lesbian”.
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In general, if talking about homosexual, it indesaboth male and female
homosexual. But, male homosexual is usually catjagl’ while female homosexual is

called ‘lesbian’.

The public use ‘hermaphrodite’ in stead of ‘homasdkx But, in fact,
hermaphrodite has the different meaning from hoxwesle Medically, the
hermaphrodite is excluded from homosexuality. Teertaphrodite may be divided

into 3 types®®.

2.2.4.1. Hermaphrodite means an individual whooshtwith
reproductive organs normally associated with botienand female sexes. If he/she
has an operation to be any gender as the paredttharsurgeon deem appropriate,
and he/she is brought up relevantly to his/her genlde/she will grow up to have
proper body and mind like others. The hermaphradég be classified into 2 types:

a. True hermaphrodite means an individual who lodls imale
and female reproductive organs in his/her body, &mlher prominent sexual
attributes are relevant to his/her hormone.

b. Pseudo-hermaphrodite means an individual whothas
external sexual attributes different from his/heexwal hormone (Udomsilp
Srisangnam,1985: 85).

2.2.4.2. Transvestism means an individual who agsrio dress
up in opposition to his/her sex, and also feelglgay satisfied to dress up, make up,
clothe or show the manners of the opposite sexs Tahavior may be openly
disclosed or concealed. Transvestism may not alwaysve homosexuality, but, in
practice, transvestism may occur in line with hoexaslity and transsexual.

2.2.4.3. Transsexual means an individual who rejea/her
innate gender, but spends his/her life, dressingrgphave sexual behavior and role in
opposition of his/her sex at all time. He/she hadeap-rooted belief that his/her
emotion and mind is opposite to his/her physicalybdrhe transsexual has strong
desire to have a transsexual operation to be thesiie sex.

Transsexual operation is an expression of femimimeded male who has

tension and non-satisfaction with his masculineybddhe transsexual operation must
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comprise several steps and conditions because, thtetranssexual operation, it is
difficult to turn back to male. The key conditioae as follows:

1. Age of 20-65

2. Transsexual man who has spent the femininatifeast 6 months

3. Passing a psychological test by a psychiatripsgchologist

4. Passing the medical examination by the endodgjiiaed physician and
being prepared by getting the anti-androgen horni@n@& months

5. Passing the consultation that he has the mezgdiness

6. Passing the physical examination for the medipatation

The differences between transvestism and transkexuas that the
transvestite wants to dress as a member of thesdps®x to encourage his/her sexual
arousal; meanwhile, the transsexual feels emoliptiké he is a real member of the
opposite sex.

Gay, borrowed from English, means cheerful, brayid lively. The group
of male homosexuals call themselves as gay to tefea good meaning of male

homosexuals. This word seems compact and positaredther word§”.

2.2.5. Types of gay may be divided up to differemelationship®” :

2.2.5.1. Gay King — Taking an active, aggressive iaisertive
role of male. Some Gay Kings have the masculinetiem@nd manners like general
men, but they may have the sexual intercourse nvéh and women.

2.25.2. Gay Queen — Taking a passive, submissivé a
receptive role of female. The receptive organ isallg the anus. Gay Queen could be
recognized by his acting, talking and refinementlothing as women. Another word
used to refer to Gay Queen is ‘Tud’. But, Gay Queety have general characters like
men.

2.2.5.3. Gay Quing — ‘Quing’ comes from the combora of
Queen + King. This kind of gay takes the bisexo#d.r
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2.3 Types of homosexuality

2.3.1.Kasem Tantiplajiva® classified homosexuals into 2 types subject

to the mental condition
2.3.1.1. Ego Dystonic Homosexual — These homossxuaht
to turn their sexual condition normal.
2.3.1.2. Ego Syntonic Homosexual — These homossxagaept
or feel satisfied with their homosexuality.
There are several types of homosexual relations$i@rting from an
imagination of homosexuality, having homosexualvéets from time to time or

having the sexual intercourse continuously anddiog.

2.3.2.The homosexuals may be classified into 6 tygsubject to their

sexual behavio >:

2.3.2.1. Blatant homosexual — Their homosexual Wieha

could be clearly seen as they present the manmpgssiie to their gender. The male
blatant homosexual would dress up like women andhéofemale careers such as
hairdresser, dressmaker, artist, etc. Meanwhike female blatant homosexual would
dress up or act like men, but their dressing anidigaenay not be so apparent like the
male blatant homosexual.

2.3.2.2. Desperate and bisexual homosexual — These
homosexuals are married but their homosexual desif@dden; so they seek for
fulfilling this desire at other public places. By still lack some appreciation and
mental attachment of sexual intercourse. This yppeomosexuals could not face a
fact that he is a homosexual and try to concealftbim his wife.

2.3.2.3. Secret homosexual — This homosexual numsteal his
homosexuality to maintain his social status. A ptesf these homosexuals is married
and has children while no one is aware of his ha@xoality, except some of his close
friends. These homosexuals have lived in the spaiatler anxiety that this secret

would be discovered and framed or dishonored. f8@bng may cause his adaptation.
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2.3.2.4. Adjusted homosexual — This homosexualk ttie
adapt himself and does not conceal his homoseyualit

2.3.2.5. Situational homosexual — The homoseguadi done
as an exit of sexual desire when a person is fdogeghy situation; for example, being
in an institution separating men and women suclaisboarding school, etc. The
homosexuality of this person will stop when he/ghras to normal condition.

2.3.2.6. Homosexual prostitute — This homosexuggees to
have homosexual relationship with the senior pefeomonies or remuneration. The
senior using monies or remuneration for homosexaaivities seems inferior if
compared with other types of homosexuality whilke tirved homosexual will agree for
such homosexual relationship as long as he/shavescéhe monies. Many hired
homosexuals are the university students who stispkthd of relationship when they
graduate or can rely on themselves. These persmnan@ actually counted as

homosexuals.

Nathee Theerarojpofi§ divided the appearances of male homosexuals

into 2 main groups by using the criteria of physag@pearances and sex behavior. The
appearances of this group are described below.
2.3.3.1. Male homosexuals as classified by physippkarances:

Group A means male homosexual whose physical
appearances are strong as masculinity.

Group B means male homosexual whole physical appeas
are strong, but polite and not girlish. If considgr their physical appearances
carefully, we can recognize that they are male s@axoals.

Group C means male homosexual whole physical appees
look sissy. Their homosexuality could be easilyestaed as they dress up like women.

2.3.3.2. Male homosexuals as classified by sex\wheha

Group A means male homosexual whose sex behavior is
active like masculinity because general men praldng the active role.

Group B means male homosexual whose sex behavipbma

either active or passive.
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Group C means male homosexual whose sex behavior is
passive only like the feminine role. They are mémwdmire to be passive.
Thus, from all physical appearances classified teit sex roles, male
homosexuals could be separated into 9 types: Aa,A8bBa, Bb, Bc, Ca, Cb, Cc,

which are able to describe those two appearanceslef homosexuals together.

Alfred Kinsey, an analytical psychologist, placée triteria of evaluating
individuals’ sexual behavior according to psychatay fundamentals and sexual
experience accumulated. Kinsey created a sevenest@muum or seven-point scale
of sexual satisfaction or human sexual tendencyctwdivides the continuum into 7
periods from O to 6. One end is the extreme hetergd and another end is the
extreme homosexual. The middle of linear mixes l@tts. The criteria are detailed
below.

5 means predominantly homosexual, but incidentdilgterosexual,
individuals who have almost homosexual activitiesl aesponse while rarely have
heterosexual experience.

6 means exclusively homosexual; individuals whoehhemosexuality or

homosexual intercourse only.

2.4 Process of sexual identity development to honeguality

Plummef> explained about acceptance and coming-out as aoriant

process that could not, sometimes, be attained blgomosexual because the
acceptance and coming-out is a process of chanbiafher belief in his/her
homosexuality and identity confusion into his/hecagnition of accepting his/her
homosexual identity after his/her own awareness.
2.4.1. An individual would discover his/her homosexality under 3
development steps:
2.4.1.1. Egocentric
The first step is the most difficult one. This stawhen an individual
wants to stay alone and feels that his homoseyualitst be a secret. This idea occurs
repeatedly until his/her recognition as homosexwidll be increasing. He/she will
gradually make understanding about this matterdayling books, watching movies
and searching information from other homosexuaky/shie may insist that he/she is
the heterosexual, but he/she finally is the sole tmmake a decision he/she is the
homosexual.
2.4.1.2. Socio-centric
At the second step, guilt, identity confusion, se¢@f homosexuality and
sexual frustration will be less. He/she may findtthe/she is different from normal
people, but feels happy to be the homosexual. ldefséty meet other homosexuals,
and gay bars are key locations of this interagbi@tess.
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2.4.1.3. Universalistic

At this final step, an individual will form hetera@sual relationship with
others. He/she will accept and disclose his/her dsamxuality before developing
his/her sexual identity.

This acceptance and coming-out process could hhapatiaptation, and
solve the homosexual love. For example, one malyléeely and ashamed, but he
may be able to handle or make a decision abouhdmnsosexuality. Or, he may feel
confused and want to keep his homosexuality inesediut he is finally able to
confront and disclose it.

Sexual identity or sexual self-concept is a persboaan experience in
sexual condition. It's what one receives from hes/lmasculinity or femininity in
social situations as well as sexual relationshigrauch masculine and feminine
feeling. Sexual identity is formed by the sociebd aulture until the sexual behavior
is shown out through various processes such asat@mm of sexual ideal, sexual
socialization, etc. A child will be expected to bahis/her sexual development
behavior up to feminine or masculine behavior, hatshe will develop his/her own
sexual identity. Individual sexual identity devedognt is relevant to an increase of
attention to sex. The late adolescence is a pemogiing to the adulthood. The
individual sexual identity development is a continuprocess as a part of seeking for
personal knowledge and formation of maturity. Selficept, reference group, ideal,
sex discourse and sex-oriented social socializawoud lead to the decision or sexual
desire and sexual identity as one requires, e.mosexual or heterosexual. These
words are the discourse separating the deviateabgriom other normal ones. The
normal groups are rewarded by the society whilehtbmosexual group is socially
punished. Love, either homosexuality or heteroskyuar bisexuality, must be
consistent and proper. Understanding the sexuaititgewould allow us to best

understand the features and process of sexéality

2.4.2. The sexual identity development process ofoimosexuaf” is

under the following steps:
2.4.2.1. Sensitization — A child is doubtful whethe/she is
different from others. He/she may have the differeterest or sexual emotion.
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2.4.2.2. Identity confusion — Personal experiencgy rmake
himself/herself doubtful, have sexual arousal Wit same-gender persons; so he/she
tries to seek for information to understand his8exual behavior.

2.4.2.3. Ildentity assumption — He/she will accdm gay or
lesbian identity and he/she discloses his/her dedteatity to some close friends.

2.4.2.4. Commitment — He/she has the homosexuatiagethip
and discloses this to others.

Some children could understand their sexual iderdit the first steps
while other children may feel confused and unsumél they become adolescents
when their adolescence development moves to horaabgx However, this aspect
has been studied by few researchers. In 1993eitJtiited States, a researcher studied

a group of male adolescents who had homosexilityhe homosexual development

steps started from the feeling that they were natemconfusion, rejection, guilt,
shame and acceptance finally.

In conclusion, the steps of sexual identity develept to homosexuality
are: a feeling that he/she is different from othelsubt, seeking for information,

association with the homosexual group, and discéoguthe public.

2.5 Theories of homosexuality

There are many theories and assumptions mentioalbogit causes of

homosexuality as follows:

2.5.1. Psychoanalytic Theory

Freud’s Psychoanalytic Theory describes that horuadity is caused by
the interruption of development at the Phallic $tdgring the age of 3-5 years old. At
this stage, a child will have the sexual feelingl @esire, have love and wants to be
close to his/her father or mother who is the oppogender. A girl will love her
mother while a boy will love his mother. This gl boy feels jealous of the father or
mother who is the same gender to him/her. Freuld tals manner as the Oedipus
Complex. But, finally, the child will pass this ddgpment stage by behaving like

his/her father or mother (identity) who is the sageader. The girl imitates the mother
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to let the father love her as his love to the motliee boy imitates the father to let the
mother love him as her love to the father. If aagnily has no father or mother; for
example, a fatherless boy or a boy with deviategglity father will learn that his

father is weak and he tends to approach his mathelr his characteristic becomes
feminine-oriented. Similarly, if a girl is mothesi® she is likely to love and care for
her father; so she will be masculine-minded. Thedsexuals will be attracted to the

father or mother in opposition to their gender, ailtlimitate their behavior®.

2.5.2. Environmental Theory

This means the formation of bringing-up environmdsringing-up is an
important issue because a wrong bringing-up, pdgdnally, results to the adulthood
with the disorder of many personalities. Male hoexoslity is usually derived from
the brining-up of mother. The mother nurses andescdor her child too much,
persuades her son to be sissy, reduces her sostulimity, ties attachment with her
son to protest the father when she has any comiitbther husband, and persuades her
son to favor her only; all these acts make thefstlaw his mother. If the father is
detached and rarely meets or stays with his ctfilel inheritance of masculinity from

the father is quite impossibf&.

2.5.3. Genetic Theory

It has been believed for centuries that gene isomimhnt factor of
homosexuality. At the Age of Greek, it is statedtthomosexuality is caused by the
deterioration of brain, which is the genetic caus®e, it was believed that everyone
was born with the characteristic of homosexualdyeek people achieved a fact that
an embryo aged 2-3 months does not show its exentey; so they assumed that one
was the bisexual. This assumption is partially ectirbecause, male or female always

have hormone of both genders.

2.5.4. Beeber’'s Theory

Beeber tried to give more explanations supportireué's Psychoanalytic
Theory, but he objected to the Environmental Theagarding individuals causing
homosexuality. The Environmental Theory indicateat tthe mother is a dominant
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person of homosexuality. In contrast, Beeber isthaf view that the father is a
dominant person in the family. If the father spenase time to his son for 1-2 hours a
day, homosexuality will disappear from the world.the modern society, the number
of homosexuals has been increasing because mdrgrdado not go back home after
working hours; the family lacks warmth and famiBader until the children have

many problems including homosexudafity

2.5.5. Theory of Dr. Udomsilp

Dr. Udomsilp Srisangnam viewed that many existingoties could not
explain about homosexuality universally becauseynmmosexuals do not fall in any
theories. Some homosexuals get the best bringindsagkground and parents who
have the excellent knowledge and understandingtadiold care. But, their children
become homosexuals when growing up. After compiliregdata from many patients,
he found one mutual cause, that is, these patieus a normal physical and mental
development until they are at age of 13-16 whew #re lured or forced by older men
to have the homosexual intercourse. At the ingiabe, these patients oppose to it and

feel disgusted. But, later, they become homosexunednsciousi§?.

Dr. Udomsilp Sirsangnam mentioned about an expetimenducted by
Conrad Laurence, a Swedish psychologist, regardimgnal behaviors, especially
animal instinct, until he formed a theory callea ttmprinting Theory. The theory
indicates that, at a proper period, an appropsaeulant will cause learning suddenly
and that experience will be firmly rooted into tk@in. This is a permanent learning

deviating from the existing pattern to a new one.

2.5.6. Adulthood Homosexuality

Homosexuality may be temporary or permanent in ssimeations and
circumstances such as students in dorms, prisanegsls, soldiers in forces, and
playing of adolescents. If an individual feels lwbiad what he will be for the whole
life, his brain and mind will have the evolution lagding more value to the same

gender until he feels favorite, loves and has haxaal activities togethéf.
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2.5.7. Social Learning Theory

Michael's Social Learning Theory is a theory expiag about learning of
sexual behavior as learning under the same promedsarning of other social
behaviors. The social learning comprises:

Acquisition — Learning from observing surroundings.

Performance — Expression after learning by obsenvaby looking the
behavior shown out with an expectation that theabieln expressed will be rewarded,
e.g. objects, praise or acceptance, etc. or pumshrnwhich will curb the occurrence
of behavior such as being hurt or social disgust, e

In the learning of sexual behavior, a child obtainfom his/her direct
experience under criteria of enforcement and punésit, observation and imitation or
both learning processes may get together.

In addition, the Social Learning Theory focusest tltae learning
development for sexual behavior occurs at the estdge or childhood when the
parents greatly influence the child’s learning, aethiis similar to Freud’s
Psychoanalytic Theory. But, in this Learning Thedegarning of sexual behavior and
other behaviors is based on the same learning gsoddus, apart from the parents,
brothers and sisters, friends, teachers, moviesfilon anyone whose behaviors

observed by the children are all important as #ll

2.5.8. Intellectual Development Theory

Kohlberg's Intellectual Development Theory explaiasout the sexual
behavior development that it is derived from thedalepment of concept. The child
sexual development is formed when he/she thinkstatimself/herself that he/she is a
girl or boy, and he/she behaves like that.

The sexual behavior development starts when a hidl age of 2-3 years
old when he/she can indicate he/she is a boy bibgrause he/she is told by other
surrounding people. When he/she becomes oldehé@/gl know that his/her gender
is stable and unchangeable. He/she will learn thecoiine or feminine behavior by
observing and imitating masculine or feminine bebivike his/her surroundings.
His/her behavior comes from the development ohleisbwn thought. If he thinks that
he is a body, he will perform in line with mascityn If she thinks that she is a girl,
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she will perform in line with femininity. These actdo not come from any

enforcement or reward, but his/her dekire

2.6 Causes of homosexuality

Exact causes of homosexuality could not be pinpdinbut implied by the

following causes.

2.6.1.Biological Causes
2.6.1.1. Genetic factors
a. Evidence in twins
The studies about genetic influence usually deaith wiwins. A

chromosome research conducted in 1952 by Kallm#®him 95 homosexual twins

showed that 45 dezygotic twins may not be homodetaraboth of each twin;
meanwhile, 40 monozygotic twins may be homosexaalbbth of each twin. This
research supported the genetic connection. Howenet 963, Kolb studied some
monozygotic twins who are homosexual, but he founod correlation between
homosexuality and twins. Except the research olnkain, no other studies regarding
the correlation between genes and homosexualitg vemorded.

Michael Bailey of North Western and Richard Pillastl Boston in the
United States (1991) reported that 50% of monozggdetins and 24% of dezygotic

twins were both homosexuals. This means that hoxoedigy is innate and genet®.

b.Evidence of gays in relatives
Dean Hammer et al. of the National Cancer Instithitgional Institutes of
Health Maryland (1993, 1994) found that 13.5% oysghad homosexual older or
younger brothers while 7.3% of their mothers’ besthwere gays, but there was no
influence from the father side. Thus, it is beliévinat gay gene is buried at X
chromosome and the male receives X chromosome frmmmother. The genetic

inheritance is from the moth&r,
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c. Evidence about Xg28 DNA markers genetic code
Again, Dean Hammer et al. (1993, 1994) discovetesl gay gene or

genetic code at the end of long arm of X chromosatm€q28. This can be concluded
that the gay status can be genetically transmikiéziteam also studied another 32 gay
twin brothers and found that 24 twins (72%) had &g2netic code as well. However,
there was an argument that 50% of monozygotic twihgays in the research of
Bailey and Pillard were not gays. Moreover, a pagays as studied by Hammer et al.
did not have Xg28 code, but some men who were aygsg glso had Xg28 code. Thus,
the gay status is not only caused by gay g&ne

2.6.1.2. Hormone factors
a. Imbalance of hormone

According to the studi€®, homosexuality is an innate and natural status.

