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ABSTRACT

One problem that hinders action against offenders corruption in Thailand is the lack
of clues or information or testimony in litigation. Especially for witnesses or anyone who knows
the clues or offense, mostly officer of a public body. And relevant legislation relating to the
offender. It may be a commander or colleagues. Which by the Constitution and the Code of
Criminal Procedure witnesses have a right to be protected and proper implementation of the state.
But officer of a public body have a duty and legal relationships involved offenders. Thus
witnesses the officials who are different from people witnesses. Offenders so they may take legal
action by authorities are unfair to officer of a public body who are witnesses or clues or
information. That make witnesses or anyone who knows clues or offense was afraid to testify in
the prosecution of offenders,or not to disclose clues or offense. It is the duty of the state to
provide appropriate measures for protection the public officials who are witnesses or clues or
information against corruption.

Of educational measures to protect witnesses in criminal law on the protection of
witnesses in criminal cases and measures to protect public officials who are accused, or to testify
or clues or information under the protection and combat corruption of Thailand, found that
witness protection measures and measures to protect public officials lacked a clear and powerful
enough to protect public officials who are accused, or to testify or clues or information against
corruption out of the practice is unfair. Comparative study the protection whistleblower of

Malaysia Law and New Zealand Law, found that measures of protection of confidential



information, immunity from civil and criminal action and disciplinary action and protection
against detrimental action are clear and reasonable and efficient enough to protect whistleblower
out of unfair. This author analyzed and suggestions for the amendment of the law on measures

against corruption in public body to combat corruption future.
