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ABSTRACT

In Thailand, the significance of the protection of the consumer’s right about the fruits
and vegetable is not the same level as abroad, which will be seen from the legal measure as to
enforce to the exported fruits and vegetables, comparing with the legal measure in Thailand,
regardless of the public participation. The thesis has the purpose to study the problem of the legal
measures in protecting the consumer’s right about fruits and vegetables such as the public
participation, the hability of the enterprise about fruits and vegetables to the consumers and the
society. The study is done by means of comparing the legal measure in foreign countries.

The thesis finds that the measure to control the fruits and vegetables in Thailand is
comprised of many acts, all of which are voluntary measures and thus effects in the inefficiency
in controlling the fruits and vegetables and has many loopholes.When compared to the foreign
laws in controlling the fruits and vegetables, these are compulsory measures. The Thai law lacks
of the public participation in reviewing the function of the state’s affair; which, under Thai law, it
is impossible to check and express the ideas as to lead to transparency and the completion of data
of the state organ. Besides, the legal sanction by punishment cannot deter the offender and is not
contribute to the society. The author offer that the legal measure to control fruits and vegetables
must be compulsory, and that the appropriate legal measure to encourage the public participation
in important steps concerning fruits and vegetables are needed. Such can be done by enacting the
law to establish the independent organ to protect the consumers B.E. ..., by claiming the section
61 para 2 in the Thai Constitution B.E. 2550,as to let the agent of the consumers that is an
independent commission to give opinion in the legislating the law and regulations for protection
of the consumer’s right, and to give opinion concerning the policy of the state to protect the
consumers, including the amendment of the economic-legal aspects to law as to give the society

the most benefit.
