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This current research investigated the communication patterns and the factor influencing
the local politicians’ selection of the communication patterns. In addition, this research also
examined the communication’s problems of the local politicians. The in-depth interview, focus-
group interview and non-participation were utilized in this research. The sample consisted of
male and female local politicians and the villagers from Songkhla, Nakorn Si Thammarat,
Phuket, Trang, Satun, Phangnaga, Surat Thani, Pattalung, and Ranong. The results indicated
that local politicians strongly considered the factors of budget, media efficiency, media strength
and weakness, and the response of the villagers’ demands. Also, the local politicians
moderately considered the villagers’ education as one factor contributing to their effective
communication. The results further indicated that the communication patterns of local politicians
were categorized into 3 patterns: (a) Interpersonal communication, (b) Mass communication and
(c) Formal and informal communication. The final results represented that the sender,

message, channel and receiver were the communication’s problems of the local politicians.
