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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to study of Media exposure, attitude and participation
among Bangkokians in surface traffic operations projects to the public as “Five jing” of Royal
Thai Police. Questionnaires were used to collect the data from 400 samples who live in Bangkok.
Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson‘s product moment correlation
coefficient were employed for the analysis of the data SPSS FOR WINDOWS program was used
for data processing.The result of the study are as follows : 1)Media exposure among Bangkokians
in traffic operations project “Five jing” of Royal Thai Police is medium level. 2) Attitude among
Bangkokians in traffic operations project “Five jing” of Royal Thai Police is medium level.
3)Participation among Bangkokians in traffic operations project “Five jing” of Royal Thai Police
is low level.

Hypothesis testing showed that Difference in Demographic characteristics affected
Difference in exposure, attitude and participation among Bangkokians in traffic operations

project “Five jing” of Royal Thai Policeat statistical significant level of .05.
