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Phenomenological Research for the Behavioral Sciences

Abstract

Phenomenological Research is the study of the lived experiences as perceived by the individual
who experience it. In the study of behavioral sciences, phenomenology is a research methodology
to be used to describe the meaning that the individual constructed from their experience; is
Phenomenology has developed and diversified to encompass, an array of different traditions, most
of which have developed from the basic concept of two thinkers; Edmund Husserl and Martin
Heidegger. In Husserlian phenomenology, the focus on the individual consciousness, and the
researcher describe the meaning of the pure experience from the key informants, setting aside their
own bias. In Heideggerian phenomenology, the focus is on what the human being experience and
how he is bound up in his world; that is how the meaning is interpreted by him, The researcher is
involved in the interpretation without leaving their knowledge and their belief. This article
provides on overview of the research process covering the two main concepts as mentioned above,
that could be applied to study the behavioral sciences, including research problem and questions,
the objectives of research, area and key informants, literature review, data collection and analysis,
the credibility of research result, the criterion for evaluation the quality of research, and limitation
of phenomenological research. The aim of this article is to provide a useful guideline for the
readers to apply the phenomenological approach suitably in studying behavioral sciences.
