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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis is study of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand.
Regarding the use of state power to approve or order that affect the rights and the freedom of the
people, especially the performance of the mass media include to study followed the act to the
public or the management, control and restrict the freedom of the mass media and to study and
propose ways to improve the law relating to the protection or control to limit the freedom of the
mass media for guide the implementation of the law is correct. The most liberal democratic
principles analyzed by comparison with the laws of the foreign countries such as the United
States France Germany and Japan etc.

The law provided in the Constitution which is the supreme law of the rights and
freedom of the mass media and control or restrict the rights and freedoms along the way. In some
circumstances, especially when the emergency the government that is one in third of sovereignty
can only legislate to control and restrict the freedom of the mass media. Therefore, the issue of
legitimacy of norms that are not clear to the authorities. Including the legislative priority of the
government to control and restrict the freedom of the mass media may be inconsistent with the
Constitution, the supreme law that gives freedom to the people and the lack of criteria to be
applied in order legislation requires.

There is also pressure to intervene and block the right and freedom of the mass media
is threatened from both the state and capitalism. The Right and Freedom under threat by way of
today’s business. This is not way to suppress or pacified by the prisoner in the past but the way
the dismissal or termination of employment which make it a career and argument are by default.

This would mean the end of freedom in this profession as well. It should also be defined in terms



of right and freedom of the mass media is limited to dwindle in order to comply with the
principles of the law and should be revised rules on the protection of the rights and freedom of the
press. The media have freedom of speech and more information.

The study authors found Thailand's laws need to be revised in several editions. To
meet the primary needs. Clear that the course of the law. And monitor the use of the power of the
state whether the Martial Law Act BE 2457, Decree on Public Administration in Emergency
Situation, BE 2548, The Notification Printing Act 2550, The Industry broadcast and television
business Act 2551. The mass media has the right to complete freedom, consistent with a

democratic regime. The rule of law is a fundamental principle.
