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The research on “Indigenous Knowledge Management for Community-based
Learning at Khok Kho Tao, Muang District, Suphanburi Province aimed at: 1) surveying
the indigenous knowledge base of the Community; 2) creating the database on the
indigenous knowledge base of the Community; and 3) creating the local knowledge
learning process for community people.

This research relied on the mixed methodology, including qualitative and
quantitative methodology through the participatory action research. The results were
as follows:

1. Indigenous knowledge base was a community’s traditional wisdom
transferred from ancestors, which was combined with new community wisdom. At
Tambon Kok Ko Tao, there were 6 wisdom treasures whose specializations were
detailed below:

1) Field of handicraft, household industry and Thai fabrics — There were 4
wisdom treasures who were experts in bamboo weaving, weaving of shrimp trap
(Sua), basket, pannier, bag weaving (from plastic strips).

2) Field of food and nutrition — There was 1 wisdom treasure who was an
expert in Thai dessert and making Gra Ya Sart (Thai sweet rice with peanut and
sesame).

3) Field of agriculture, management, and conservation of natural
resources — There was 1 wisdom treasure who was an expert in agriculture and

making the organic fertilizer.



2. For the collection of indigenous knowledge base, it was found that such
knowledge base has not yet been collected systematically; so most of it was the
tacit knowledge or no explicit knowledge has been compiled. The Community
considered that its local wisdom should be collected as a core information source
for general persons who want to learn about the Community.

3. For the activity arrangement to learn the community wisdom, it was found
that 30 participants in learning the local wisdom significantly enhanced higher local
wisdom after the learning activity arranging at a significant level of .05. The learning
activity participants had attitude towards the local knowledge management at the
highest level.
