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The purpose of this study were to series of speed reading exercises
development, to compare use a series of speed reading exercises development of
those students who practiced through the exercises and those who did not and to
evaluate the series of speed reading exercises development percentage mean score
was 75/75. The sample studies was two classes of first- year students in first
semester of the 2014 academic year. They were randomly selected by simple
random sampling forty students in Library and Information Science was assigned to
practice through six types of speed reading exercises. The other group of forty
students in Financial Science was the controlled group which followed normal class
activities. Six types of speed reading exercises included eye movement, word
recognition, phrase reading, scanning, skimming, and reading comprehension
exercises. A set of speed reading ability tests was also developed. Both the exercise
and tests were tried out and revised. The test reliability computed by using Kuder
Richardson 20 formula was 0.957. The speed reading ability tests were then applied
to both classes. The speed reading efficiency and t-test were computed from the
data collected. the result of this study were: 1) the student final assignment
competencies evaluation in percentage mean score was 77.47/75.13 that higher than
75/75 about the expectation. 2) The percentage mean score difference test between

two groups of students was significant at statistical level of .05
