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This research aimed to study problems, needs and the approaches in English
learning experience management for early childhood. The samples used in this
research were 621 early childhood teachers selected by convenience sampling
method. The research tools were the questionnaire enquiring problems and needs in
English learning experience management for early childhood. The statistics used for
data analysis were mean, percentage and standard deviation. The findings revealed
that 98.60% of early childhood teachers were female, and only 1.40% of early
childhood teachers were male. The findings also indicated that 87.92% of the
research participants graduated in bachelor degree of early childhood major. There
were only 0.81% of them majoring in English. The result also showed that the lack of
experts in English language and English teaching was the greatest problems in English
learning experience management for early childhood (M = 3.62) and their most need
was seminar on English learning experience management for early childhood (M =
3.98). Furthermore, the early childhood teachers also need the seminar on English
language skills and English teaching techniques.

For the approaches in effective English learning experience management for
early childhood, it was found that early childhood teachers must be developed in
English knowledge and skills on phonics, pronunciation, vocabularies for daily life
and simple English sentences. Moreover, early childhood teachers must improve
themselves on English teaching methods which were Phonics, Total Physical

Response (TPR) and whole language approach.
