Current medical progress has helped more patients to live longer through medical 

devices such as ventilator, defibrillator including feeding food by various tools. It causes the said 
on treatment that it was not the treatment but only for delaying death on account of the patients 
could not be responded for medical treatment and helped oneself. The patients would be suffered 
from the treatment and devalued the patientsY human dignity. The endless treatment would be 
created a great deal of expenses that would be the responsibility to all parties; patient, relatives 
and medical personnel. The patientYs rights for refusal of medical treatment on terminal illness is 
enacted to be the law and become effective in order to be a guaranty for the patients to have right 
to refuse self-treatment on terminal illness as well as for protecting the medical personnel in 
having self-confidence for patientsY medical treatment that the medical personnel have done 
follow to the patientsY intention however it would not be an offence. 

From the study found that the patientYs rights for refusal of medical treatment on 
terminal illness is the privacy right which others should be accepted to use that right. Overall, 
there were more moral problems happen than legal problems that are the physician lack of 
cognitive orientation on care of the sick on terminal illness, there was only the guideline that have 
already set the method to the physician and some groups of physician deemed that the physician, 
who withdraw medical treatment to the patients on terminal illness, would be acted as immoral, 
unethical and illegal act because of the physician should have medical ethics which specified that 
the physician should be healed the patient from the beginning until the patient died peacefully, the 
physician cannot stop healing the patient. Another group have different opinion from the first 
group because they deemed that if the physician continuing to heal the patient even though the 
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patients could not treated further, whatever any technologies that the physician use to treat the 
patient also no reasonable prospect of permanent recovery as a matter of course it will be only 
prolonging the patientsY suffering more than to be assisting the patient to free from suffering. It 
should be withdrawn medical treatment in order to allow the patient naturally died as the patientsY 
intention that has made advanced directives.      

Therefore, the problem solving method should be in aspect of mortuary 
comprehension and truly intention for making advanced medical directives by developing to be 
the guideline for taking care of the patients on terminal illness who will be naturally died, 
especially it will be created the understanding of palliative care to the patient and the patientYs 
relatives which is not an abandonment of the patient but it will be helped the patient peacefully 
died and should be allowed the relatives or intimate friends to know the truth and the best 
alternative for no having use new technology in prolonging the death including the respectable 
cognitive propagation will be mainly produced the social understanding to the people in order to 
make the people accepted and respected to the intention of the patientYs advanced directives. The 
author deemed that supposing the medical personnel could be understood and observed the 
intention of this law, it could be helped to improve the medical care on terminal illness procedure 
for all nursing homes, moreover it also could be helped to reduce all expenses in health service 
procedure.
