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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the states, the problems and the needs of
the educational management for the blind in the Bangkok Metropolis and Vicinities. The samples
were among the administrators, the instructors and the learners in the educational institutions with
participating-learning system and the educational institutions with specific-education system
together with the Non-formal education system. The specific-selected samples included 8
administrators, 12 instructors, 21 learners and 7 specialists. The data were collected through depth
interview, group discussion and specialist meeting. It was found that the states, the problems and
the needs in the management of the education for the blind were:

1. The educational institutions with participating-learning system generally
managed the places and curricula without any additional facilities for the blind, but they provided
the coordinating rooms for the academic-supporting teachers from Foundation for the Blind in
Thailand under the patronage of Her Majesty the Queen to facilitate the invisible learners.

Most of the institutions had problems; the lack of fiscal budget, special education
staff and some of the present staff lacking the experiences of teaching the blind learners. This
caused the obstacles to use the method of teaching for some subjects. Most of the leamers had
problems of unsuitable teaching materials, and they could not participate in various skill-added
activities.

Moreover, some of the administrators of the government institutions, minor parts,
had no policies to admit any the blind learners to study in their schools.

2. For the educational management of the institutions with specific-education
system, the curricula were managed under the major core curricula of the Education Ministry, but
they were appropriately applied for the primary school learners different in ages and levels of the
invisible disabled. The instructors were from 3 departments : Bangkok Educational Service Area
Office 1, Office of the Private Education Commission and Bureau of Special Education
Administration. For the construction of the buildings and other facilities, it depended on the
budget supported by their department and the government.

The institutions have faced such problems as curricula management, lack of essential
materials and modern media for teaching and learning relating to the management of the staff not
teaching their major subjects, inappropriate student-teacher ratio. Moreover, the institutions have
not improved physical environments such as safety systems, lights, symbols and etc. In addition,
they had not enough aided-budget from the government,

3. For the non-formal education management, the institutions managed the places
properly together with good systematic environments and services. The curricular management
based mainly on the social needs and the learners’ potentiality by integrating the contents of each
subject according to the curricula of the Education Ministry with the career curricula of the
institutions. It was formed mainly emphasized on practices and supports both physically and
mentally. The administrators, the instructors and the learners were best interactive.

It is recommended that more external patronage budget for constructing sport
complex that is very important and essential for the blind should be granted as will as the budget
for providing sufficient teaching-learning materials.
