Purposes of this study were to: 1) study and 2) compare the affecting factors to pass vocational
standard of vocational certification of the 3" year students of Automotive Mechanics Division under
Vocational Commission in Roi-Et Province. The purposive samples of this study were 72
automotive mechanics students, who were the 3" year and passed the vocational standard test, and
51 automotive mechanics instructors, such that the total of the samples were 123. The data were
analyzed by using the SPSS/SW program to determine frequency, percentage, inconsistent standard
value, and comparing the affecting factors to pass the vocational standard test. The data were
categorized by the college and learning system. The results of the study showed that the affecting
factors to pass vocational standard of vocational certification of the 3" year students of Automotive
Mechanics Division under Vocational Commission in Roi-Et Province were instructor as the most
affecting factor, and the educational institution as the insignificant affecting factor. The comparison
of the instructors categorized by colleges revealed that the factors in the aspects of the student, the
instructor, and the educational institution were not different. Also, the comparison of the students
revealed that the factors in the aspects of student, the instructor were not different; however, the
factor of the educational institution was different at the 0.05 level of significance. The comparison
of students group, as the classification of the learning system, found that the factors in the aspects of
the student and the instructor were not different whereas the factor in the aspect of instructor was

different at the 0.05 level of significance.
