The research aimed (1) to design and determine the efficiency of the video programs used
in distant teaching and leamning English 1 using two teaching formats: lecturing by an instructor
and drama through the satellite of Rajamangala Institute of Technology. (2) to compare the pretest
and posttest of the students’ learning achievement gained from each format of the video
programs. (3) to compare the posttest scores of both formats.

The instruments comprised (1) two types of video programs in lecturing and drama format
(2) English achievement tests and (3) exercises used during the learning process. The subjects
selected by using purposive sampling technique were 40 diploma students majoring in
Electronics at Rajamangala Institute of Technology, North Bangkok Compus. Students were
divided into two groups of 20 each. The first group was taught using lecturing format whereas the
second was taught through drama video program.

The findings of the study revealed that the lecturing video program gained the efficiency
of 89.55/85.91 while the drama video program had the efficiency of 89.44/87.75 of which was
higher than the set criteria of 80/80. The results of the two formats’ posttests were significantly
higher than those of the pretests at the level of .05. The students’ learning achievement after
studying through lecturing and drama was significantly difference at the level of .05.
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
