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The purpose of this research was to study factors affecting learning achievement of Business
Computer students in Higher Vocational Certificate level of Technical Colleges, Vocational
Education Commission in the Central Region. The sampling groups were 292 students who were
selected by stratified random sampling. Instruments of this research were questionnaires and tests.
Data were analyzed by using the percentage, mean, standard error and multinomial logistic

regression analysis.

The results indicated that majority of students were females who had computer at home. Most of
them were unemployed during their studies. Their parents’ occupation were employees. The highest
educational level of their parents were primary school. The analysis showed that attiiude,
motivation achievement, responsibilities and basic skill in operating computer affected the learning

achievement of Business Computer students.
