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The purpose of this research was to study factors affecting the learning achievement for Science 8 in
Higher Vocational Certificate Level of Technical College for the North-East Vocational Institute 5,
Vocational Education Commission. The sampling group was 353 Higher Vocational Certificate
Degree’s Students who were studying in the academic year 2009. They were also selected by
stratified random sampling. Analyzing tool was questionnaire. Data was analyzed by using statistic,
percentage, mean, standard error of mean. The relation comparison by Chi Square test. Result
shown that the factors on Affecting to learning Achievement: familial relationship, learning
behavior, classmate relationship, attitude to learning and instructional quality, were at the high level.
The factor on family economic status was at the medium level. And the relation comparison on
familial relationship, family economic status, learning behavior, classmate relationship, attitude to

learning and instructional quality, were shown significant different at the level of .05.
