This research had objectives to study the operational expenses per student in
education management of Private Vocational Schools. Its opened only lower Vocational
Certified Curriculum, in Commerce, Industrial Trade, and Art and Crafts Technology in
2002. The operational expenses comprised of personal expense and non — personal expenses.
Data Analysis used percentage and mean of 30 Private Vocational Schools.

The research findings showed that :

1. The Commerce Private Vocational Schools had operational expenses per student
18,717.63 Baht, 10,983.85 Baht in personal expenses and 7,733.77 Baht in non — personal
expenses. The Industrial Trade Private Vocational Schools had operational expenses per student
33,535.11 Baht, 10,546.85 Baht in Personal Expenses, and 22,988.25 Baht in Non -
personal expenses. The Art and Crafts Technology Private Vocational Schools had operational
expenses per student 10,824.80 Baht, 7,310.11 Baht in personal expenses, and 3,514.69 Baht
in non — personal expenses. And the Private Vocational Schools that opened Commerce and
Industial Trade program had operational expenses per student 16,169.07 Baht, 12,524.64
Baht in personal expenses and 3,644.42 Baht in non - personal expenses.

2. Small and middle Industrial Trade Prevate Vocational schools had more operational
expenses per student than large Vocational Schools. And large Commerce Vocational School
had the most operational expenses.

3. The Private Vocational Schools opened only Commerce or Industrial Trade program
had more operational expenses per student than the Private Vocational Schools opened
Commerce and Industrial Trade program.

4. In 2004 Educational Year, the expenses per student of Private Vocational
Schools were higher than the expenses per student from governmental subsidies. Exception
non — personal expenses Art and Craft Technology Private Vocational Schools had less than

the subsidies from government.
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
