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The objective of this research is to point out an appropriate regulatory agency for
electricity service in Thailand. The research emphasizes on the problem in electricity service, the
regulation in the past, existing and that under execute. Furthermore the comparative study with
ones for electricity service in France, Italy, England and Japan also be made.

This research finds that Thailand has been subjected to restructuring to introduce
private competition. This has been accompanied by the introduction of new regulation regimes.
The present regulatory agency for electricity service has not been unity as they exiét in several
government agencies. These agencies are not independent administrative and some are interfered
by politician. The thesis also undertakes comparative study with the international agencies and
concludes that the current regulatory agency for electricity service be reorganized into a single
and independent agency. This agency isn’t controlled by the government agencies even though it
belongs to the administrative. The agency is generally legally established to express its
independent authority, transparency, accountability etc. The electricity sector reform also made in
sequence i.e., establishment of independent regulatory agency prior to restructuring or
liberalization.

This thesis suggest that the appropriate form of regulatory agency for electricity in
Thailand be independent regulatory agency and legally established. The correct sequence of

regulation reform will promote the development of economic and social of the country in general.
