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The purposes of this research were to study general information, to compare acceptance on e-Leaming
for teaching and learning, and to analyze the canonical correlation of variables which affected
language instructors’ acceptance on e-Leaming for teaching and leaming: a case study of Rajabhat
Universities in the western area group. Sampling groups were 67 instructors teaching of Thai
language, English language, Chinese language and Japanese language. An instrument used for data
collection was a questionnaire with 7 rating scales. The reliability of the instrument calculated by
cronbrach alpha coefficient was at 0.826. Statistics utilized for data analysis were mean (_)_(-),

standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test, and canonical correlation.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) Most respondents were female, possessing instructor position, majoring in English language, aged
31-40 years, holding master's degree level, and having of teaching experiences from 3-5 years.

2) Academic position, learning innovation, and characteristics of e-Learning directly affected
language instructors’ acceptance on e-Learning for teaching and learning at the perception level
while sex educational level, teaching experience, field of disciplines being under, policy, and
administration and management, emphasizing on students’ knowledge and abilities, learning

innovation and characteristics of e-Learning at interesting level. However, there were no variables

affecting language instructors’ acceptance on e-Learning for teaching and learning. Then age, field

of disciplines being under, and characteristics of e-learning were at the confirmatory level.
