This thesis aims to study legal measures for promoting welfare and safety of
handicapped persons in society: a study on persons whose occupation is independent collector
and seller of used products. Its objectives are to study the history, background and cause of
problems of vulnerable groups who are self employed and occupied with independent collecting
and selling used products and to study the concept and theory of social welfare and safety as well
as legal measures for promoting the provision of welfare and safety for vulnerable groups of the
mentioned occupation. The study includes the analysis of the provision of welfare and safety for
vulnerable groups under Thai and foreign laws in order to find out the legal measures on social
welfare and safety protection for vulnerable groups who are self-employed and occupied with
collecting and selling used products.

From the study, it is found that with regard to the conditions and problems of
vulnerable groups who are independently occupied in collecting and selling used products, there
are problems with regard to medical treatment; they are unable to assess the health security and
they are not provided with social welfare under the social security system whereby money is
added to their fund. Moreover, they are not provided with protection’for their welfare particularly
with regard to safety and sanitation and the security of a stable income.

Consequently, it is recommended as follows: With regard to their medical treatment,
the National Health Security Act, B.E. 2545 (2002) should be amended by providing the
registration for vulnerable groups whose occupation is independent collector and seller of used

products to be entitled to the right in joining the government health welfare program, even if they
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have no permanent residence and the right to obtain health services from the state-owned
hospitals without having to specify the service care unit. With regard to the social security, the
Social Security Act, B.E. 2533 (1990) should be amended by providing the extension of
protection for vulnerable groups and by determining the appropriate rate of additional money
required. Their welfare regarding safety and sanitation should also be promoted according to the
Public Health Act, B.E. 2535 (1992) by extending the penalty for those who release the inflected
rubbish and those who produce the toxic products. A practical method in collecting and gathering
the garbage by type and category, as well as increase of the official fee rate for collecting and
gathering garbage without sorting should be provided in the Local Regulations. The organizations
in the local levels should be provided to supply the safety equipment for the work free of charge.
With regard to income security, measures for establishing a fund for the State’s purchase center of
used products, together with a standard price and hiring principles for selecting and categorizing
garbage should be provided. Apart from this, a specific law in the form of the Act on Welfare and
Safety of vulnerable groups in Society should be enacted and a specific fund to help those who
are self employed and involved with collecting and selling used products should be established.
An investment loan should also be granted to whose career is the collector and seller of used
products. Regulations with regard to projects which assist vulnerable groups in society whose
occupation is independent collector and seller of used products should be issued clearly in order

that they can purchase products with a low price.