It has been believed that homosexuality comes filmengenetic inheritance; so one
cause of homosexuality may be the hormone abndasnmlithe imbalance of estrogen
and androgen in individuals. At present, this nrattes been more studied, but there
has not yet been any confirmation that gene is peemanent dominant of
homosexuality because someone with hormone imbalenaot the homosexual or
someone who used to be the heterosexual may tira tile homosexual, etc.
b. Result of prenatal sex hormones
An abnormal level of mother’s prenatal sex hormomeakes the

masculine brain at her womb change to be the femihbrain. Under this concept, the
mother’s testosterone or prenatal sex hormonesdeaglop the boy’s brain to be the

masculine or feminized brain or make the boy bechoreosexual or heterosex@l

Gunter Dorner, an endocrinologist, concluded fram research that the
mother’s tension during her pregnancy would make testosterone lower. If the
mother’s testosterone becomes low while the boyesnbis developed, his brain will
become the feminized brain (Stress Theory). Domeéerred the research results
supporting his theory that homosexuality rate wigdkdr for men who were born in

Germany during the"@World War because their mothers had great stréds Wweing
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pregnant during the World War. But, his study cordgd several weak points; so many

persons argued his the8ty

Several reports have tried to prove this issue.eikample, Ellis and Aines
and Money reported in 1987 that the mother’s sttassed the flow of adrenaline and
cortisol, which affected her testosterone and hasrgo’s brain development, which is

a cause of homosexualfty;

Simon Le Vay, a neurobiologist, had a view in hiek titled The Sexual
Brain on 1993 that men’s sexual favor or tasteiglyrtcomes from the reaction
between testosterone and the embryo in the motheiab. The level of mother’s
testosterone causes each child’s brain developtodrdve different reactions because

the brain is genetically programmed differeritfy

c. Different sex hormone in heterosexual guys

Since the animals’ breeding is usually under ttikiémce of hormoné&?,

someone doubts that the male homosexuality mayabsed by an irregular level of
hormones. It is reported that male homosexuals lilagedifferent level of sexual
hormones from the male heterosexuals.

c.a. Circulating testosterone of male homosexwsalswer than

that of male heterosexuaa.

c.b. Estradiol in male homosexuals is higher thaat bf male

heterosexu4P.

c.c. Luteinzing hormone in male homosexuals is érgtnan

that of male heterosexualé.

However, several researches reported that there meedifferences. Some
physicians have tried to change gays to be makrdsxual by way of injecting the
testosterone or testicular graft. But, these methodnnot change their male

homosexuality, but they just have more sexual d&sir

2.6.1.3. Difference between the brain of gays andate heterosexual
Simon Le Vay, a neurobiologist, has studied hypathas at the medial
pre-optic region where he believed that it was rapartant area in controlling the
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sexual behavior in men. This area of brain contdirgroups of nerves (interstitial
nuclei or the anterior hypothalamus (INAH): INAHINAHZ2, INAH3 and INAH4.

After checking the brain of gays and male heterogkdied from AIDS
and other diseases, one interesting differencedfanrthem is that INAH3 of male
homosexuals is smaller than that of male heter@dexibout 2-3 times. This means
that the brain controlling sexual behavior of matenosexuals is different (smaller)
than that of male heterosexuals.

This finding showed that some parts of brain in yagnd male
heterosexual are different, but it could not bectasied firmly that gays’ brain is
different from that of male heterosexual. This filgdcame from the examination in
the adults’ brain; thus, it could not conclude ekathat this characteristic was innate
or was changed later as resulted by their sexuawer or taste. This homosexuality
may be caused by other psychological factors sadiriaging-up, experience, etc.

Moreover, there is a doubt that since all gays exaddied from AIDS. It
is possible that INAH3 was smaller as resulted b3\ or anti-AIDS medicine. This
doubt may fall when Simon Le Vay found in his adufitl research that the male
heterosexual died from AIDS had bigger INAH3 thhattof gays. In studying gays
died from the lung cancer, their INAH3 was smateliINAH3 found in gays died
from AIDS. Hence, the research of Le Vay suppodadassumption that the sexual

taste is derived from the biological basis or INAH3

2.6.2. Psychosocial causes

Homosexuality, based on Sigmund Freud’'s explanatmmes from
regression and fixation and interruption of sexdmtelopment in child at ages of 3-5
(Phallic Stage or Oedipal Period). At his stageowloves his mother so much while a
girl loves her father. Either boy or girl feels las of his/her father or mother who is
the same gender. But, finally, the child will paisis development stage by imitating
his/her father or mother who is the same gendeeméboy touches his sex organ, he
will miss his mother and thinks as if he were ththér. But, the child fears that the
father may be angry if he is aware of this imagoraand his sex organ will be cut off.
The child’s solution of mental conflict is to giwg his desire to his mother, but to
imitate his father instead. If the child can salliss conflict, he/she will have fixation
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and behave as father or mother who is the sameegewthen this child grows up,

he/she will have homosexuality finalfy.

Moreover, homosexuality is explained in another et it comes from
narcissism. By this theory, everyone is crazy hittmself/herself and fears of losing
his/her beauty; so he/she turns to be interestédtkisame-gender person to appreciate
that person’s beauty as compensation of his/hentpdading out when time passes
by. If one is severely crazy with oneself, he/shi e pleased to get any beloved
objects or persons that are the same to him/hdrpsmsexuality occurs.

2.6.3. Causes of family factors

There are family factors causing homosexualityisied below?®3*.

2.6.3.1. Bringing-up — The cause is the over-ptotec
bringing-up by mother while the father is usuallgady, easily angry, meticulous and
detaches from his child who will fear of his fatlard approaches his mother more.

2.6.3.2. A child growing up in the family where tparents’
functions and personality are not fit to their gendor example, the father does the
housework and brings up children while the motherks outside.

2.6.3.3. The parents want the child to have theosig sex. For
example, a father has several sons, but no daugdfitas, one of his sons acts as the
opposite sex to be loved by the parents.

2.6.3.4. Broken home — A child not getting love amarmth
from his family may have a problem of associatinthviriends and feel sad. Later, he
may find someone giving him happiness and offetimg sexual happiness until he
feels satisfied.

2.6.3.5. The mother is too close to her son, whidkes it
possible to turn him to be homosexual because @mrinine ideas, feeling and
manners are absorbed to be the boy’s personaliy.f@minine identity is fixed into
the boy’s mind.

2.6.3.6. The parents’ bias love. If the parentse clr the
daughter more than the son, the later may feaebysahnd thinks that if he were a girl,
the parents would love him more; so he acts likeiriiity to attract the parents’

attention.
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2.6.3.7. Relation between brothers or sisters. Wd'shidentity
development is to be different from the other. Egample, if the older sister is a
learned person, the younger sister will act oppbsitthat is, she will not be very
learned, but have many friends. Similarly, if tHdew sister has the masculine habit
and is protective or the older brother is so maseuthe younger brother will act like
girl, look weak and want protection.

2.6.3.8. Giving motivation to behavior. In the féyniof
homosexual children, it is usually found that tla@emts or close people usually give
positive motivation. The parents may feel that ftisny, laugh or take photos as their
memorial time; thus, the children will feel thatthare accepted and motivated to
have such behavior. The parents’ attitude towahislren’s behavior is important in
motivating the children. The parents, who want ¢hédren in the opposite sex, like
the parents who want to have a daughter but thew gen, will bring up or dress up
their son like girl. Or, a son whose physical appree encouraging homosexuality
such as beautiful face, polite manner, will be s#diby the adults. But, this son will
be punished if he does his masculine behavior. ,Tiis child would rather act to be
praised. When the attitude is not relevant to loisia sex, the homosexuality may

occur.

2.6.4. Environmental cause$?.

In the daily life, humans must always have reactioith the environment.
Thus, the surroundings influence the rooting ofieahnd behavior expression as well
as human sexual behavior. The environment refeasdauses of homosexuality
includes the family environment and social envirenim

2.6.4.1. School environment

Lack of masculine personality — Most kindergartensl primary schools
contain so many female teachers, especially thésegiwe good care to students. For
good-looking boys who cannot find out the masctyifiiom their father, when they
stay at school with no longer masculinity from m#achers, they will have more

memories of feminine personaliti&s Mockery from friends and school teachers —

Mocked children may be good-looking or slender;tlsey are mocked that they are
hermaphrodite. After being frequently mocked, thebddren will feel confused,
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doubtful, unsure of themselves and no confidethér sexual identity or be disgusted
or rejected by the normal friends. Finally, thesecked children must associate with
opposite-sex friends and transmit the sexual mivded the opposite sex more. When
these children grow up, they will set up the growghich encourages their

homosexuality moré€>. School educational system — Boys school is miseyl to

encourage boys to be girls than the co-educatibaddecause, on the psychological
theory, when two persons stay together; one wlitdr act as leader while the other
will unconsciously act as follower. In a boy schogbme weak and sissy-face boys
may act like girls so that they are protected Heottronger boys. These weak boys
may be pleased to continue this role. But, in theeducation school, male students
who are usually polite and weak will encourage beylso have weak physical body

and mind, to be more masculifi2

Arrangement of school activities — Some teachery mssign good-
looking and cute boys to take feminine roles iryplar performance, especially in the
boy school. As a result, the boys will feel accaptaand praise for such expression.
But, some boys may not be paid attention when tlgyw masculinity. On the
contrary, when they act or show off femininity, yhere praised by many people. So,
they may have so much pride and self-esteem tegtdbntinue such acting until they

do not want to be masculine or to act in mascyiit

School curriculum — Some schools set up the cuwouoy having boys
study the embroidery or other activities that theaiTsociety views that they are
feminine work. When the boy is likely to imitateshinother at home while he also
studies the feminine work, he may feel pleasedlfgkand proud, which makes him

have more confusion over his identiy

2.6.4.2. Social environment

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Improper social value such as the belief that merstnbbe strong, play
sports, talk bluntly and rudely, be aggressive,ehéights, smoking, drinking, be
gallant or have several lovers simultaneously.dbg feels confused about his identity
whereas he cannot do the masculine behaviors nmexdtiabove, he will feel more
confused that he looks like feminine.

Celebrity practice — The modern society is hightynpetitive. Someone
directs to sports, music and other activities. Bameone cannot be outstanding in any
ways; so he shows off by way of sissy acting, piepsthers or having eccentric acts.

Social and environmental condition — This may be ttactor of
homosexuality; for example, jails, detention caioparding school and dorm, etc. At
present, the gay bar is an association locatiomashosexuals, and it encourages
higher amount of homosexuals, especially adolescevriio start spending their
adolescence or are severely hurt from their loVatiomship and despair. Thus, they
view that heterosexuality holds some sorrow. Thedelescents may be enthusiast,

feel lonely sometimes or have economic trouble, etc

2.7 Related research
Homosexuality has occurred for long in other caestr The research on

homosexuality can be separated into 2 parts: iatemmal research and local research.

2.7.2.1. International research

Sandra Witelson (1997) pointed out that the biological factor, esaky
brain system, is associated with homosexuality. @melucted a comparative research
by examining the brain of 10 male heterosexuals Ahdmale homosexuals. She
discovered that the size of isthmus of corpus sahm, which connects the right and
left sides of brain, is different. It was also digered that the isthmus of gays was
thicker than that of heterosexual for 13%. But, sogays had thinner isthmus than

some heterosexual men.
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Dean Hammer (1993) reported that gene may determine gays’ aexu
value. He discovered the gene located on Chromosonhat is called Xq28, which
was the same in a group of gay brothers and it evHisrent from that of male
heterosexual. Hammer got 76 male homosexuals flemAIDS Treatment Project.
Every subject mentioned that they had at leastothbr who was homosexual and
modeled their homosexuality, and they also had sbomosexual uncles from the
mother side, without homosexual uncles from thédatside. Hammer set up an
assumption that some genes were located on Chron@XoA man got one of two X
chromosomes from the mother and he got Chromosonfni the father. As the
mother is not homosexual, it is expected that driv@ X chromosomes in the mother
contains the homosexual gene. Thus, for generallatpn, about a half of boys has
Chromosome X with homosexual gene while anothefr ied no homosexual gene.
However, for 40 homosexual twin brothers, more thatf of them (33 twins) had
Chromosome X whose Xg28 was different from gensudljects. Hammer assumed

that this specific gene was affixed in male homasésc®

Simon Le Vay has studied hypothalamus at the medial pre-opftjon
where he believed that it was an important areeointrolling the sexual behavior in
men. This area of brain contains 4 groups of nefwesrstitial nuclei or the anterior
hypothalamus (INAH): INAHI1, INAH2, INAH3 and INAH4 After checking the
brain of gays and male heterosexual died from AI&® other diseases, one
interesting difference found in them is that INAl8 male homosexuals is smaller
than that of male heterosexual about 2-3 timess Tieans that the brain controlling
sexual behavior of male homosexuals is differemhafter) than that of male
heterosexuals. Simon Le Vay found in his additiomesearch that the male
heterosexual died from AIDS had bigger INAH3 thhattof gays. In studying gays
died from the lung cancer, their INAH3 was smalkeliINAH3 found in gays died
from AIDS. Hence, the research of Le Vay suppodadassumption that the sexual

taste is derived from the biological basis or INAF3

Hammer & Copeland (1994) had an interview of gays’ parents and
relatives. They found that most gays were actuddger to mothers than fathers. Most
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of their homosexual brothers were closer to motlieas fathers as well. But, most

parents insisted that they gave the same carertgayp and gay sor®.

Wells and Kline (1987) cited in Carroll and Walpe (1996) conducted
study and found that gays and female homosexuais kely to express their first
homosexuality to people they trusted most. Gaysewmpre likely to tell their
homosexuality to others and familiar people wheffeasale homosexuals would tell

their homosexuality to other female homosexualy3hl

Green (1985) has monitored 44 sissy boys compared wiibtheer 56
masculine-manner characters until they have gromroube adolescents. He found
that a half of these sissy boys were explicitly bsaxual while all masculine boys

were heterosexudl’

Kallmann, 1952, cited in Rungrong Ngarmsiri, 1989, conducted
research on 85 homosexual twins. The result shakad45 dezygotic twins were not
homosexual for both of each twin; meanwhile, 40 oamygotic twins may be
homosexual for both of each twin. Although the mp@n monozygotic twins have
not been confirmed yet, other investigations resathat monozygotic twins,

frequently, had higher homosexuality than dezygwtios.**

Francesca Cornahad 98 male homosexuals and 100 male heterosexuals
staying at the northern part of Italy fill out tlgestionnaire about their sexual
background. The result showed that, among male beruals, they had 396 male
relatives on the mother side and 22 out of themeweale homosexuals. Meanwhile,
these male homosexuals had 593 male relatives @nduf of them were male
homosexuals. For the group of male heterosexusy, lad 370 male relatives for the
mother side and none of them was male homosexuhile whey had 604 male
relatives for the father side and only 8 out ofnthe@ere male homosexuals. The birth

order was also associated with male homosexudhst, is, in the extended family,
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male homosexuals were the second, third, fourthnext child. These male

homosexuals also had more brothers than siéfers.

A researcher of the Brain Institute in Stockholmyefen conducted a
research on the brain structure of homosexualssbyguMRI machine to photograph
the brain of male and female heterosexual volusteebe compared with the brain of
homosexuals. The result showed that gays’ braikdddike the female brain, but tom
boys’ brain was similar to male heterosexual’s rordn this research, the subjects
consisted of 90 men and women: 50 heterosexuald@homosexuals. The PET Scan
Machine was used in the test to examine the amyddiah is a group of almond-
shaped cells in the nerve system located withimibdial temporal lobes of the brain.
It functions in the emotional reaction to fear, ¢imaes and hormonal secretion. The
brain scan result showed that the tom boys’ braiokéd like the brain’s male
heterosexual. In other words, the right-side bi@irtom boys was bigger than the
other side or it may be called asymmetrical. In theantime, the brain’s male
homosexual was symmetrical like women’s brain. Tomnection of nerve and
amydala, used in emotional processing, in male l@xuals was partially similar to
that of women. In the same way, the connectionesf& and amydala in tom boys’
brain was like that of men. This research explaitied these adverse features did not
only come from learning, but they may be formednugiweir birth or after birth. This

result insisted an assumption that the sexualnaakas determined during pregnancy.

Weinberg (1978 as cited in Bongkojmas Ek-iam, 1989) studikd
homosexuals by identifying between homosexual #ietsy doubts about
homosexuality and fixation on homosexuality. Hendu4 homosexual patterns as
follows:

Pattern 1. A process to which an individual stepg ihomosexual
activities because he/she wants to try out for fnanies or by situational force. Later,
when he/she has learning and gets new definitiom® fthe social context, he/she

doubts on himself/herself whether his/her past iehas deemed a homosexual or
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not. Eventually, he/she will inspect on him/her addfines himself/herself as
homosexual.

Pattern 2: A process in which an individual has sbBrual activities with
other homosexuals; so he/she concludes undouldteatiyre/she is the homosexual. In
this case, the definition given by psychologistpimation in books or talks as affixed
by the society give the meaning of homosexuality;tlsis individual learns that
meaning, believes in it and accepts it.

Pattern 3: A process that an individual startsibtithat he/she may be the
homosexual, and, later, he/she finds that suclvigctnakes him/her satisfied. This
encourages this individual to have self-acceptdnatere finally accepting that he/she
is the homosexual.

Pattern 4: A process that an individual startsabtithat he/she may be the
homosexual; for example, a man may feel satisfied desires the same-gender
charming man, but he has never had any homosexpalience. But, according to
definitions and meaning he gets from discussionthénsocial context, it leads to an
apparent conclusion that he is the homosexualr Afteconclusive definition, he steps

into the homosexual activities and relationsfip.

Saghir and Robins (1973) studied homosexuals and their child
development from early childhood to adulthood. Tésearchers found that most fixed
male homosexuals have had the anus-based sexwaienge sometimes while most
male homosexuals have lived happily like male lostexuals, have created the secure
relationship and have got satisfaction from theirefrs. However, for some people,
homosexuality led to many difficulties due to valsochanges when they became
aged. Among adolescents, they may have difficuliressexual adaptation, first
acceptance to their homosexuality, decision toowllthat status or breaking that
homosexual feeling. For a male homosexual who besoeged, he may have
difficulties in handling his lover. At the middlega, a male homosexual may be
lonely, isolated and under pressure if he hasarohéd any secure relationship before
hand. Such relationship must originate from frignpsas the same to sex attraction.

Not too many male homosexuals found that it wasendifficult to stay with the
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same-age homosexual lover. Thus, they turned te tla® homosexual intercourse

with male teenage prostituf®.

Kenyon (1968) as cited in Michael Gelder, Dennis Gatlgh@rd Mayon
(1984) discovered that, in compared with femaleetostexuals, many female
homosexuals reported that they had bad relationstiiptheir parents. Fr one fourths
of literate women, their parents were divorcedavds found that female homosexuality
was resulted by the failure of stopping impropersel relationship with their parents
during these female homosexuals’ childhood. Theafenmomosexuality was also a
result of familiar involvement with many men andeyhexperienced that women

deemed love objects onR?

2.7.2. Local research

Phaka Sattayatham(1973) compared the relationship between famdies
homosexuals and those of heterosexuals. The stutved 40 heterosexual and
homosexual subjects in Bangkok. The instrument thasopen-ended questionnaire
and the semantic differential scale. The resulingibthat the family relationship of
heterosexual subjects was better than that of hexuas subjects. The heterosexual
subjects have received good care from the pargnisited the parents and had good
relationship with their brothers and sisters. Hoe homosexual subjects, they were
close to the mothers but kept away from the fatHease rarely imitated their fathers,

and had no familiarity with their brothers but figtoseness to sistefs.

Rungkanda Pongthornkulpanich (1987) studied the opinion of male
students at M. 6 towards male homosexual. Thetrebowed that the students have
recognized that homosexuality was a deviated behaausing the impact to those
homosexuals and other surrounding people. Howgherstudents felt sympathy and
accepted the human value of these homosexualshdéytwiewed that there should be
certain limitations against the homosexuals suckeadership, occupation, etc. The

students were of the view that the activities aqagighe epidemic of homosexuality
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should be curbed. The students domiciled in Bangkaét more positive opinion
towards homosexuality than the students domicitedther provinces. The students
expected that the teachers should give advice amdkelghe of solving, adjusting,
punishing and restricting homosexuality; meanwhdissy behavior should not be

encouraged?

Anong Niyomtham (1988) compared self-concept of adolescent male
homosexuals and adolescent male heterosexualvirgceiifferent bringing-up. The
sample group consisted of 100 adolescent male hexuatks and another 100
adolescent male heterosexuals. The result showed e adolescent male
homosexuals had lower self-concept than the otheupy The adolescent male
homosexuals have been brought up by the ignoratihadeand protective method
while the adolescent male heterosexuals perceivatithey have been brought up

democratically”

Supaporn Pradubsamut (1989) studied homosexuality in adolescent
students with aims of examining the statistics afbsexuality, factors correlated to
prevalence of homosexuality, and attitude towaroimdsexuality among adolescent
students in the Educational Region 12 of Thaildrite result showed that about 3.5%
of adolescent students were homosexuals; 3.2% fearale homosexuals while 0.3%
was male homosexuals. The risk of occurrence ofdsexuality was at 16.9%. In
most male adolescent students, their mothers’ @atmup dealt with the management
or services. Only 23.8% of mothers have spenta@afit time to children. In addition,
some male students used to leave the family toaigside such as dorm or boarding

school. About 30.2% have been familiar with clasenfds who were homosexuals.

Panthip Siriwanbus (1993) thought that the father is his son’s idml t
learn about masculinity. But, so few Thai fathexlked about sex with their sons; so
these boys have learnt about sex from friends,c&lpe boys growing in the boy
schools, but most of their learning was wrong. Sdrogs have learnt by themselves

by way of masturbation. Most sissy boys growingimghe boy schools would be
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homosexuals because they have passively respoadsddtions of stronger or more

masculine friends who were blind to situations a#.\%?

Mutthana Chetamee (1996) examined the life and concept about family
among female homosexuals by studying papers, ietgsv and participatory
observations. The result showed that the familyabim put great influence on
concepts and life of female homosexuals. Some femamosexual lovers spent their
life by imitating male and female roles, but themere many differences among female
homosexual lovers. Among the groups of Tom and Eresy may be divided into 2
main groups: Tom-Dee taking roles of male and femahd Tom-Dee rejecting male
and female roles but adhering to other unique Tar-Rlentity by creating some

different specific identity without any male andrfele relationship.”

Nunthirat Kunakorn (1990) as cited in Chanpen Chooprapapan (1998)
studied the sexual behavior and attitude of adel#sstudents in the case study of
homosexuality in the Educational region 1. Her saty involved the senior high-
school students of 4 schools under the EducatiBegjion 1 of the Department of
General Education located at Nonthaburi, Nakhomdatand Pathumthani Province
in the total 165 students. The result showed thaiut 4.7% of students had
homosexuality, which occurred in female more thamenstudents. The causes of
homosexuality were the imitation and persuasionfiignds. Most students had

homosexual experience with close frierids.

Kulcharee Kakai (1999) interviewed male and female homosexual
adolescents. She found that, before receiving &acep from the parents, most of
them get hard punishment, especially homosexua.bbdhen these adolescents could
not change their homosexual behavior, the parewtsidvstart acceptance and the
mothers accept this situation better than the fathdost fathers would pretend not to
notice instead. For the adolescents’ feeling, thaye the relevant information that

they did not want to hold this status, but theyldmot stop their mind. They felt sad
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when being look down on or disgusted or mockede@sfly by teachers in the

classroom. They wanted others to accept their heruasity

Sirikul Issaranuraksa and Wanna Techavanichpong(2000), in 1988,
studied the adolescent students at junior and sesgoondary schools in all 12
educational regions. She found that there was femamosexuality more than male
homosexuality. The factors causing homosexualitiushed: unacceptable father, little
time-spending with the father or mother, closerfd® who were homosexuals, male
students regularly had conflicts with their fathed the mothers treated their sons like
daughters. The motivation factors of homosexualigye: no experience of associating
with different-gender friends, imitation of adolests, satisfaction in homosexual

experience and receipt of information about homoakty from various mass media.

Piyarat Marteng (2003) studied the educating guideline in order to
understand the life of homosexuals with an aimxaieining the life of homosexuals.
The result showed that the homosexuals have betachdsl from the family since
they have been young. They started recognizing tienosexuality when they were
still young. They have learnt homosexuality fromedt experience and homosexual

This informationumogive a guideline of
understanding the homosexuals, and it forms thetipeaand knowledge guideline for
the parents, teachers and close persons to britigeughildren to have the appropriate
sexual development, to encourage the adolescentdatie the quality self-
development, to reduce the stimulant factors cgusomosexuality, and to promote
the correct sexual development to prevent futureblpms. In addition, this
information enables the government sector to sqtlaps and policies to correspond
to the situations involving the homosexuals inftitare so that these people could live

in the society properly and become a key manpotreocountry.

M ethodology

This research was mainly based on the field work gumalitative research

by considering social phenomenon from actual sumdmgs at all facets in order to
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find out the correlation of those phenomenon andosuadings. This qualitative
research regarded the information in line with eamtvalue and ideal of people apart
from other quantitative data. The semi-structuterinew guideline has been mainly
used for data collection. The data was analyzeditedpreted to get the inductive
conclusion. That data came from the semi-strudtuesviews in which all concrete or
tangible things were all recorded. The Researclaar of the view that this qualitative
research was the most suitable methodology forrésearch in order to get the most
consistent data.

The field work was mainly used for this researctstndying the life of
male homosexuals. The research would cover 3 sfleslationship: life of male
homosexuals, family influence to homosexuality &odv homosexuality affects the
homosexuals’ functioning in the family to find owhether their functioning contain
some defects or are improved. This research isaditafive research covering life,
living, childhood experience, sexual developmeainify relationship, problems and
hindrance in life, value, attitude and expectatgnwell as self of homosexuals in the
Thai context including the family role influencingpmosexuality and roles of male
homosexuals to the family and society.

The qualitative research used in this researchstedton a particular group
of people. The semi structure interview was tha datlection tool. The data obtained
was then identified and sorted out to understardribanings of what has been learnt.
After that, the data was analyzed to compare s$iagtand interpretation from the
preliminary data. The conclusion was done by thecdetive method. This research
took emphasis on the social phenomenon rathertdstimg the preset hypotheses. In
addition, the data collection dealt with the deefads of case studies and all data was
analyzed by way of interpretation.

Key informants — The population of this research included:

1. Male homosexuals disclosing their homosexué#iitihe public

2. Having stayed in Bangkok longer than 6 montlo$,necessary to have
domicile in Bangkok.

3. Age in a range of 18-30 for 20 persons who vieterviewed until the

answers were consistent because the informatiainsat was stable.
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In this research, the Researcher determined ttexiarof selecting the key

informants as the case studies by way of speafiection.

Research Procedure

1. Preparing a letter requesting for assistancen ftbe Rainbow Sky
Association of Thailand, an organization establishe provide assistance to Thai
homosexuals and a key leader of sex variation misnia Thailand.

2. Giving an explanation to the Rainbow Sky Asstaie of Thailand
about this research, objectives, methodology amefite expected from this research,
and also asking for cooperation to collect the dadan service recipients of the
Rainbow Sky Association of Thailand.

3. Collecting the data on the dates when the Ram®ky Association of
Thailand arranged any activities or provided thevise so that the Researcher could
have direct contact with those service clients. A#tails about this research,
objectives, methodology and benefits expected fituisiresearch were given to those
clients receiving the service from the Rainbow Skgsociation of Thailand. The
Researcher also asked for cooperation from thasatslwho had sole discretion to
participate or not participate in this research.

4. When any clients receiving the service from tRainbow Sky
Association of Thailand decided to participate his tresearch, they had to complete
the “seven-point scale’ Sexual Behavior Inventargdreen their sexual satisfaction or
tendency. This scale starts from 0 to 6 on theiconi divided into 7 periods. One
side end is the extreme heterosexual and the sitherend is the extreme homosexual.
The middle of linear mixes both ends. After complgtthe Inventory, if the clients
were homosexuals with no occurrence of heterosgyualr bisexuality, the
Researcher would make familiarity with them to basted in further in-depth
interviews. After making familiarity, the Researchasked for cooperation in
providing the information. The details and necgssitin-depth interview were also
given to these research participants. The Reseapbenised that the information
obtained from the interview would be kept confidaintThe information disclosure

would be on the macro basis without referring ontioming about the real name of
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these participants. Before the interview, the Rebea asked the written permission
from the participants that, the data was collettgdecording the interview and noting
the details in order to gain complete and accurdtgmation. The tape of recorded
interview would be wiped out promptly after thealahalysis was completed.

5. When each participant understood the detailedrimation and
permitted the tape recording and noting duringitherview, the Researcher had the

participant sign in the consent letter before stgrthe in-depth interview.

Field data collection was under the following steps:

1. This data collection was under good cooperatibthe Rainbow Sky
Association of Thailand. A private room was prepafer the interview. During the
interview, only the Researcher and each participeete permitted to stay there.
Before starting it, each participant received thmtial information from the
introductory document and also signed in the canséter.

2. After signing in the consent letter, the in-deptterview would begin. It
consisted of questions about personal informatiidhood experience and behavior,
family relationship, sexual development, consci@ssrnand sexual intercourse of male
homosexuals, social context and environment engmgahomosexuality, sexual
value and relationship with lover, life and sock@having of male homosexuals,
problems and hindrance of living, influence of fgmio homosexuality, and
functioning of male homosexuals to in the familyl @wociety.

3. The Researcher made an interview with eachggaatit by using the
semi-structure interview guideline comprising 2&sfions. Each interview took 45-
60 minutes/person. Every participant was willingdtsclose his information; thus, all
interviews went smooth and the information obtained relevant to the Researcher’s
need.

4. The Researcher made an interview with eachggaatit by using the
semi-structure interview guideline whereas eachigggant's manners and actions
were simultaneously observed. The tape recordirggdeae upon the beginning of the
interview. The in-depth interviews were done inr@@le homosexuals in order to get
consistent and stable information. The data obthiwas interpreted to have the

inductive conclusion, and it was tabulated to codelthe results.

This research involved the content analysis toagebnclusion on family
factors influencing the prevalence of homosexuadityl life of male homosexuals.

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CHAPTER IV
RESULTS

Family and Life of Male Homosexuals

In general, male homosexuality of each man stahnesnvwe recognizes that
he is different from common men. Some men may decthat they want to be the
opposite sex since they have been young. Althoingly are not aware of their
homosexuality, they have a good feeling to the sgemser people. But, some men
may have self-discovery during their adolescencenmey have the sexual desire.
Life of male homosexuals is different from that mfle heterosexual during the
childhood only; most male homosexuals spent tlikirndith women due to the same
favor and taste. When they become adolescentswhlegdmire and pay attention to
men. Love to the same gender may make male homalsebeel confused at the initial
stage because they have not self-understandingmarsd face mental conflicts in
fighting against personal emotion, acceptance enfamily and society. In addition,
the male homosexuals confront the trouble of segkor knowledge about male
homosexuals and of adapting to the status of hoxuasiey. But, after knowing the
same kind of homosexuals and sharing experiende egith other, these individuals
will have more learning and understanding in thehavior. Male homosexuals will
have self-acceptance and spend the homosexualftéfelearning about several kinds
of relationship. Finally, these male homosexuald @iscover that the same-gender
relationship makes them have the real desire armé mappiness. When spending the
homosexual life for a period, the male homosexudllsbe ready and dare to disclose
their homosexuality to the family and society. Eawshle homosexual has different
disclosure of homosexuality. After disclosure, thale homosexuals may face some
problems when they are not accepted by surroung@agple and society. Therefore,
male homosexuals must establish success for theesssb that the family and society

accept and learn to live together.
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After having in-depth interviews of 20 male homasals, the issues of
family and life of male homosexuals would be présédraccording to the interviewed
issues. Their issues were also analyzed. All nashgmrticipants were supposed for
this research.

For the comparative analysis of male homosexua) &fl issues could be
separated into 4 parts:

4.4 Roles of male homosexuals to family functioning

4.1 General information about male homosexual interviewees

Among 20 male homosexuals in the interviews, mbshem (8 persons)
defined themselves as “Both” or they took bothwaectind passive roles in the sexual
intercourse. Four of them defined themselves asKdag or taking the masculine or
active role in the sexual intercourse. Five of thaafined themselves as Gay Queen or

taking the feminine or passive role in the sexotrcourse. The remaining 3 of them
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defined themselves as Hermaphrodite or their eatexppearance looks feminine and
they pass the transsexual operation or transgdiid&y, which also include anyone
who is not pleased in his/her sex organ and wantgeve the transsexual operation.
Six interviewees were at age of 19-21; at age e22%or 9 interviewees and at age of
26-28 for 5 interviewees. The average age of indereges was 24 years old. Most
subjects (11 persons) were graduates; 5 interviewempleted M. 6; 3 interviewees
were the university students; and 1 interviewee metad the higher vocational
certificate. Six interviewees were the officers tbé Rainbow Sky Association of
Thailand and the remaining interviewees were membethis Association who have
been participating in its activities. Among thesemers, most of them (6 persons)
have been working in private organizations andldéme=ers. Another 4 persons were
the singer, dancer, showgirl and make-up artistlyGh interviewees were the
university students. Only one interviewee was urleggu. About a half of
interviewees earned income in a range of baht 00;0®0,000 per month; five
interviewees earned in a range of baht 5,000 -09p@0 month; 3 interviewees earned
more than baht 20,000 per month; and 2 intervie\wmage not had the regular income.
Personal background of interviewees - they wereottlest, second child

and youngest at the equal amount. Only 2 intervésweere the single child of the
family. A half of interviewees had the normal bircord, normal birth weight and
normal term pregnancy. However, another half ofrthead the normal birth record,
but had low birth weight; so the physical body wasall and must be nursed under the
radiant warmer. Some interviewees had the Cesdpagéim the mothers had the
preterm labor and birth and these intervieweeswaidht birth under the threshold
weight. At the school age, most interviewees infednthat they have always studied
in the co-education schools, not any boy schootdy interviewee has studied in a
boy school at the primary level, but he, later, saglied in the co-education school.
Over a half of interviewees has never consumeddangs or sex hormones. Only 6
interviewees indicated that they have taken thénhlgontrol pills during the high
school level, but they finally stopped taking symls because their body could not
stand on it, had headache or felt dizzy until theyld not pay attention to lessons in

class. Most of them restarted taking the birth idrgills when starting working.
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Family background of interviewees — Over a halfimterviewees had
some family members and relatives who were homaderunong these, five agnates
were homosexual while 7 cognates were homosexuareTwere 2 interviewees
whose agnates and cognates who were homosexual. ihteoviewees had
homosexual brothers or sisters. Only 3 male homgdsxindicated that no family
members had homosexuality. The remaining intervesagaid that they have not been
aware of it or unsure. Most interviewees have groywnn the calm and warm family.
The family members had intimacy and no quarreldy@rinterviewees reported that
there were few but not serious quarrels. Two inésvees reported that their family
had harsh quarrels until their family members sammet injured each other. Over a
half of interviewees have been spoiled and liberatetil they were almost neglected.
The remaining 7 interviewees have been brought tuptlg with no freedom of
decision-making. Only one interviewee stated tha&t lmas been brought up

democratically.

4.2 Life of male homosexuals

4.2.1 Experience and behavior of male homosexuals during the
childhood

The result showed that, on the childhood of maledsexuals, they were
polite (85%), have grown up in the warm family ahdve usually tied close
relationship with the mothers, grand-mother butasis from the father who had so
little time for these male homosexuals due to maeasons. Thus, most bringing-up
roles fall in the mother or female relatives instea

“My parents have been divorced since | was youngnyy mother had to
work; so I've stayed with the grandmother in a kyma@vince. The grandma’s family
IS quite warm, comprising my grandma, great grandamal uncle. The grandpa is
kind, careful and taught me to be polite and cotigeal, not to be delinquent or loaf,
to do anything by myself and to help do housewditle been so close the great-
grandma, but not so close to my father and hawdyranet him. During the childhood,
| had child activities with both girls and boysg.umping over the rubber band chain,

bicycling, but not playing the paper model. But, éme overgrown sport or footfall, |
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would avoid it. | don’t know. | don’t want to play It's strange. My dream was to be
a doctor or teacher. But, | didn’t want to be tledigegman or soldier. | didn’t like it. |
felt that it's not good, takes advantages” (Mumdgeé)

“When | was young, | stayed with my family, but &s/closer to my mom
because Dad was rough while Mom was gentler. | padise when | was young. The
children surrounding my house are the children gfuncles and aunts. They are all
male. All neighbors are male. They played robotd, Ibdid not want to play with
them. It seems that | could not get along with thém not funny. | did not like all
outdoor activities; so I've stayed at home with tpm. When | studied at the
primary school, | had both male and female frierilst, when | saw my female
friends jumped over the rubber band chain, | wambeplay it too. When | saw these
girls play the paper models, | wanted to play itedl. | dreamt to be a doctor when |
grew up” (Boat aged 27).

Some key informants have been brought up by thenpgrbut they had
more familiarity with the mother because the fatheas quite strict and have
frequently worked at other provinces.

“I've stayed with my grandparents when | was youmg, that staying was
not so long. | moved to stay with my parents ardkobrother. My dad is aggressive
and still, but my mom is kind and pleases me; stritt my mom so much. My dad
went to other provinces frequently and my parenésewdivorced later. Before the
divorce, they have never had harsh quarrels. Whesad young, | only had older
brothers and younger sisters. | was the older bradind younger brother to others. |
was at the same of girls. My older brothers playaddheld games, but | didn't like it
because it made my hands painful. Thus, | had plasis girls like molding the
plasticine, selling and buying materials, etc. Moy friends were girls because |
felt that male friends admired hard plays suchcagbfall, table tennis; so | turned to
female friends. We did not have so many activitjast chatting and having snacks.
When | grow up, | dream to be an orator like Aupal or to be a superstar” (Faeng
aged 22).

“When | was young, | stayed at home with my mom amwdther 8-9
female labors. My dad has been working at othevipoe while my mom worked by

sewing clothes at home like a family industry. Oy c¢hildhood, I've been close to my
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mom and other female workers. I've been close a&xdent. As | have stayed with my
mom since | was young, she instructed me aboubdlisework. Because | have lived
with many women and, at the backyard, there wer@aymaomen. | sometimes
sneaked to play football, but | felt happier toyphaith girls. I did not admire
masculine activities or play too hard games, sotrabsy friends were female. As |
was young, | dreamt to be a doctor” (Tam aged 26)

“My parents had to do their work; so | have stayath the grandma. The
grandma’s house consisted of my grandparents, & anmd 1 uncle and they were
unmarried, except my mom. | was the only nephevwesyone pleased me and | got
everything | wanted. My grandma was kind and irdtd me to behave politely. My
mom visited me from time to time. | have been cluseny aunts and mother, but not
my dad because our meeting time was unavailabli lufelt that my dad was an
outsider. When | was young, my plays included jumgpbver the rubber band chain,
paper model, Barbie Doll, robots. But, | didn’t éavGundum Robot. | watched the
Sailor Moon cartoon. For my friends during the mmnschool, | have associated with
female friends always as | felt that male friendsevnot suitable for me but it's okay
to talk to them” (Moo aged 20)

In some cases, the parents are divorced and theembas no time of
bringing up her children. Thus, the bringing-upertdlls in other old-aged women.

“My parents are divorced. My mom moved to work iangkok and had a
new marriage. Thus, | have stayed with my granduia.grandma is nice and has
never scolded me. | was a well-mannered childhat time, | have not yet recognized
myself. But, when | saw someone making up or dngsker hair, | didn’t know why |
paid attention to it and wanted to do it. | wentsthool and played with girls like
jumping over the rubber band chain, playing jadass. | played like girls. | did not
play with other boys because they played so hauntl. IBused to be a football player.
One time, | played as the goalie. A player kickedhie goal, but | could not keep it; so
the ball crashed my belly. | thought why | was hiiké this. So, after that, | have
played with girls. | don't like to be forced to doything. At school, | met some bigger
male friends who forced me to do homework for th&khen still young, | didn’t
admire to stay with male friends until the teachl@amed me. | also stood in row with

girls, not boys” (Boy aged 21)
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From the childhood experience and behavior, it iwiaus that male
homosexuals have been brought up and have growwithpwomen; hence, they
absorb feminine behavior. In addition, these madendsexuals did not have the
masculine idol and reject the masculine persoealitThese may be the factors of
homosexuality. Playing on the childhood sometimas mdicate which personality
each boy will engage when he grows up. As the kéyrmants reported that male
homosexuals had both male and female friends, st of them preferred associating
with or playing with female friends rather than mahes since | felt that the activities
done by most boys need strength or violence. Mafedsexuals, thus, prefer playing
the paper model, jumping over the rubber band c¢lsale and purchase of stuff with
girls. Male homosexuals do not prefer any actigitiequiring so much strength and

outdoor activities such as scout camping, boxiagots or football.

4.2.2 Sexual development, consciousness and sexual intercourse of
male homosexuals

Male homosexuals would feel that they want to beselto other men
when they are on childhood or are studying at thmary school from playing with
friends. Several male homosexuals feel impresseéld glose friends in class. They
would more apparently recognize that they admieesdime-gender persons when they
are adolescents or have the poppy love. At théairstage, the male homosexuals
have self-observation and are aware that they areokexual, but they may be
doubtful or unsure; so they seek for more infororatabout homosexuality from
various sources such as internet, television, magazine, media or experience
sharing between friends or senior male homosexoaéhable to explain about their
homosexuality. Some male homosexuals may try t@ lmomen to conceal their
homosexual emotion, but after association with waontleey would be aware that the
association with these women is not their desirené& male homosexuals may
simultaneously associate with men and women bdifodeng that the association with
men makes them happier. Someone may be called leyhomosexual friends to visit
male homosexual sites or sources to understancéeept their homosexuality. Male
homosexuals would accept and spend their life de hm@mosexuals when they have

sexual experience with other male homosexuals.

Some key informants were aware of their homosetyuatnen studying at
the primary level, but, at that time, they have nnterstood homosexuality or felt
unsure of their feeling. Consequently, they souigihtmore information from the
internet, for any organizations working about hoexamlity so that they could be
involved the activities of those organizations. @efgetting self-concept, these key
informants have tried to associate with women aankelhthe sexual intercourse with
them before finding that such feeling is not retevi@ their desire. Thus, they turn to
associate with men and they find out later thay tle#t better. They found that they
were happier if having the homosexual intercourse.

“I have been aware of myself since | was studyinBathom 4-5. At that
time, | did not understand it and felt unsure. Bulben | became older and had more

knowledge because knowledge about homosexualitpoerd. | have sought for
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homosexuality from various sources, including inétrand associations. At first, |
surfed in the internet to get the list of relevanganizations. | studied those before
participating in their activities until | could colude my homosexual status. At the
first hand, | have not understood my feeling. édrito associate with girls, but after
making love with them, | learnt that it was not whavanted. Then, | have associated
with men and it was more relevant. At that timejals studying at M. 2. My lover was
a senior student. We have associated and talkethieg (Pom aged 22)

“On my childhood, | admired girls, but | have nevexd any girlfriend. |
secretly appreciated a girl when | was studyinBathom 4-5. | played with girls, in a
group of girls.

Some key informants had self-discovery that theg hamosexuality
when they moved to the age of adolescence, butdaed not to disclose themselves
to the society. These male homosexuals dare tdodeschemselves more as their
society has been boarder as a result of theiatgréducation providing to them more
opportunities to meet other homosexual friends.yTkieus, have sharing experience,
are taken to gay sites until they learn the gagsobaeiation more and dare to accept
their homosexuality and disclose it finally.

“While studying at the senior secondary level, tlegood feeling with
one of my male close friends. But, we did not hang sexual intercourse. | just loved
him and felt warm, and wanted to keep him with Méen | was aware of my

To meet with male homosexuals is a key reason allpvihe key
informants to open their homosexual status to stHaraddition, visiting homosexual
meeting places makes male homosexuals more ligalistlose their homosexuality.

“At the primary school, | was a boy. | thought,that time, that | was a
polite boy and disliked violence. | started beingaee that | didn’t want to be a boy
when | was at Pathom .... | became more sissy, watedake up and to wear the
lipstick because when | was young, | understootttiia must be the transgender only
as | just heard the word “Tud” but never heard algay. | just wanted to be a girl, but
didn’t appreciate men. At the secondary schoolahted to have a male lover. | have
believed firmly that | had to be the transvestiteew | grew up. But, in fact, | have not
yet understood the word “gay”. | have never soughtany information about male
homosexuals. I've not known it even studying at timéversity. | have been on my
way. But, sincerely, | don’t want to be the transggr. | knew about gay at age of ....
| knew a gay senior who admired me and took mentmnkthe gay association, gay
friends and gay meeting locations; so | had mometstanding about gays’ life. In
fact, | started admiring a boy when | was at thregusecondary level, but | dared not
tell him as this is abnormal.

Among 7 statkents, one isolated himself
while one was so much social. For the remainingyspone became sissy, who is my
friend while another 3 boys are gays including M& have associated with each
other. If you ask what relationship we had. At thate, we just hugged, kissed and
touched.

The media partially influences male homosexuals disclose their
homosexuality more explicitly.

“At M.1, | had a girlfriend. At M.2, my lover wagib a girl, but I felt that
boys were cute as well. It seems that | knew myseif still had self-deception that |
was not. | just thought that this man was cuteMA?, several men flirted with me and
| just talked with them. Nothing happened untiltta¢ senior secondary level, | had
more experience from observing other seniors artdhivay TV.

At the first stage, | haa# yet sought for any information; |
felt that | had sexual abnormality and | did noma@ girls. My parents knew about
my homosexuality when | was at M.... My mom searchrethe internet about Gay
King, Gay Queen, Passive Gay and Active Gay bedsking me which type | was. |
had the homosexual intercourse when | was at M. th.e&wiman | have contacted via
internet. | typed that | wanted to have a chatfmgnd; a senior added my mail. He
seemed to be a soldier. He came to see me suddnlg.my first man since | accept
myself. We have associated with each other for . nthigqKim aged 28)

The results of studying the sexual development alemhomosexuals
showed that several male homosexuals have beliatdhey had abnormal sexual
behavior. Most of them perceived their homosexyalihen studying at the primary
school (about 70%). Some male homosexuals weresanfdheir homosexuality when
studying at the secondary level (about 30%). Saticept of homosexuality is derived
from 3 main cases. The first case is the resuthoiving other male homosexuals and
being persuaded to visit specific places of malmdsexuals. The second case came
from knowing other male homosexuals and havingsBati homosexual intercourse.
The third case came from admiration from the homwakeman. At the first stage,

some male homosexuals had several objections fto hioenosexual feeling. For
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example, they tried to have girlfriends, but theywd associated with both men and
women and tried to have sexual intercourse with emmnetc. Moreover, some key
informants have tried to seek for the homosexualvoiks by participating in the

activities held by homosexual organizations suckhasRainbow Sky Association of
Thailand, or by searching for information in théemmet. The media also influences
male homosexuals to have more disclosure and esiprebecause they find out that

this homosexuality is a kind of sexual taste indbeiety.

4.2.3 Sexual value and relationship with loversfor male homosexuals

Male homosexuals name their group subject to thexual taste. In the
past, the persons whose characters are oppositeeto physical sex as well as
homosexual persons were called Tud and transgeod&r. There were no
classifications or any specific words. Later, tbeisty of male homosexuals has been
expanding; so more specific term occurs or the wtgdy”. Since each male
homosexual has the different sexual taste; gaysma@ly classified by different
sexual taste or sexual expression (Piyarat Marte2@)3). Terms for such
classification are not based on constant critetliy are up to satisfaction and
perception of individuals. These terms may be chdngy time. Male homosexuals
are of the opinion that the difference between lovenan and man and love of man
and woman is at the physical body only. Most matenbsexuals viewed that
homosexual relationship could occur and be madédyelascause the homosexual
relationship does not harm the culture as the devalationship between man and
woman. If two men feel satisfied with each othdeiatheir first meeting, they could
have the sexual intercourse. It is believed that hmeve high sex desire, which results
to the easy sexual intercourse. Most male homosexieanot have the long-lasting
relationship or they change several lovers if #veusl taste is not relevant or that male
homosexual does not feel satisfied with his low@w homosexual lovers have the
long-lasting relationship because they have beasedriends for long.

An expression of physical characters cannot inditaé sexual behavior
of male homosexuals. Some key informants have mat@ppearances like girl, that
is, they are polite, sissy, make up and wear tigsand end their speaking with “kha”.

But, they explain these sexual behaviors that #reymale.
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“I'm gay rather than transvestite. | have a goddtrenship with my lover.
| feel that I am constant with love like a couplensan and woman. Someone may
view that the gays’ love is impossible. But, in mynd, love of male homosexuals is
the same to love of heterosexual. | take the mamcuble and my lover takes the
feminine role. | want to live with this lover aslg as possible” (Nam aged 23)

“I'm a gay, active, never passive because | dontvk how to be passive.
At first, | took a passive role, but didn'’t like it's not what | wanted; so | asked to be
active. | told my lover that | would not be passaral he permitted me because he was
both. Thus, | have taken the active role alwaysh@dgh I look sissy, | do not like to
be passive. Settling a family is not sure in the lifa. | plan to stay with my mother.
If I want to have a child, | will ask a child andrg up him/her” (Boy aged 21)

Some key informants have external appearancegédikeral men, but their
dressing is quite refined and clean. They pay atterio clothing, but the manners do
not look like girlish. These male homosexuals deditheir sexual value as follows:

“I'm gay, not transvestite. I'm male homosexualaoman who admires
other men. | do not define myself. Now, | have \welonvho wants me to define myself.
| do not take an active role, so I'm his wife. Hikes the active role; so he becomes
the husband. If you define yourself as both or ipasand active, it comes from the
influence of your lover. | have had a good reladlmp with my lover. We have
associated with each other for 5 years and | weilain our relationship as long as
possible. No one will care for us if we do not cmewith each other” (Mum aged 27)

“'m the woman because | have gentleness. | comdake with
understanding. We will care for each other like naaial woman. The definition of
male homosexual is the gallantry if compared weheayal people in the society. But
male homosexual is not like men and women; pregnaiit certainly occur without
the birth control. But, for male homosexuals, if d@not use the condom, we may be
infected to HIV or other complications. If feel thaen just enjoy the sex; most meet,
admire and have sexual intercourse and they defiartthe end of game. Most male
homosexuals do not have only lover. | used to ke thiis, but | feel that | have some
difference. During the association, | take the fane role because | admire the warm

person, who pleases me, is romantic, can be bietidfiand lover” (Tum aged 27)
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“I'm gay, both depending on the type of my loverlaran be passive or
active. I, now, have my family. Our associationtdafor 7 years and will continue.
This lover is my school senior. We started our eission when | was at M.5 and he
was at M.6. We started our talks when | was at Nb4t, we had the first sexual
intercourse when | was at M.6. Now, my lover statygy house” (Pong aged 27)

“I'm both because ones who approach me want tacheeaand they want
me to be active as well. But, | think that I'm aman. Many men used to stay with me
and each has different manners. | agree to havevisle)a man and agree others until |
could not stand on to be passive because one ddvweys is passive and | felt happier
to be passive, thus | become active. Sometimegaicemen are so cute and
impressive, but they are active; | agree to beipas3herefore, | am both, either
active or passive. If | have the lover, | want sone to help earn for living and
support with each other” (Rat aged 27).

“'m a gay and both or | may be active or passiyeta the lover |
associated with at that time. What type of sex ha@es. The general people may view
that gays have the sexual intercourse easily.altfact because most men have high
sexual desire. It's double for man and man. In talli men could meet with each
other easily and have sex without fear of any dawmddke women, except some
communicable diseases. | want to associate witltorayand stay together like a
family between man and man, not man and woman’gged 20)

Some key informants have external girlish appeaabat they explain
about their sex taste that they admire ones whateral appearance is similar to
them. The sex roles may be different. Some keyimémts may take either masculine
or feminine role depending on the desire of tharel.

“I'm homosexual or a man who admires men. Previgusltook the
passive role as the wife because my manner mape@o masculine. But, when |
grew up and knew some information from the intethat the sex roles may be active
or passive; so | can take both. | can be activehasdthe wife who takes the passive
role; thus, | take both. I like men at the same @gslightly older. If | am the student,
he must be the student as well. Now, | start waykire must have the work as well. |
admire one who can take care of himself, earnivamgd and take care of the family. |

don’t want to talk about money that can break aut lationship. My lover’s life
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should be similar to mine. His looking should be same to me. | don't like the
masculine-act men, but girlish men. | admire on® wdkes care of himself, open to
the society, may walk and swing the ass or haveéeviace. | like gays” (Pui aged 27)

However, the sex roles can be changed and notrstard. For example,
Faeng (supposed name) identified his sex role aftperiencing different sex roles.
For the first time when he perceived that he’s heexoal, he thought that he was the
transvestite. Later, Faeng changed his feelinghesi@dex role was changed to be Gay
Queen. But, when he had more understanding aboub$exuality, Faeng gives up
defining his sex role.

“Now, | have not defined anything. Previously, lotight that 1 was
transvestite. But, at present, whichever the tehnprinciples they are, | will no
longer define myself. | feel that | am a combinataf gay and hermaphrodite like the
overlap of two cycles and | stay at the middle. Whevas studying at the secondary
school, | thought that | would dress up like a @irlthe university. But, when | saw
some seniors entering into the university and ttegame gays, | felt doubtful. When |
was the first-year university student, | wore tleenéle student uniform. However,
once | attended a camp, | learnt that it was urssng to dress up femininely; | could
have happiness in my physical body like this. leh&mappiness in this kind of life.
Later, | call myself as girlish gay or Gay Queemday, | do not define myself
because | have no lover now. | just gave up owatieiship. To settle a family, | want
anyone to stay with me and love me, and | love asmwell. We should understand
with each other and share problems together, nosdaual relationship only or to
return the gratefulness or monies” (Faeng aged 22)

The results of examining sex roles and sexual ioglship of male
homosexuals showed that the personalities expreagdaly male homosexuals cannot
indicate the sex roles of male homosexuals. Thersles of male homosexuals may
be changing up to the demand of each lover. Matedsexuals do not adhere to any
specific role. Most male homosexuals perceive tihay admire men and accept their
sex roles after passing several types of sexuatioakhip, either active or passive, for
a period. Most male homosexuals confessed that &hneyboth, that is, each male
homosexual may take the active or passive roleestihp the sex favor of his lover.

Few male homosexuals may adhere to only one sexea@. Gay King which means a
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male homosexual who takes an active role duringsiseual intercourse, or Gay
Queen which means a male homosexual who takes sivpale during sexual
intercourse. Although the relationship of each nmtadenosexual and his lover seems
not long-lasting, they actually want to tie a lamdationship with someone. But, this
relationship must be the homosexual type, not bséxual one. Most male
homosexuals want to have their own family and tainethe relationship with their
lover as long as possible. They want someone wiefog understand them and share

trouble together.

4.2.4 Lifeand social behaving of male homosexuals

What important in living in a society is an acceyg from others there.
Male homosexuals want acceptance from people instlogety as well. Thus, they
have tried to conceal their homosexuality becatsg tre afraid that disclosure of
homosexuality will make them be rejected by theietgc To conceal homosexuality,
key informants of this research must confront uaimental pressure and life trouble
because they must persist their own feeling.

“Before telling my homosexuality to my friends,dlf embarrassed. While
| was studying the nurse assistant, | have condaale homosexuality for 3 months.
My friends have never known it as | normally asatel with other male friends.
However, | felt embarrassed and it was not me.ulccoot do anything fully. | could
not work fully. It is not actually me. During my jagentice, | have concealed this for
7-8 days. | could not work or speak fully. While namg, it's a Christian hospital; so |
could not show off so much. I'm embarrassed bechuseeived a warning previously
that | would not make up and whiten my face or kegpmouth red. I'm embarrassed
as it is not me. | behaved normally. Outside, | welthes like common men.
Sometimes, others cannot recognize that I'm a Bagryone understands that I'm a
man” (Nam aged 23)

“In the past, | dared not disclose my homosexualust | dared not to
spend my life as | want. | dared not to go anywherdh gays. | dared not for
everything. | care of the society. But, today, redd&o disclose it. | dare to walk
charmingly. | dare to live with my lover. | darehold hands with him, but previously

not. Now, | dare to express under limitations ataiele in the society” (Mum aged 27)
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“During the welcome of first-year university studenthere was a senior
who is the long-hair transgender dressing up biedlytiSomeone asked me whether |
agreed to be the lover of this senior. | said ndevhdoubted that why he could not
recognize me, why asked me to be the lover of lfeattansgender. On another day,
someone instructed any students who were gaysttopgé did not get up. | was lazy
to get up. | wanted to sit silently. Some friendeded at me in doubtful eyes why |
did not get up. | did not want to get up and feltbarrassed. It seems that | deceived
my friends and myself. But, nothing should happ&tthat time, | thought that |
would be bullied; so | did not want to get up; athise | would be maltreated or had
to dance or something like that. | dislike real naexd women. | deeply feel opposite
to them. It seems that men take advantage of teawsgy, look down on us. These are
reasons why I'm fully gay. On my childhood, I'm hild of school director, but | have
been mocked as well” (Pui aged 25)

Moreover, some key informants confronted harshctigie from family
members. When they stay at home, they become etiressl dare not to display their
feeling. Outside, they permit their feeling and d@abr until they have dual
personalities.

“I spoke one time when | was young if | could staythe family if | had
the transsexual operation. My mom said no and rdgrosister said that our blood
relationship would stop. | felt that they had harojection. But, | didn’t think of
transsexual operation. | want to be beautiful, ibatbetter to be like this. | prefer
being a gay when studying at the senior secondamsi.|But, | dared to do so much,
dared not to speak or associate with anyone” (§ed 25)

“I have had many changed. | have been aware ofamolkexuality since |
was young, but | didn’t know what it was. | didkitow it was wrong. My feeling has
been hidden and fixed me at all time. What | percas that | am not a girl or boy.
May grandma, dad and aunt always reminded me that & boy. How much did you
want to be the transgender? If so, they would foneeto have boxing. | fear why they
treated me like this. It always pressed me. | gooldge and still boy. When staying at
home, | talked to no one in the family. But, at@alh | expressed fully. | was stressed

at home, but I'm myself at school” (Faeng aged 22)
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“Before being gay, | was blocked for everything dnese | had to concern
about my mom first because other family membersemhsway. If | stayed with my
dad, | thought he felt embarrassed. Before oth@emwvkmy homosexuality, | felt
embarrassed because | could not tell it to anysnensore the mask. At my village, a
20-year man must ordain. But, if anyone knows that boy is a gay, the ordination
would not be permitted. For 17 years when | haviecagirlishly when | went to
school because it was so far from my house aboWwni5No one knew about this”
(Boy aged 22)

Some key informants confronted the working discniation due to their
homosexuality.

“l thought to turn back to be a man because, aésigning from the old
job, I wore feminine clothes to apply for jobs, bwvas seen as a transgender; so the
companies did not hire me. Thus, | cut my hair shéhen | got a job and wore a
shirt and necktie, | could not accept it. | woutat do that” (Non aged 25)

“Most discrimination deals with working. | met mylteagues who are
also male homosexuals. My supervisor is homoseasialell. My direct experience is
that he objected to our group. When he selectadlacated anything, he would keep
us last like he wanted to set women or men firet. good-looking workers with fair
work performance, they would be selected first. Egample, if we walked in the
opposition direction to anyone, | knew suddenlyt the is a gay, but | felt nothing.
But, when he looked at me, it seems | made himyardg watched me with the tail of
his eyes. | understand about this. It took severas” (Boat aged 25)

According to discrimination and objection from theciety due to various
reasons, key informants must take a focus on tbi@lszation for its acceptance.

“General people who look at us may be divided iBtgroups. Group 1
thinks that we are monsters. Group 2 thinks thatweetheir friends. Group 3 thinks
that it's okay. It's not a problem if not approaudi | think that | have a defect that |
cannot have a grandchild for my parents. Thusyehesually tried to approach others.
If they do not admire me, | will use other methodsill not interfere with so much or
not ask so many questions. For funny men, | witl@anfortably. | will act to make
them recognize that | look like them. My mother&atives are against me. They

asked me if | was Tud. | did not close myself, bpteferred not to answer. | avoided
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it by running away or not answering. But, the fatheelatives did not ask so much.
They just felt that | was different from other ril@s. My parents instruct me about
socialization to wipe out this inferior” (Tum ag28)

According to the results of studying life and sézation, male
homosexuals whose external appearance looks m@asowbuld not confront many
problems in the life and socialization. Meanwhitleale homosexuals whose external
appearance looks feminine would confront more tl®gince they face mental stress,
either rejection or discrimination of other peopleinsult or disgust. Therefore, male
homosexuals dare not to express their feeling. Tingyo hide their feeling and
homosexuality. They try not to express the girlisanners and try to act properly to
locations or situations. The male homosexuals, §ame, must show masculine
personalities as much as possible when they cootaet people or do not stay in their
own group. They must act relevantly to time andcg@lanot to make others feel

disgusted. But, in their group, they show out fab/they feel.

4.2.5 Problems and hindrance of living for male homosexuals

The problem and hindrance of living for male homasds, as usually
discussed in the group of male homosexuals, isthiegt are disgusted by surrounding
people due to no understanding; so those peopleota@tcept male homosexuals or
have bias to homosexuality. Most problems fall ialethomosexuals whose external
appearance looks girlish while male homosexualssehexternal appearance looks
masculine do not have such living problem.

Refusal from family members and relatives is a dibstacle among male
homosexuals. Some key informants have great mst&ss due to terrible experience
resulted by insults. They have tolerated for yéafere being free from this obstacle.

“Brave to accept or disclose myself or tell my heexuality to my
beloved persons or the family is the most terriiledrance because | think that the
family problem is the key hindrance. The family Iplem | have experienced is the
condition | have. How do | carry on so that | swiyh it? Everyone, finally, can live
with me. Previously, it is unacceptable in my fambut it's acceptable now. It seems
that everyone has to stay with, perceive and utatatsit. At first, my mom felt

frightened. But, now, she let myself on and und@erds because | can be self-made.
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My being does not affect the family, but it affettsthe society because my family
wants to talk openly that | am married and havddobin. That's what the family
expects” (Mum aged 27)

It is disclosure of my. | want to tell everythinblow, | do not tell
everyone. | want to tell that although I'm a gawah fly high. As my relatives have
talked and picked a quarrel with me, it is abouteptance. The relatives’ refusal
stresses me. My family does not speak or scoldbuienot accept it. The family tries
to make understanding and make up mind. When | tgmpmy study, my
homosexuality is more accepted. But, my personatitty be blamed sometimes. At
first, my dad requested me to give it up. On theti@y, my mom kept silent. If any
gay news in any TV program was reported, my momlavoall me to watch it. | did
not tell them that I'm a gay, not man. | just tokeem that | admire men. | have spent
more than 10 years before being accepted by thayfakow, my work goes well; so
they accept my homosexuality” (Pui aged 27)

“l cannot instruct me younger brothers or sistérssed to feel jealous of
my older brother since he was intelligent, did ik alcohol or smoke. Whatever he
talks, younger brothers and sisters will believaer.nMy younger brothers or sisters
have never called me as their older brother. Becafisny homosexuality? | felt so
embarrassed that | cried to my mom, and claimed Mdould not do anything” (Nack
aged 20)

Certain key informants focused on the viewpointubelationship with
their homosexual lover, which is the most importardblem and hindrance because
those key informants used to have experience anusproblems involving unhappy
love such as being deserted by the lover, slighb@ation due to frequent change of
lovers, etc. Several male homosexuals view tha¢ lsvthe most important issue.
When they are disappointed in love, their life isajly affected.

“It should be love because | was ignored by a loVvéelt | nearly died. |
could not work, eat or sleep. My mom has the haisack; but | was not serious about
her disease like this. No one in my family knowsuabthis. My parents have never
known that | am a male homosexual. My aunt knowsbitt he does not speak
anything as he understands me. One day, I'll teéth my family. But, | think it should

be the date my dad passes away. When the dad didlstell it to my mom because if
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| tell it to him, | am afraid that he cannot accipt think my mom can accept it more.
But, I'm not ready to tell them now” (Nam aged 23)

“Personally, | do not have any problem. Love of enabmosexuals is not
long-lasting. It is difficult to find out a sincemne. When being bored, we change the
lovers. It is hard to find out one who actually ésvme. I'd rather consider about this.
Personally, | do not have any problem, but | coaisfdr other male homosexuals, and
| think it is about the society. It views that weedhe odd people and communicate
diseases” (Base aged 28)

Disgust and discrimination from other people in soeiety are the most
important problems and hindrance in the life of enddomosexuals. Some key
informants had experience in being disgusted byosading people, be mocked and
be looked down on by way of manners and words. lusmally under the eyes of
surrounding people. | have been gossiped, discatathand maltreated by general
people such as not recruiting me for job, no receipeasonable privileges as a Thai
person or rejection to services of the governmeatos and private sector, etc.

“After resigning from the old job, | wore feminindothes to apply for
jobs, but | was seen as a transgender; so the coegpdid not hire me. Thus, | cut my
hair short. When | got a job and wore a shirt aecktie, | could not accept it. | would
not do that” (Non aged 25)

“No acceptance from general people is the probledirendrance. For me,
at that time, | was a newly graduate and appliedafb at a bank. | went with my
friend. The bank recruited my friend, but rejected. |1 asked the bank why it refused
me. The bank said that you are gay” (Boat aged 25)

“It should be about job because the workplaceristdb this group; it is
not acceptable. The occupations, rights such asrngurance, severe diseases do not
cover the group of male homosexuals. | felt thatnarrow and does not give chance
to the homosexuals. Also the law, if | have a gelaand report it to the policeman, he
is not interested in me because he thinks thatcdimmon for this group of people”
(Pong aged 24)

“Someone looks at me while I'm walking on the streBomeone is

conservative with old attitude that we have abndrsexual behavior. | want to tell
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them that | am a human. But, most issues are mmuse | got teased. Sometimes, |
thought that why they loudly scolded me? (Un ag@d 2

According to problems and hindrance in life of mhtamosexuals, most
problems came from no-understanding and non-aauepthy general people or bias
to homosexuality; so they are discriminated andtneaed. These problems usually
occur in male homosexuals who have girlish manre¥sause they are easily
observed, eyed, mocked or disgusted such as wadrimination, expression of
disgust by disgrace or mocking to make male homesexashamed, etc. In addition,
disclosure of their homosexuality is so difficudispecially disclosure of such to the
family; it needs much time and bravery. Some kdgrmants dare not to disclose
their homosexuality to the family as they are afraf subsequent outcome. Another
problem of male homosexuals is that most of themrmaibohave sexual relationship
with only one lover; hence, their love relationstgmot long-lasting. Due to different
problems, male homosexuals must try to show out tapabilities to convince their

family and society.

4.2.6 Expectations of male homosexualsto self, family and society

Either heterosexual or homosexual people have a@imieds; they want
the life success and acceptance from the familysmutety. Male homosexuals wish
that they had life success like other people, hamtigob and income, and had a good
living because life success would pave a way tossgbent acceptance from the
society. Moreover, male homosexuals need love amttrstanding from the family
like others. Only thing that male homosexuals neemte is an acceptance of the
family to their homosexuality. Thus, they have sgoeffort to create success to
convince other people by paying attention to stdiaving good jobs, and earning
good income to support the family, etc.

It may be said that an acceptance of the familythis utmost life
expectancy among male homosexuals. The in-depénvietvs offered the relevant
answers that 95% of male homosexuals needed théy/faoteptance most; it is the
prevailing expectancy.

“To have good work, finance and life, and | needenstanding and love

from the family. If the family accepts me for 100%at issue will not be considered
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anymore. That is, no family members feel happyeesly families in rural provinces
particularly in the southern part. It is a cultureerlapped on another culture. In the
past, it was unacceptable. Now, it has not beeapded yet, but the family must stay
with it, perceive and understand it. The acceptaneans the family must be happy.
In fact, the parents are unhappy. Everyone’s egpiect is that | have children as a
kind of reproduction. | have gradually talked witiem. | usually keep staying close to
them. It is up to an individual’'s methods. | stadm my mom. | don’t care of others’
talks. | must have something to make my mom prduth@. | must be a good and
grateful person so that my mom feels proud of nséegd of caring of others’ talks. If

| could not complete my study and behave impropenly parents will be sadder. This
case is the main point that the parents do notrgtated me; so | must behave properly
to prove myself. | am self-made. | let them sed th@uld complete my study based
on the criteria. Some persons my parents used fameéecould not complete the
studies, but | could. As a result, my parents vieat my homosexuality is a small
issue whereas it was the big point in the past.mbst important issue is to take care
of the parents, be grateful, behave properly, talke of myself and have no quarrels.
At present, my mom is happier and not serious bérst talks. She has talks to me.
Eventually, she is quite proud of what | am now"uil aged 27)

“I want to be happy as | am gay. | wish the fanabcepted me. | wish to
have a job and business. That's my happiness, demge or performance to make
my family members happy as | am their child andh®oso that they accept me. They
accept me now because | have gained many achieteimdife. | have been working
and doing activities. That is, | have been workagd gave some money to my
parents. The family feels okay. | have a housery®re feels happy. | have made all”
(Pui aged 27)

“It's about my dad. | want him to accept my homasaity. | do not hurt
anyone. I'm not the narcotic addict. | can be adgperson as | am homosexual. | have
tried to prove this for him. If | go back home,lWways help do the housework. | have
not been involved with alcohol or narcotics becaliseeed understanding and
confidence. | want them to trust me. | will not fmatheir reputation. | will not make
my family disappointed as | am like this. | wang tharents to live comfortably. They

need not to work because | can take care of theinl ajve them some money. |
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support the family expenses. | have been workirthadfer them some money. On the
last Father’'s Day, | bought a watch for my dad afekl so happy. I'm happier when
Dad accepts my homosexuality and calls me his dadg{iNon aged 25)

“On this status, | have created more personal vatustudying than
normal men and women. | will improve everythingavk. | compete with myself so
that 1 do not have any inferior. The parents hgwereciated in me because | know
how to wipe out this inferior such as good studyamgl being an activist. | made them
learn that | can stand by myself. | utilize my supein working. | am capable of
caring for family members. | told my father thaistis what | am. If he dies, | will take
care of my younger brothers and sisters and alstumsiness. | will continue staying
like this. | will be self-made and make everythingmy brothers and sisters and their
children” (Tum aged 26)

“I wish they understood me. As | told, they undanst me now. | want
them to know that although I’'m homosexual, the fgnasan rely on me. One more
point, | am a good and polite person. | have neotar problem or | do not make my
parents annoyed” (Base aged 28)

“I do not have any expectancy because | got alltwheanted as well as
their feeling of not hating. | have the problemhame. I'm not sure because, for 4
years, I've been studying at Bangkok and | wenkldamme once a year. | didn't go
back home when | wore the woman dresses becauiseeiiit back home at that time,
it is impossible for me to ordain. If | disclose mgmosexuality, | will not be able to
ordain for my mom. This is what | want to do for Imost and my grandma as well. |
ordained after completing my study. One more paomeone takes care of me. | give
to my younger brothers/sisters and mother some ynbget. | have the work now and
| can earn for living” (Boy aged 21)

“I have much expectancy in my life. | wish to rdcahy parents’
relationship, to complete the education as highassible, and to have a perfect life. |
need that so much. Now, I'm studying and | wishhtve many. | still ask some
monies from my parents. | am just a choice in thaedy. If | am perfect, it needs not
to care for anyone. But, it's so okay now. It iytwed my expectancy that | want my
mom to accept me. On my admission for a seat irutheersity, my mother wished

that |1 have studied at Chula, Thammasat, Kaset ahidibl. In fact, my academic
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results are okay, but I'm quite lazy. | told my mamat | wanted to study in Bangkok
because my mom was divorced from my dad beforargfap Bangkok. My mom

compelled me to have a seat at one of these urtigsrenly. | matched my academic
results with these four universities. | selecteel shorts science of Chula on the first
rank and | got it. My mom was happy that | couldtdat. At present, she’s okay with
me for everything. It's beyond my expectation besaldad takes care of me as if |
were his daughter. | got their acceptance andishaty happiness. If the parents did
not accept me at that time, my stress might hanéiraged up to now” (Kim aged 21)

Except needs of life success and acceptance ofyfameimbers, some key
informants expect that the society get boarder p@mt to accept self of
homosexuals. To get acceptance, equal right aedyiln many aspects and allocation
of public areas for services are what male homaasxxpect from the society.

“I need much more social acceptance and openinghirthird-gender
persons, including working, income or toilet. Ans®places, e.g. TG, it is difficult for
the toilet. If a male homosexual looks femininegréhis no problem to go to the
women’s toilet because no one can recognize yot.iByou are in a big size, other
women doubt that what you are doing here” (BoatZde

“I need much more acceptance and open to the ®adsg such as
recruitment. Some view that | am the transgenddrdbd not resemble a woman, the
employer will not recruit me; otherwise | must bethe masculine dresses” (Non aged
25)

“Human right should belong to the service usersu Yoovide the service
because he is your customer, not gay or transgemterright should be equal, either
gay or transgender” (Mum aged 27)

“Acceptance and understanding in a right pattemwanht other people to
understand that male homosexuals are convincingdbety that they are valuable
people. We want an extent of understanding. Whatlshbe done so that we stay
happily in the society? We can join it. That's fT'um aged 26)

“I wish the people in the society understood us #mel third-gender
persons more. You may not accept us, but do notesgpbad manners to us, e.g.

teasing or mocking. You need not to accept us,should not take advantage of us.
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Please do not give a rude speaking to us. If younataccept us, please stay away
from each other.” (Un aged 20)

“I wish the public accepted homosexuality. Pleasendt forbid it. Other
juniors are forbidden. | wish the public reducedmagtization, insult. Sometimes, the
society does not understand us. It should undetstanand the media should do as
well” (Pui aged 27)

“I wish the public understood male homosexuals nt@@ause it questions
why we are like this. We want to question back & are wrong to be in this condition.
Is it wrong to be born in this condition? We canimalicate if we are right or wrong to
be this. We want the public to understand and dcttexi there is a kind of these
people in the world” (Nack aged 20)

“There are plenty of gays because, in the job weer, the social security
is attached too. They could not get work becausestitiety has not yet opened them.
They are just infected patients, not AIDS patiemthy don't we give them the
chance? We have offered some work for prisonerssante products made by those
prisoners are recruited to work in many ministéisk you to compare between born
to kill and born to be gay. You give chance to pgeoj/hy don’t you give chance to
gays or transgender? Gays do not borrow anyorfe’siikill anyone” (Rat aged 24)

The results showed that male homosexuals’ expegtanself, family and
society was not different from general people. gre needs life success, abilities in
taking care of self and family members. Male homaoaés also need love,
understanding, trust and acceptance in their hoxuadiey from other family
members. Thus, male homosexuals must create cgnaminent points, i.e. good
academic results, secure working, income to suppertamily, or retaining the key
supporter of the family, etc. in order to wipe dbe inferior of homosexuality.
Another issue is the acceptance of the public,eeidquality as a social member,
public areas to provide specific services to tlumbsexual group, reduction of social
discrimination, stigmatization, or no acceptancethie existence of homosexuals
because either homosexuals or heterosexuals wéet &opart of the society and they

want the society to recognize their human valueels
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4.3 Family and social factorsinfluencing homosexuality

4.3.1 Family relationship of male homosexuals

Relationship between family members is a factoluericing the child
personalities. This is the same to male homosexédisough a male homosexual
grows up by love and warmth of the family or caketsa, the parents’ divorce or
separation from the parents, either by any reasnopurages that boy to love and
respect to his caretaker. That boy is also moldedhb characters of his caretaker.
Some key informants have been brought up by mathgrandma because the parents
were divorced. As they were detached from the fathéave few opportunities to live
with the father, the intimacy between father and isoso little. On the contrary, these
male homosexuals have been so close to the matlgrandma instead; hence, these
male homosexuals have love and attachment to thieemor grandma.

“My parents were divorced since | was young. | hdived with my
mother while my older sister has lived with thehtat My father has to work; so |
have stayed in a rural province with my grandmotfiéle grandma’s family is quite
warm, comprising my grandma, great grandma, andeurwe been so close the
great-grandma, but not so close to my father ande harely met him. The
grandmother is the key supporter of the family whhe great-grandma took care of
me and uncle; he is older than me less than 1&¥y@dum aged 27).

“My parents are divorced because my father setiiesnew family. My
parents did not have severe quarrels while theyewigmg together. When | was
young, | used to stay with my grandparents, batntt so long. Later, | moved to stay
with the parents and older brother. | have beenlege to my mom, attached her so
much because the father went to other provincesuénetly. | have stayed with my
mom more” (Faeng aged 22)

“When | was young, | have stayed with the grandpiateWhen the
grandpa died, I've stayed with the grandma. Themarworked in Bangkok. During
childhood, | was close to my father because heneasalkative and pleased me. My
parents had some brawls because my father had awmifew My mother hurt my
father’s body, but he did not fight back” (Non ad¥s)

“I have stayed with my mother when | was young liseamy father died

when | was at 9. | also have the grandparents| lamt most intimate to my mom.
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We had some quarrels in the family because my bldesther is the son in the
different father. Most brothers/sisters have notraeh social intercourse; we keep
isolated” (Karn aged 24)

“My parents were divorced when | was young. | hat@yed with my
grandma. My mother moved to work with my stepfataeBangkok. | have stayed
with my grandma until | was at M.3 when my grandpaagsed away; so | have stayed
alone. | stayed with my mother sometimes. In eaohtm | stayed with her 3-4 days.
| am most intimate to the grandma. | may have oigtvith my mom, but I'm not so
close to her because she did not bring me up. Tiseaegirl who seems to be my
relative. She stays near my house and we usuallgngwhere together” (Boy aged
21)

One factor important to the child personality depehent is the
relationship of family members. If a boy grows uplbve and warmth of parents as
well as a good idol from his father, this boy wilhve masculine personality. In
contrast, a boy not receiving love and warmth «f parents due to the family
separation or little time spending between fathet son, a good family relationship
will not occur; although he may receive love andmih from his caretaker. Lack of
good relationship with the father partially cauties boy not to memorize his father’s

personality as his own.

4.3.2 Family influence encour aging male homosexuality

Bringing up by love and warmth from family membessa dominant
factor allowing one to memorize and imitate per$itiea of persons he loves and
appreciates to be his own. Some male homosexuais gg@wn up in the family
comprising many women or have been brought up bmewand close to women.
Meanwhile, male homosexuals are usually detachenh fthe father; hence, male
homosexuals unconsciously absorbed women’s behevlme their own.

“When | was young, | have stayed with my grandmaeiht to everywhere
with her. Grandma is my idol. When staying with mgther, | wanted to be like her
because she is my idol. | have also been encompégsenany female friends. My
father is the police officer, but he did not haveamtime to take care of me. However,

the police officer's child must be strong and eeéiy But, | think it's not necessary.
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When | started going to school, | remembered a kergacher’'s characters to have a
play-role at home. My teacher is strict but ingght. Everything she has done looks
good. | wanted to be like her. | memorized her abtars. | was at Kindergarten 2 at
that time. | used her characters as my play-rghdayed with my male friends at home
as | acted as the teacher. While staying at mydynars house, | supposed the towel
as my long hair. My grandma saw this, but said ingthshe only admired me that |
had a good memory” (Faeng aged 22)

“My mother is the teacher. My father operates airi@ss of motorcycle
selling like a showroom. While being young, my nestliook me to stay with the
grandmother from Kindergarten 1 to 3 But, the moties visited me frequently. We
went to dine out as the family. When | was younfave stayed with my mother’'s
relatives rather than my father’s relatives. Thsatmy mother is the oldest daughter
and she has 5 sisters who were not married. Hehdargs the youngest child. At the
grandma’s house, | have the grandma, grandpa, andtancle. | was close to an aunt
who always played with me. The grandma was intinnage but she had another kind
of behavior. When | was at Pathom 1, | stayed withmother. She is the teacher and
has a teacher accommodation located in the boastihgol. My mother and father
lived separately because my father had to contsablisiness. He visited us from time
to time; so | was not close to my father. It se¢has his schedule was not relevant to
my time. | stayed with my mother until | felt thiés enough. Previously, | had anti-
feeling to my father. I'd rather care for this uesss and | look like his excess” (Mu
aged 20)

“From birth to Pathom 3, | have stayed with my nestiMy father is the
postman; so he must work in other province whilemgm worked by sewing clothes
at home like a family industry. On my childhoodyd’ been close to my mom and
other female workers. I've been close at an ext@stl have stayed with my mom
since | was young, she instructed me about thedvoark. | was closer to my mother
than my father. | have lived with many women. st with over 10 women. It seems
that | have memorized it. This may be a prominawetdr. | used to ask my mother.
She said that, in fact, she wanted to have thetdau@gnd she set her mind that she
wanted to have the daughter even she had the sestoldd Most relatives of my

mother are women. | had more female relatives thale ones.” (Tam aged 27)
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Some key informants have been brought up by woriibey were also
instructed to have polite personality, not to pthsilling activities. In addition, they
have profoundly seen feminine personalities withané model of masculine
personalities; hence, they learnt and absorbed wsmmEersonalities unconsciously.
These male homosexuals have always perceivedhéiatcaretakers confronted some
trouble due to no responsibilities of men; so theytested men while they loved and
sympathized with women until they are afraid of ihgvsexual intercourse with
women.

From observing myself, | think that the family is dmminant factor
because the family is our closest unit. It is a lkrsaciety molding us. It is not
necessary to have all women in the house. But, ruthéestrict frame, | felt that the
image of strong men disappeared. This situationgnadually absorbed in my mind
until 1 become gentle. Because | stayed close tograpdma, | started sympathizing
old people and women. | have always learnt thagnaypdparents were divorced. My
great-grandma lived alone since my great-grandpd do long. My grandma is the
single mom like my mother. | felt hurt that why meeated women like this. For
women, | want to cherish them. | don’'t want to medt them. | give them the
cherished love and dare not to have the sexuakcoiese with women. To have sex
with women looks like an insulting act. | think th@omen are pity. | have the uncle,
but he is not the idea or emotional leader or @aiveaan. He is a silent one. He is not
gay, but, deeply, I'm not sure” (Mum aged 27)

“May | summarize that 20% is caused by family beseagome families
dream to have polite and perfect children. Ano#® is caused by bringing-up, that
is, the caretakers prevent us from difficultiesbtock us to have thrilling activities. |
had to play with my younger sister. My oldest bestis older than me for 5 years. |
have rarely gone out with him. | am 24 and my sist@3. We always stay together. If
you ask if I blame my family, | said no. | feel thecame from myself” (Rat aged 24)

Some key informants have been brought up by gemtte kind women.
The women instructed them to do the housework. Witith love and attachment to
women, the male homosexuals can remember womenmsormdities and absorb

women'’s behavior as their own.
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“I don’t know how others are brought up? | haverbeeought up by the
grandma only. She has never hit me. She talkedetsafily. Thus, | am not like other
boys. | wash plates, cook, sweep the house floombsthe house floor, and
everything. She instructed me all. It seems thatve brought up by women. | imitate

girl and we held hands. But, | could not kiss Hers contrast to my self-being. We
can be friends, but cannot be against my self-beinthink it comes from my
subconsciousness” (Boy aged 21)

Some key informants indicated that although thay inimacy with their
fathers who were kind, pleasing, gave them morediven and did not punish though
they committed any faults, these key informantstfet they lacked something. They
lacked a good model of masculine personalities fthewr father because the father
did not take care of them as the mother. Moreabey have been most brought up by
women.

“At my family, | have been so pleased and given tiiglt of decision-
making. My parents have never compelled me becawskther wants to have a son,
but he has never taught me about masculine persesar reminded me” (Nam aged
23)

“During my childhood, | have stayed with my parenthio had the
restaurant business. | was more closeness withatierf because he pleased me. |
have stayed with my parents and aunts. | stayetd miany women because my
grandparents have only one son or my father and oltieer children are daughters.
Hence, | have been brought up by women since | yoasg. | am not close to my
older brother because we have the different fattherwe can have talks. The father
died when | was at M.2; so | have stayed with mythepand so close to her” (Un
aged 21)

In conclusion, male homosexuals were born and grgw in the
environment comprising of many women. They havend@eught up by women, e.g.
mother or grandmother. Thus, they have intimacywbomen close to and bringing
up them. Male homosexuals did not have the maseylarsonality model because
they were detached from the father or the fathemdit take a role of bring-up or act

as a good idol. Some male homosexuals have grovum ting environment where men
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maltreated women who took care of these male hoxoede As a result, the male

homosexuals did not want to imitate terrible bebawer personalities of those men.

433 Socia and environmental context encouraging male
homosexuality

Growing up in the environment full of women makhke tnasculine daily
activities fade out as the male homosexuals hawn l#ccustomed to women’s
activities. Due to detachment from masculine peaBbes while familiarity with
feminine one, the male homosexuals have alwaysepedt and absorbed women’s
behavior until their subconsciousness has been gaign Moreover, the wide
information world allows the homosexuals to know damunderstand their
homosexuality more via social association. Homoaktyu exists in the society
encourages them to have self-acceptance and brivdigclose their homosexuality.

Some key informants have been involved in the gmiuwomen; so they
have closeness and intimacy with women. They pegdeivomen’s issues from talks
in the group or they did activities as the wometh loiecause male homosexuals want
to be involved in the women’s group. Finally, m&lemosexuals feel pleased and
satisfied with doing activities with women until eih masculine personalities
disappear, which are replaced by feminine oneso,Almale homosexuals have
closeness to other homosexuals; so homosexual ibesimitated.

“One cause of my homosexuality is my associatiaih Wiends. | feel that
| can get along with girls rather than boys. | feappy to stay with these female
friends. We can have talks comprehensively. Inisnaitative behavior; if my friends
dress up beautifully, | must be beautiful like théfhey wear lipstick; so | must do as
well. They make up and | must do, too. My frientlsaagree with me. If you ask me
if 1 like it, | liked it at that time. | was at thginior secondary school level. | was so
girlish when | was studying at M 2-3 for 12-14 y&'gBase age 28)

“I have so many female friends. | go to everywhevgh women.
Sometimes, my group teases men; so | have such dsbvell. My friends make up
and wear lipstick; so | do like them. Then, someeam that | am better-looking, |

like making-up more” (Nam age 23)
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“The reason may be my association, in a great gxteth women. | dance
and display in the group comprising 99% of womed bam 1% of men. | perceived
the women’s matters as they talked. This seembdage my subconsciousness. | feel
that | am a woman. Near my house, there are pleintsansvestites. We are familiar
with each other. They are transgender, show girts leave breast. They stayed with
them. On the daytime, | am available; so | playexdall with them. They scream and
| do as well. When everything is included; 2 petceh percent, etc. become 20
percent. But, another 80 percent should be mybsaifg causing my homosexuality”
(Rat aged 24)

“At first, | had a girlfriend when | was at M.2. Ahe senior secondary
level, | have done many activities including thaeme by women and gays. | knew a
junior who is gay. Due to the women and gay ad#isit have done such as cheer
leader, dancer, etc., | have mixed with them imemgextent. This also encourages my
gay status” (Im aged 24)

Some key informants have the feminine looking;reytare taken care of
and protected by male friends always. Thus, thiygted in mind that they are given
good care and wanted to retain such good feeling.

“As | was studying, my friend greatly protected rivey friend admired me
since | was young. He said | had a beautiful f&meme male friends also admired me.
| did not want to be mocked. | did not want to grasthat | was weak and should be
protected. But, in fact, | liked that. Howeverhlosved out that they should not involve
me. My friends have always protected me and | didassociate with the delinquent
friends. | stayed with academic-oriented frienddoih’t know if my friends are gay. |
select friends to be associated with. The sociedylive could indicate what we are.
This is the same to the society we live” (Mum age&j

Besides, although some key informants perceived wamtkerstood their
homosexuality, they were still unsure until theytrmather homosexual people in the
society, and understood their homosexuality morsally, they did not feel that their
homosexuality looked different or abnormal becatiseas the same to others. As a
result, male homosexuals dared to accept and diesc¢leir homosexuality. If there is

no disclosure of homosexuality in the society, enpl of homosexuals must conceal
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their sexual behavior because they did not alloleiopeople to be aware of their
different sexual behavior.

“The environment is a partial cause. If | did naw/a this kind of friends, |
would not know which type | was. Or, if there aesvfhomosexuals, | will become an
eccentric man. Are we abnormal? But, when | seeséimee kind of persons like me, |
dare to be” (Su aged 22)

“Friends partially encourage me to disclose mys€élhly me and no
homosexual friends, | dare not to disclose my haxoality” (Pie aged 19)

From the environment from childhood to adolescemdgch comprises of
many women including neighbors, school friends, aaine-age relative, male
homosexuals have more chance to be close to womlaying, close talks and
involvement as the women’s group make male homadsxinave a good feeling,
friendship and warmth. Therefore, these male homads remember women’s
personalities and unconsciously imitate femininkawéor, including plays, talks and
daily life. Key informants, in addition, lack goadlationship with male friends, have
few same-age male friends, and are bullied by rfradads; all these block the key
informants to stay close to male friends and do waint to have masculine
personalities. Moreover, as key informants perceiliat there are more male
homosexuals in the society and this group hasaotens; these are important factors
encouraging their self-acceptance, understandingesf homosexuality, and bravery

to disclose such homosexuality to the public.

4.4 Roles of male homosexualsto family functioning

The result of this research showed that each maiteokexual had the
family functioning by not making the family in trble, paying attention to studies,
having a job, earning income, giving financial sogipto the family, helping the
family affairs, taking care of family members’ Ing. Male homosexuals view that
homosexuality gives good effect to the family bessauhey could perform more
family functioning than general male heterosexuals.

Some key informants have tried to create self-esteg paying attention

to studies, paying attention to working, earningomme to support the family in order
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to trust the family that he was able to performirtHenctioning as other male
heterosexuals. This is another guideline used medcey informants to convince their
family until it accepts and praises them finally.

“I am the oldest brother and must take care of geurrothers/sisters so
that my parents are not in trouble. | could takee aaf my brothers/sisters in many
matters such as having the lover, associating fnghds, and others. | may not be in
their society because my younger brother is themaa. But, the father trusts me for
instructing my brothers/sisters. | am in this ssatbut | can create my self-esteem
higher than general men and women in term of stugdyli will improve everything |
have. | compete with myself so that | will not b#errior. | still have masculine
personalities. | can load stuff, hammer, etc. Indd admire women only. My parents
appreciate in me. | know what | am. If | deletesthiferior by having good academic
results or being an activist, the parents will tetirat | can stand by myself. | utilize
this superior in my working while | can take cafdamily members” (Tum aged 26)

Some key informants have faced the pressure frenpdinents by resisting
their homosexuality. The parents tried in many waystop such homosexuality such
as not giving financial supports, cutting relatioips etc. However, the key informants
tried to be good children. They did not involve ange, help do the housework and
earn some income for the family. Some key informmdnatve taken a long time to make
the family recognize their value and to accept thiely.

“I disclose my homosexuality when | was at M.5tteaded the dancing
contest and wore the dancing dress back home. Mgrfastared at me. | still had a
short hair at that time. When | was the fourth-ysadent, | had quarrels with my
father until he announced to cut our blood relatiop. He asked why | was like this. |
told him that it naturally occurred. He compelle@ o give up. If not, | should not
call him “Dad”. My father did not give me some mgnanymore. | secretly asked
some money from my mother. She secretly transfesmde to me. It took 1 year
before he accepted my homosexuality. After my gadelul dressed up to make my
father be aware of my homosexuality. He stared at and | felt fearful. My
homosexuality does not hurt anyone. | have not besolved with alcohol or
narcotics. | can be a good person. If going baagkdéyd would help the housework. |

support the family expenses. | have been workirtyadfer them some money. On the
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last Father’'s Day, | bought a watch for my dad afekl so happy. I'm happier when
Dad accepts my homosexuality and calls me his datgfiNon aged 25)

Some key informants viewed that male homosexualfddmave more life
success than male heterosexuals, especially econssuie. Male heterosexuals must
be married to settle a family; so they are unableake care of their original family.
On the contrary, the male homosexuals could fundbetter because they do not have
their own family; as a result, they support the ifgnbetter than the male
heterosexuals.

“I think that it gives good effects because | hadlges. Why do | get more
salary than my older brother? Now, my older brothas his wife and children. My
father must bear his new family there and cannat tare of this family fully. I told
my mother that there was no problem because |agok of making-up for graduates,
hairdressing, dancing. | got much income, but is wpent out quickly. Finally, | had
few thousands in my pocket. | gave some money tarmogher. My older brother has
worked so hard and he got only baht 9,000 per mamthhe also has children. If | was
a real man, | would have children now because a® Qay, | have changed several
lovers. | continue taking care of my family. My degimains unchanged, but it took 1-
2months before accepting me. At the first timeattigipated in a beauty contest at
Surat. | also took the washing machine, motorcyrid refrigerator. Where would |
set these? When | went back home, my mother hadedisilently and my father
smoked. | thought in mind if | would be punishedd8enly, my father said that | was
beautiful, but not dressing like this everyday. Mty fear, | shouted at him that | did
not dress like this everyday. He blamed me whyoustd at him. He did not blame
me. On the following day, | rode my motorcycle frdrame. | got the reward. Dad
said that it's my matter” (Rat aged 24)

“I behaved properly and politely. | did not haveawic problem or make
my parents in trouble. | think that they could gitome. Personally, | have 2 brothers.
My twin brother is married and has children. | mtadte care of his family, but I'm
still single with no burden. | have a job and saldrcan support my family more”
(Base aged 28)

“I am the oldest child and earn some income forfémeily. | have several

achievements in my life. | have a job, earn somaeydor my parents, have a house
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and make everyone happy. | have created all. | grevand have a job. | told my
mother that if she had the daughter-in-law, she thaldse some money. But, if she
had the son-in-low, she got some money” (Pui aggd 2

Some key informants like Khun Nam (supposed naraig) that although
his family has not been aware of his homosexuaity he has not been ready to
disclose it to the family, he felt proud of his hasexuality because Nam viewed that
if he is the male heterosexual, he may not behawpeply like this. Homosexuality
encourages Nam to meet the life success and to thedinancial support to his
family.

“| feel good that | was born to be homosexual. Wdre a man, | might be
the narcotic addict. If | were a woman, | wouldthe prostitute. It's good to be like
this. I'm proud of it. | can also give some moneymy family. | work to earn some
money and give some to my mother. No one in my lfalhras been aware of this. My
parents have never known that | am a male homokéXyaunt knows it, but he does
not speak anything as he understands me. One’tliagll it to my family. But, | think
it should be the date my dad passes away. Whedaithelies, | will tell it to my mom
because if | tell it to him, | am afraid that hennat accept it. | think my mom can
accept it more. But, I'm not ready to tell them rigam aged 23)

The result of this research showed that homoseyuatiuld give more
positive effect to male homosexuals’ functioninghe family because they have tried
to create self-esteem by paying attention to shgdgind working, not involving in any
vice, giving the financial support to the familypcataking care of family members.
Male homosexuals viewed that they could perfornhbogle and female functioning
simultaneously. That is, they could help do thedeovork like women while do hard
work like men. Male homosexuals did not have tlo@n family; so they could take
care of other family members fully and better thgeneral sons and daughters.
Meanwhile, when the parents of male homosexualsepaxd that their son had the
deviated sexual behavior, they would resist itirst,fwould not accept and find out
many methods to change their son’s homosexualityeMthe parents learnt that their
son’s behavior could not be changed, they triechéiie understanding. Acceptance of
each person needs the different period of time. @beeptance of most parents

occurred when their homosexual sons met life sigcard create pride for the family.
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In conclusion, the life of male homosexuals stéirten the family and
childhood life. Although they were not aware ofith@omosexuality, they perceived
that they have intimacy and attachment to womemlmse they got love and warmth
from women rather than men. As their growth commresafwomen’s bringing-up and
care, but they did not have the masculine persgnatiodel because they were
detached from the father due to many reasons;es® thoys had no personality model
for imitation. Or, the father did not take a roleboing-up or act as a good idol. Some
male homosexuals have grown up in the environmémrevmen maltreated women
who took care of these male homosexuals. As atrébel male homosexuals did not
want to imitate terrible behavior or personalities those men. Sometimes, male
homosexuals experienced the family separation tivey did not live with the parents
or the parents had to work out until they did navdr enough time to bring up their
children. As a result, these children had to stdth wther relatives. When the real
parents did not take care of children closely, léwel of attachment between parents
and child was slight. Frequently, the children katkove and warmth from the parents
until they felt accustomed and did not need it aogenAs receiving love and warmth
from women rather than men, when these childrerewaéithe school age, they could
get along with female friends better than male on&kese children have
unconsciously absorbed women’s matters and behawidhad a good feeling to the
same gender. Although male homosexuals perceivadttiey were different from
other boys since they were young, they would berawiat they admired the same
gender when they had the first love or sexual degifthough recognizing that they
admired the same gender and doubting on the behawid feeling inside, male
homosexuals tried to seek for knowledge about hemeaity from various sources to
get the answers. After passing the learning procasd understanding their
homosexual behavior, male homosexuals would hageps@nce and adaptation to
male homosexuality. After that, they would have beexual intercourse. The sexual
intercourse of male homosexuals must be basedrousaelationship processes until
each finds out the sex role he wants. But, eacle lamosexual’'s sex role may be
changing at all time, depending on the desire sfitwer or time. At the first stage of
spending life as male homosexual, they have soouble resulted by acceptance of

the family and society. Most male homosexuals walidglose their homosexuality to
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the society first. When the society accepts thémseé male homosexuals will further
disclose their homosexuality to the family. Thectbsure methods are different in
each male homosexual. Several male homosexualsdmad living problems as their
external expression is like women. Thus, they triedbehave properly up to a
particular occasion and location. Male homosexuaéd to create self-esteem to
enhance the acceptance from the family and socidtiiough, at the first stage of
disclosure, male homosexuals confronted resistandanethods from the family used
to stop their homosexuality, these male homosexhalsght that their homosexuality
enabled them to bear more responsibilities in #meiliy than general men and women
because male homosexuals needed not to bear tivaeirfamily. Moreover, they
achieved some gifts from homosexuality, so theyidgive care to the family better.
Male homosexuals expected that, at one day, thédyfamd society would understand
and accept the existence of homosexual peopledditien, they wish that the society
recognized the equality of human value. That islenm@mosexuals should have the
same right and liberty as other people, and haves poblic areas to provide specific
services to the group of homosexuals.
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CHAPTER YV
CONCLUSION, DISCUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The research on “Family, Life and Roles of Male Hsexual” aimed to
examine the life of male homosexuals, which invdlv2 factors: family factor
influencing the prevalence of homosexuality, ande r@f male homosexuals
influencing the family functioning. The researchead in-depth interviews of 20 male
homosexuals. The data obtained was compared toofihdhe conclusion on issues
relating to the life of male homosexuals. The cosidn was presented in the
descriptive pattern.

Conclusion

This research was summarized below.

5.1 Life of male homosexuals, comprising:

5.1.1 Experience and behavior of male homosexuals during the
childhood

The result showed that almost half of male homosalksxbad the normal
birth record with low birth weight; so the physidabdy was small and had to be
nurtured in the radiant warmer. Other male homoalsxbad the Cesarean birth; the
mothers had the preterm labor and birth and thede homosexuals had weight birth
under the threshold weight. Additionally, over df led male homosexuals had some
family members and relatives who had homosexuadiither at the father side or
mother side. Almost one thirds of male homosexumlgated that they have taken the
birth control pills during the high school leveljtbthey finally stopped taking such
pills because their body could not stand on it, haddache or felt dizzy until they
could not pay attention to lessons in class. Mdsthem restarted taking the birth

control pills when starting working.
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During the childhood, most male homosexuals weltdepand shy. They
have grown up in warm family with few quarrels. Tiparents of some male
homosexuals were divorced. Most male homosexuate alese to the mothers who
were kind, pleasing and gentle. Some mothers ntglhitot-tempered, fuzzy and strict.
However, most male homosexuals were not intimatéhéir fathers because most
fathers were strict, hot-tempered, looked violensitent. Some fathers had to work in
other provinces, rarely stayed at home; so theyndidtake a role of bringing-up
children or were the idol to sons. Some male homess had to stay with the
grandparents at other provinces because their fsahexd to work out and were not
available to take care of children. As a resultlenmosexuals have been so close to
the grandparents instead. Few male homosexualsgnawa up in the families where
the parents and grandparents had so severe quidnaelsen attacked women. Most
male homosexuals have been brought up under intcgdgand freedom without
proper guideline or pattern because the familieatecato have boys. When these
male homosexuals were the first son or grandcliidy were pleased or indulged.
Some families might bring up children strictly ungeecise rules because they wanted
the children to have polite manners.

At the school age, most male homosexuals indiddi&idthey have always
studied at the co-education schools, not boy sehddle same-age friends were both
male and female, but most of them preferred assogiar playing with female
friends because they felt that the activities dbgemale friends needed strength or
violence. Most male homosexuals liked to play, vi@male friends, the paper model,
jumping over the rubber band chain, selling stifast of them disliked the activities
requiring much strength or outdoor activities sashscout camping, boxing, playing
robots. The only one sport that male homosexuaadt prefer was football. When
growing up, most male homosexuals dreamt to bedtwtor, teacher, movie star,
actor, singer, dancer, etc., but they disliked &the soldier, police officer. The
childhood experience may be a prominent factor eragpng the boys to be male

homosexuals.
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5.1.2 Sexual development, consciousness and sexual intercourse of
male homosexuals

Male homosexuals usually feel that they are potiesn and want to be the
opposite sex. They like or feel happy to do womexsvities although they are ware
that they are male. Male homosexuals feel that Weayt to approach other men when
they are studying at the primary school level bgyplg with friends. Several male
homosexuals feel impressed with close friends assclor school seniors who give
them close care. But, male homosexuals have notiygerstood their behavior or
feeling until they become adolescents or have itisé Ibve. At the initial stage, male
homosexuals have self-observation and are awatdhbg are homosexual, but they
may be doubtful or unsure; so they seek for angiveir feeling by using several
methods such as refusal of such feeling by assogiaith girls or acting in masculine
manners. In the mean time, they seek for more mmidion about homosexuality from
various sources such as internet, television, magazine, media or experience
sharing between friends or senior male homosexmalasiting certain homosexual
sites or sources to enable to explain about themdsexuality. Some male
homosexuals may try to love women to conceal themosexual emotion, but after
association with women, they would be aware thatasociation with these women is
not their desire. Some male homosexuals may simediasly associate with men and
women before finding that the association with nneskes them happier. Someone
may be called by male homosexual friends to visitenhomosexual sites or sources to
understand and accept their homosexuality. Male dsexuals would accept and
spend their life as male homosexuals when they Isaxeal experience with other
male homosexuals. Finally, male homosexuals wiltl fout which type of sex role
they need, which may be changed. However, suchgehennot to become the male

heterosexuals, but their homosexual relationshiyp. on

5.1.3 Sexual value and relationship with loversfor male homosexuals

In the past, the persons whose characters are ibgpposheir physical sex
as well as homosexual persons were called Tud embgender only. Later, the
society of male homosexuals has been expandingiase specific term occurs or the

word “gay”. Since each male homosexual has theemifft sexual taste; gays are
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mainly classified by different sexual taste or s@Exwexpression. Most male
homosexuals perceive that they admire men, andpotiteir sex role after passing
several types of sexual relationship, either actore passive roles. Most male
homosexuals indicated that they could have dualrsles, which were called ‘both’.
This means that male homosexuals could take githesive or active role subject to
each lover’'s desire. But, some male homosexualsadhgre to only one sex role or
Gay King; they take the active role in the sexu#icourse. Gay Queen means male
homosexuals with the passive role in the sexu@raourse. However, the external
expression of each male homosexual could not éntirdicate which sex role he has.
Male homosexuals viewed that the homosexual inteseois different

from heterosexual one. Most male homosexuals thaihgl love is enjoyable, occurs
easily, and sex affair could be done easily becawaseosexual relationship does not
give bad effect to the culture, which is differdram the heterosexual intercourse.
Nevertheless, the homosexual affair can easily teadommunicable diseases. If a
male homosexual feels satisfied with any man dherfirst meeting, they may have
sex together. In addition, male homosexuals hagh Bexual desire; hence, their
relationship occurs easily and they separate winay tfeel bored. Most male
homosexuals do not have the long-lasting relatipngim they change the lovers
frequently when the sex taste is not matched oatisied. Few homosexual lovers
could retain their love relation as they have b&ends so long. However, male
homosexuals viewed that homosexual love is simitarheterosexual love; the
difference is at the sex organ only.

Although the homosexual relationship may not beirlgs male homosexuals
deeply wish to sustain a long relationship with @m, and to have a family like
general men and women who can take care of, uaahersind share life.

5.1.4 Lifeand social behaving of male homosexuals

Social acceptance is desired by everyone as wethae homosexual
although it is difficult to get it and takes muame. Thus, several male homosexuals
have concealed their homosexuality as they arédafnat homosexuality makes their
living in trouble. This concealment results to nadnfpressure among male

homosexuals and more difficulties in socializates they block their self-concept.
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Nevertheless, most male homosexuals focus on thaligation; they try not to show
disgusting manners and act properly. Male homodsxwah masculine appearance
may not face much socialization problem; meanwliiiese with feminine appearance
may be closely watched when they are in publicaar€herefore, they try not to show
out girlish manners while behaving suitably to gatar places or situations. Male
homosexuals would not have homosexual acts whenatteein public areas or do not
stay in their group. Male homosexuals do not hasgusting behavior, but they have
full expression or act naturally when they areheit group because they perceive that
a number of general people have not yet acceptd lomosexuality. In addition,
they are discriminated by the society such as recemt, job promotion, etc.
Moreover, male homosexuals have been insulted sutadied by talks or manners.
However, some male homosexuals have never facedearlyle experience resulted

by their homosexuality.

5.1.5 Problems and hindrance of living for male homosexuals

The result showed that male homosexuals have exqued similar
problems and hindrance in life. They have 3 maiobj@ms: love between male
homosexuals because homosexual love is not lastirgecure. Male homosexuals
change many lovers because they could have sexigatourse easily once they feel
impressed with any man. That sexual intercours@ois based on love; so such
relationship could stop easily. But, male homoséxukeeply have expectancy and
desire to get honest love, to have someone gettiggther forever. The second
problem is the disclosure of homosexuality, bravteryaccept and disclose it to the
family and other beloved or close persons. Male d¢s®ruals believe that the family
or close persons may not be able to accept themobexual status. Male homosexuals
are afraid that once their homosexuality is revialiee existing good relationship will
disappear. They are also fearful and unsure ofegjEnt outcome. The third problem
is the social acceptance. Male homosexuals have beaally discriminated by
general people. Some of them have experience ingbdisgusted, watched and
mocked. In particular, male homosexuals in feminimanners confront more
problems and hindrance in life than those concgalmmosexuality or having

masculine appearance; for example, refusal of wgtkiess acceptance of work
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performance, insult and disdain by way of sighksand manners, etc. Nevertheless,
male homosexuals receiving acceptance from thelfaamd society usually have
problems resulted by their acts. The problems andrance in male homosexuals’
life, in contrast, stimulate and encourage thenfigbt against them by showing off

their competence to the family and society.

5.1.6 Expectations of male homosexualsto self, family and society

All humans have needs, either homosexual or heieuas. Everyone
wants to achieve life success and acceptance fierfamily and society. The result of
this research showed that male homosexuals’ topaapcy was to get acceptance
from the family. The most second expectancy is @avehlife success like general
people, to have good work, secure income, comflartiding, and self-care because
life achievements pave the way to get the acceptiiom the family and society.

Male homosexuals’ expectancy to the family is nidfiecent from other
general people, that is, they want love and undedshg from family members. In
addition, male homosexuals’ top expectancy from thmnily is to accept their
homosexuality. Male homosexuals expect that evargilj member accepts their
homosexuality so that they are actually happy indbeomosexual. Actual acceptance
prevents the family from various problems and umphagss. Moreover, male
homosexuals wish that the family lived together tmtably and happily.

For the expectancy to the society, male homosexmials that the public
opened and accepted their group existence. Thdytwisave more areas for the third-
gender persons such as job recruitment, publiettéok the third-gender persons. The
general people should view that the third-gendesqes are similar to other people;
they should obtain equal rights, not be stigmatehsulted. The public should focus

on competence of male homosexuals instead so Yieagane can live in the society

happily.
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5.2 Family and social factorsinfluencing homosexuality

5.2.1 Family relationship of male homosexuals

Although some male homosexuals have grown up by &nd warmth of
family or caretaker, their parents’ divorce sepadtahem from living with the parents.
As a result, some male homosexuals had to live thehmother. If the mother had to
work out, they might stay with other old relativégio may be the grandmother. For
some male homosexuals, their parents were notakdoibut the bringing-up role fell
in the mother because the father has hardly staybdme, have been working out or
worked in other provinces. As a result, the chitddhad little chance to approach the
father. Or, the fathers did not took a role of lmgaup, were not a good idol for
masculine personalities, etc. Some fathers of rhalmosexuals settled their new
families; so the relationship between father and s@s slight. Meanwhile, male
homosexuals were closer to the mother or grandmotBeod relationship with
women brining them up molded boys to have the dbtarsisimilar to their caretakers.
Also, some male homosexuals have grown up in tkege@ment that men maltreated
women who brought the male homosexuals up; thude mamosexuals denied
imitating those men'’s terrible behavior or persagaBad relationship with the father

partially caused the boys to deny remembering flaghers’ characters.

5.2.2 Family influence encour aging male homosexuality

Some male homosexuals have been brought up byegemdl kindhearted
women. They also had closeness to those womenraoaté homosexuals had much
love and attachment to them. The family influendso ancluded: family rooting
making the children have polite personality; prdiren children to be in trouble;
blocking children to play or do thrilling activigdike other boys. Meanwhile, as boys
have recognized feminine personalities, they ungonsly absorbed those feminine
characters.

Some male homosexuals perceived that their camstdlieed difficulties
resulted by no responsibilities of men; so male bsenuals had sympathy for women,
and they thought that having the sexual intercomife women was an insult.

Certain male homosexuals have been greatly detathed the fathers

who were not available to take care of children. Madel of masculine personality,
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dislike of father, no function of brining up chitr, no behaving as a good idol all
blocked male homosexuals to remember their fathpaitsonality or to imitate those

men’s bad behavior.

5.2.3 Social and environmental context encouraging male homosexuality

For the social condition and environment of malenbsexuals, some of
them had many female neighbors, school friends samde-age relatives. Playing or
talking closely with female friends make male homasls had better feeling,
friendship and warmth than associating with malenfits. Consequently, male
homosexuals memorized women’s characters and whawluding playing, talking
and dalily life, to be their personalities. Someearfaimosexuals wanted to be involved
in a group of girls. They have been close to wonmawe perceived women'’s matters
and have done women'’s activities because they wdatstay in the group of women.
When the time passed by, these men felt pleasedatigfied with the same-gender
men. Some male homosexuals have grown up in theoanvent comprising of many
women. As a result, masculine-oriented daily lifasweplaced after familiarity of
observing women’s activities. As male homosexuasgehdetached from masculine
personalities while they have been familiar with mem’s personalities, male
homosexuals have always perceived and absorbef@rthiaine characters. One day,
the male homosexuals’ subconsciousness is chasgede male homosexuals have
been cared and protected by male friends; so theydgood feeling and wanted to
retain such feeling. A part of male homosexualscategd that their homosexuality
was derived from the perception and feeling that/ttvere women or admired men
since they begun understanding. The family, so@ety environment were not causes
of their homosexuality. But, the society partiadljowed male homosexuals to have
self-acceptance and understanding their feelingem®eeing homosexuality of other
persons in the society helped male homosexualsrstate their own behavior, and
not feel eccentric. As a result, they became breveaccept and disclose their
homosexuality. If no homosexuality is disclosed the society, a lot of male
homosexuals must conceal such homosexual behaecaube they do not want

general people to be aware that they are diffdrent others in the society.
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5.2.4 Roles of male homosexual to family functioning

The result of this research showed that each n@iekexual took role in
the family functioning. They viewed that homosexyyagjave good effects to their
family because they could perform their functiomghe family between than the male
heterosexuals.

Homosexuality gives good effects to family functiop of male
homosexuals because homosexuality encouraged roalesexuals to create better
self-esteem than general men and women. Male homalse did not cause any
trouble to the family, pay attention to studies,rkvintensively, earn for income
enabling them not to request for some money froenfémily, not be involved with
any vice, give financial supports to the familyJdhdo the housework, and care for
family members’ living. Male homosexuals viewed ttithey were capable of
performing functions of men and women at the same,tthat is, they help do the
housework like women while they could perform therchwork like men such as
loading stuff or hammering. Some male homosexuasvad that homosexuality
caused them to achieve more success than maleo$etenls because male
homosexuals usually have gifts and could suppertdimily better since they did not
settle their own family and have other family burd@hus, they took care of the
family better than general sons or daughters.

At the first time when the family perceived that gon had the deviated
behavior, it tried to resist and stop such behavdut, male homosexuals tried to
convince the family that they could have life sigscéike other male heterosexuals.
The family begun to accept or understand homos#eyualreduce the resistance once
these male homosexuals have presented their oditsggcompetence and life success
and turned to support the family finally.

Male homosexuals felt proud of homosexuality beeahsy viewed that if
they were male heterosexuals, they may not behapgepy like this. Homosexuality
partially encouraged them to meet the life suceesk finally, they could support the

living of family members.
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Discussion

According to the results of this research, the Fkanmand life of male
homosexuals could be discussed by the followingsop

1. Life and life difficulties of male homosexual

2. Family influence causing male homosexuality

3. Family functioning of male homosexual

1. Lifeand life difficulties of male homosexual

1.1. Sexual identity development to male homosexuality

Male homosexuals started recognizing that they wébfierent from
others after finding that they had a good feelmghe same-gender persons since their
childhood. Some male homosexuals discovered tlelnte during their adolescence.
Having a good feeling to the same-gender persorte nmreale homosexuals confused,
not understand their self and doubt about suclnfgeConsequently, they have sought
for knowledge and information about homosexualiynf various sources or they
have shared homosexual experience with others. \eheale homosexual learnt and
understand his behavior until he could clarify bisn doubt. A male homosexual
would have an adaptation and acceptance of hisvimehafter passing several sexual
relations until he, finally, discovered that themtasexual relationship was his actual
desire. Eventually, a male homosexual would speasdife as a male homosexual.
The process of acceptance and entering to homd#gxoahis research is relevant to
the process of sexual identity development of haxoals as presented by Coleman

and Hendry" that the sexual identity development process afdsexual consisted of

4 steps. On the first step (sensitization), a cisildoubtful whether he/she is different
from others. He/she may have the different inteoestexual emotion. On the second
step (identity confusion), personal experience magke himself/herself doubtful,
have sexual arousal with the same-gender persandhetshe tries to seek for
information to understand his/her sexual behavion the third step (identity
assumption), he/she will accept the gay or lesldantity and he/she discloses his/her

sexual identity to some close friends. On the fstap (commitment), he/she has the
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homosexual relationship and discloses this to eth&toreover, opportunities in
knowing other homosexual friends, sharing expegebetween homosexual friends
and seniors, being persuaded by homosexual friemdssit homosexual sources or
places all allowed male homosexuals to learnt albhaumosexuals more until they
dared to accept their own feeling and to disclémgr thomosexuality finally. This is

relevant to the research of Piyarat Martéfigthat homosexuals have been detached

from the family since they have been young. Thegrtstl recognizing their
homosexuality when they were still young. They hdmarnt homosexuality from
direct experience and homosexual group.

In conclusion, the process of sexual identity depelent to
homosexuality is based on the following steps: itiegation, identity confusion,

identity assumption and commitment.

1.2. Difficulties of living as male homosexuals

Acceptance of self in the society and taking parthe society are all
desired by everyone as well as homosexuals. If Bemals must be the shadow in
the society or be unable to disclose or expreds $ledf, pressure and embarrassment
will occur, which cause the problems to individuaed society in a long run.
Although the society must proceed based on the@atumasculine and feminine, if
the imbalance occurs due to any reason, the egsstgihhuman race may be extinct. It
cannot be denied that a plenty of people try to enditference even though male
homosexuals perceive the difficulties in accepthmgexistence of homosexuals. Some
male homosexuals had difficulties in living. Eadhtltem has experienced resistance
and disgust by different ways. In particular, mhamosexuals who have feminine
appearance are usually insulted and looked dowbyoway of manners and talks,
mockery, gossip and discrimination from generalgesuch as no job recruitment,
no benefits/privileges for services provided by tjevernment or private sectors,
decrease of right, etc. However, male homosexuale An expectation that, one day,
there will be public areas for homosexuals as agkequal rights and liberty as a Thai
citizen.

At present, the sexual behavior of people in th@etp has been changing

due to the social expansion. There are many owedépocial groups as well as sexual
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variation. Homosexuals are a social group formedoupresent their sexual identity

and lifestyle. Although homosexuals may have défifedifestyle, if other people in the

society do not understand and not accept thisrdiffee, the society may be broken.
All humans have rights, liberty and equilibrium tave life as one desires without
concerns about race, religion or sex taste. Evergam holds equal human prestige
according to the Principle of Human Rights. Thuegpgde in the society should accept
the difference in homosexual love because homosexar@ people in the same
society. In the meantime, homosexuals should hale&ptation, acceptance and
compliance with good social value to allow homosdswand heterosexuals to live in

the same society without bias.

1.3. Internet: knowledge sour ce of male homosexual

Currently, the internet plays role in our dailyeliflt becomes a dominant
source of learning. Male homosexuals, whether hioihhey are or where they live if
they can approach the internet, are able to acicgéssvarious knowledge about
homosexuality.

From interviews of male homosexuals in this redgasmce the internet
has taken role in the Thai society, male homosexuaVe utilized this channel to seek
for knowledge, meeting and learning about otheremabdmosexuals, as well as
association of male homosexuals until their interseciety has been set up. In
addition, this channel has been used to find olat @f knowledge and information
about male homosexuals in order to clarify theirulsts. When perceiving
homosexuality via the internet, the male homosexhal/e tried to get the networks of
homosexuals, and to develop such relationship toobgosexual love finally.

Nevertheless, the male homosexuals’ access intintamet world is to
find out answers to their first-stage homosexuatitly or to have their personal
pleasure. After knowing other male homosexuals thia internet, they will have
personal meetings and expand their homosexual gidugs, the internet is only the
intermediate source allowing male homosexuals akwith each other. After that,
male homosexuals would have direct homosexual exper by the formation of

homosexual group instead.
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2. Influence of family to homosexuality

2.1. Family: Base of rooting male homosexuality

According to this research, though male homosexbal® grown up by
love and warmth of the family or caretaker, the mosth relationship of parents
resulted by their divorce or working in other didtareas make children detach from
the father or hardly spend their life with the fathAs a result, the sons did not have
the masculine personalities in their mind. The deghmight not take role of bringing
up children, not be a good idol or, sometimes hitnes saw that men attacked women
who have brought them up. This blocked boys toataeimen’s personalities. If some
boys have grown up and brought up by women and weg close to women, these
boys had love, attachment and respect them. Hemzde homosexuals have
unconsciously absorbed feminine behavior and tlasse lbeen molded to engage the
characters of their caretaker. This is relevanttiie causes of homosexuality

mentioned by Suwatthaan Areep@khat homosexuality is partially derived from bad

relationship between children and parents, by a&aasans, thus the children fail to
imitate the correct sexual characters and roleif@nge parents always have quarrels,
the children may fear the heterosexual life he saed$ decides to have sexual
happiness with the same-gender persons. Bad methi between male homosexuals
and father is mentioned relevantly in Phaka Satiteya as cited in Rangrong

Ngarmsiri*® that bad relations between father and son werefatrer did not or

hardly promote masculine role and activities wiis kon; the father showed cold
manners until the son felt that he received lowenéion and understanding from his
father less than other children, in particulathié son found that the father loved his
daughter more than son; receipt of less or mosgl@ges from the father if compared
with other persons in the family, talks betweernéatand son when necessary only,
these are reasons that the sons have hardly méattiers. The son would use the
resistance or separation to solve these situatitresmust meet his father. Sometimes,
the father’s unfriendly manner makes the son féado the son becomes shy and
introvert. It was found that male homosexuals Ugufdlt and presented negative
emotion to their fathers. They usually thought ttfa fathers presented improper

emotions if compared with the fathers of heteroaséxpersons. Moreover, male
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homosexuals have grown up in strict families, we@ed to have polite personality,
were prevented to be in trouble, and were blockeglay thrilling activities. These

situations are relevant to Noris and ®ianentioning about causes of homosexuality

that it was derived from bringing-up, that is, al@hlwho is brought up in the strict,
reasonable but too embarrassed environment andehis/sompelled to spend his/her
life based on strict ethical rules. However, homasdity came from several causes.
The relationship of family members and brining-upe apartial causes of
homosexuality only.

Despite no affirmative evidence from labs regardihg genetic factor
causing the prevalence of homosexuality, the in-degerviews of key informants
showed that some of their family members and radatiwere homosexuals. Among
these, 5 relatives of the father and 7 relativehefmother were homosexuals. There
were 2 relatives of both sides who were homosexudie homosexuality of other
remaining relatives was unknown or unsure. Thigekevant to the research of
Francesca Corna that, among male homosexuals hteeB96 male relatives on the
mother side and 22 out of them were male homossxddéanwhile, these male
homosexuals had 593 male relatives and 12 outenh tivere male homosexuals. For
the group of male heterosexual, they had 370 neddgives for the mother side and
none of them was male homosexuals while they hddné@le relatives for the father
side and only 8 out of them were male homosexuals.

In conclusion, molding a child to have all aspegftappropriate physical,
emotional, social and intellectual development,haitt development interruption,
needs the solid basis from the family. The familgyp the dominant role for this. It
cannot be denied that the child’s sexual identit} e developed to be relevant to
his/her sex by the instructions of family membeFsaining, behavioral rooting,
learning about family rules and recognizing charesctof family members all
influence the child development. Although the fam# a cause of homosexuality,
there are other factors such as homosexual retativieich must be studied further.

2.2. Starting point of self-acceptance and self-awar eness
Growing up in the environment full of women, inciag neighbors, school

friends and relatives, makes male homosexuals ipercand absorb women’s
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behavior. Meanwhile, male homosexuals lacked getationship with male friends

because they might have few male friends at theesage, mockery of male friends,
etc. prevented male homosexuals to have mascudirsapalities. Moreover, the wide
information world allows the homosexuals to know damunderstand their

homosexuality more via social association. Homoaktyu exists in the society

encourages them to have self-acceptance and braveligclose their homosexuality
because they did not feel that they were diffe@nabnormal. The development of
self-acceptance in male homosexuals was basedstep8. The first step begun when
a male homosexual knew other male homosexuals sapérsuaded to visit specific
places of homosexuals. The second step occurred thigemale homosexual knew
other male homosexuals, and he had the satisfiegakentercourse. The third step
occurred when the male homosexual was admiredHh®sr obale homosexual(s). These

results were relevant to Sirikul Issaranurak anchiéaTechavanichpofig that the

factors causing homosexuality included: unacceptédiher, little time-spending with

the father or mother, close friends who were homsks. The motivation factors of
homosexuality were: no experience of associatinth vdifferent-gender friends,

imitation of adolescents, satisfaction in homoséxegperience and receipt of
information about homosexuality from various masgdm. In addition, male

homosexuals had most learning from their homosexuahds. This group of

homosexual friends put strong influence on male ds®ruals. The attitude and
behavior of homosexual friends would direct théwde and behavior of other male
homosexuals in the group. Male homosexuals who thadgroup of homosexual
friends could enhance easier and quicker adaptéti@m those who did not have the
group of homosexual friends. Sirikul Issaranurakl &tanna Techavanichpong (36)
found that having homosexual close friends was etofaof prevalence of

homosexuality. If a male homosexual did not have lremosexual close friends, he
would seek for information from other sources. Aegent, the board information
world, easy access into mass media, e.g. televisiternet, as well as distribution of
homosexuality in different forms via TV drama, staglays or contest activities
encourage the group formation among male homosexoalrge the society to accept

their existence.
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2.3. Immune enrichment to prevent male homosexuality

Family is a key factor molding a child to have dig#nt characters. The
relationship between family members as well asgareersonalities are dominant
factors forming child personality or sexual identit could be seen in key informants
that they have usually lacked close relationshifhwhie parents during their childhood
because the parents have worked out; so they hsidyowith senior relatives. Some
key informants have stayed with the parents, beit tielationship was cold. They had
some quarrels in the family too.

Family is an important source of learning for peady development in
children. The sexual identity development is deti®m learning, observation and
imitation of personalities of parents or other fgmmembers. Upon bad relationship
or detachment between children and parents reslijethe parents’ undesirable
personalities, the development of personality auakidentity of children may not be
appropriate. If the family gives love, warmth, atien to children by regular
instructions and training or the parents or caealare good idols or good family
relationship is sustained by doing activities tbget the children will have the
appropriate development subject to their age. Térerds’ appropriate roles in the
family encourage children to have learning aboutem sexual roles. Additionally,
close bringing-up and supporting children to assteciwith opposite-sex friends
should not be overlooked because it is a way dtirg the sexual personalities and
setting up the environment for learning about appate sexual roles.

The results showed that although male homosexuwailsl dive with other
people in the society, they faced some living diffiies due to the expression of their
homosexuality. Also, some male homosexuals condebhksr homosexuality from the
family since they were afraid that such discloswald cause the family to resist,
block or change them to be male heterosexuals. gdingnand remedying male
homosexuals to be male heterosexuals are moreculiffithan preventing
homosexuality. If the family does not want its dnn to be homosexuals, the
preventive measures should start during the chddhay creating good and suitable
environment for children. That is, the parents wargians should perform their duties
appropriately and have proper acts. The childrerulshbe promoted and encouraged

to have expression relevant to their gender.
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In the family where the children have homosexuadityl they cannot be
changed to be heterosexual or to have the apptepsex roles, forcing male
homosexuals to love the opposite sex should nalone because when an individual
develops his/her sexual identity completely, ilnpossibly changed. What the family
can do is to accept that homosexuality, give lomd anderstanding, to root the
appropriate attitude and value about sex, andttbdenosexual children learn about
the appropriate expression so that they live ingb@ety normally and happily, and
they are able to develop their exiting competendly.f

3. Family functioning of male homosexual

Har monized difference of taking dutiesin the family

Although, at present, the society opens for mone tlengs, as well as
acceptance of homosexuality as a type of behakimmosexuality has not yet been
accepted all people in the society. Some people havyet understood such behavior
and some say that they can accept such homosegxiidhibse male homosexuals are
not their family members or have no close relatigmavith them. It is difficult to
accept homosexuals as their family members. Malmdsexuals perceive this
condition as well; thus, male homosexuals try #ate what is different and better to
make them acceptable.

According to the interviews of male homosexualsythave tried to create
self-esteem by paying attention to studies, pawttgntion to working, not being
involved with any vice, and earning to supportfdmily. These acts were to convince
the family members that they could perform theindions completely and not
differently from other heterosexuals. Male homosdxwiewed that they could meet
more life success than male heterosexuals, esfyee@nomic matter because male
heterosexuals must be married; so they were urtab&ipport the original family
fully. The male homosexuals could perform the fgrfuinctions better since they did
not have their own family. Male homosexuals wes® alble to take roles of men and
women in the same time. Male homosexuals help edtusework like women while
they could perform the hard work like men; so thejp take care of family members

better than general sons or daughters. Sometimale, momosexuals faced pressure
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and resistance to their homosexuality from the famiembers who have tries in
many ways to stop such homosexuality. Thus, mahedsexuals have tried to create
the life success and pride. Life success is and#otor helping male homosexuals get
acceptance from the family and society.

It's not strange that some people who gain workiolgievements and have
good income are homosexuals because male homosettyato create those to
compensate their homosexuality. Those achieventezifs delete their life inferior.
Therefore, creative work released to the publievall as new and eccentric ideas are

usually created by male homosexuals.

Suggestions

Suggestionsin linewith policies

This research examined the family and life of nredenosexuals to present
the characteristics of life, family, environmentdaiunctioning of male homosexuals
in the family. The researcher studied the targejeoup as life of individuals
connecting to the context of family, community eoniment and surrounding society
in order to understand homosexuality. The followeg suggestions in line with
policies:

1. The attitude towards the sexual variation shobél widened by
distributing correct information about homosexwyaliand different types of
homosexuality to the society. Every group of peppheluding homosexuals and
general people, should be educated, under thetwtedcguideline so that all people in
the society have learning, understanding and liviithout bias or misunderstanding
in the sexual variation. This is a method of préwvenand solving social problems.

2. The government sector should set up policiebnenwith rights, liberty,
equilibrium and access into services provided leygbvernment and private sectors,
corresponding to the situations involving the hoexasls in the future so that these
people could live in the society properly and beearkey manpower of the country.
Also, there should be public areas to provide sesr/io the third-gender persons such

as toilet so that homosexuals have the qualityremgby living.
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3. Relationship between family members should leenpted to wipe out
family conflicts and violence. The families shodid supported to transfer the sexual
value, attitude and roles appropriately. Family rhers should be educated to have
correct understanding in the sexual variation tpeaout the male homosexuals’ guilt
about sex and these male homosexuals can showptteintial fully and stay in the

society proudly.

Recommendations

Recommendationsfor further research

The research on family, life and roles in the fgnuf male homosexuals
involved only male homosexuals who were membeti®Rainbow Sky Association
of Thailand. The Rainbow Sky Association of Thadlals an organization working
about the network of sexual variation in Thailamtis research did not involve other
homosexual groups; so the data obtained indicaled life of particular male
homosexuals. However, there are many sexual vamgtin the society, including
transgender, bisexual or female homosexual or dtberosexual groups who do not
have any network or live in other provinces. Theref life of other sexual variation
groups should be studied as well.

The recommendations for further studies are:

1. This research contained the limitations of tiamed data collection.
Thus, the data came from only one group of persmn20 male homosexuals as
presented in this research. Further studies shoeilchore variable in part of sample
group and issues to be studied in order to sendpeapand the knowledge base about
alternative sex.

2. Other factors related to the prevalence of hexwality should be
studied, e.g. genes, family structure and relatigtes

3. This research involved the factors regardingiligniife and roles of
male homosexuals. The research was conducted subjehe interviews of male
homosexuals, which is the one-way research. Othesops related to male
homosexuals were not interviewed. Thus, the two-resgarch should be conducted;

persons provoking the behavior and surroundinggpsrshould be involved.
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4. Male homosexuals at other different ages shbeldstudied because
male homosexuals should have different charadtsisf living, expectancy, desire or
problems as well as causes of homosexuality.

5. There should be a research comparing differefgstyles of
homosexuals, including male homosexual, female el bisexual or
transgender, etc.

6. There should be a research studying the lifestylother homosexual

groups, e.g. female homosexual, bisexual or trargsge etc.
