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ABSTRACT

This study aims to 1) study the enhancing for classroom research in secondary schools
under Secondary Educational Service Area Office Bangkok 2) compare the enhancing for classroom
research classified according to the educational service area, school size, off-revenue budget per year
and classroom research award of teachers 3) study the problem and suggestion of the enhancing for
classroom research in secondary schools under Secondary Educational Service Area Office Bangkok.
The sampling groups were secondary schools under Secondary Educational Service Area Office in
Bangkok.

The sampling groups were 98 schools from the Simple Random Sampling determined by
the size sampling of Krejcie and Morgan. The tool used in this research were the questionnaire and
interview form. The statistic used to analyze data composed of percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test (independent) and ANOVA which has Post Hoc by Scheffe’s Method and content analysis for
data from open-end questionnaire and an interview form.

The result of the research found that

1) the enhancing for classroom research in secondary schools under Secondary Educational
Service Area Office Bangkok had statistical overall average at a high level and had statistical average at a high
level when considered 5 schemes which consequence mean level as follow : giving the knowledge to the
teachers how to make classroom research and follow with allowing the teachers to use their classroom research
to improve teaching and studying, supporting their professional progress by using classroom research |,

granting the teachers to make classroom research and praising the teachers who make classroom research.



The result from interviewing the administrator of the school found that the scope thought
about the enhancing for classroom research in secondary schools were involved that school has to

enhance the teacher to solve the problem and improve teaching.

2) The outcome of comparing the enhancing for classroom research in secondary schools
under Secondary Educational Service Area Office Bangkok is not different for overall average, but
when considered each aspects found that ;

2.1) categorize according to the educational service area found that praising the
teachers who make classroom research has statistical significant at .01

2.2) categorize according to the size of the schools found that allowing the teachers
make the classroom research between small and medium school and big school were different in
statistical significant at .01 and were different in statistical significant at .05 between big school and
extra-large school whereas praising the teachers who make classroom research between big school and
extra-large school were different in statistical significant at .05

2.3) categorize according to the off-revenue budget per year found that allowing the
teachers make the classroom research between the school which has off-revenue budget per year less
than 1 million baht with the school which has off- revenue budget per year more than 5 million baht
was different in statistical significant at .01 whereas giving the knowledge to the teachers how to make
classroom research between the school which has off-revenue budget per year less than 1 million baht
with the school which has off- revenue budget per year more than 5 million baht was different in
statistical significant at .05

2.4) categorize according to the reward given to teachers from the classroom research
found that there was not different in general and each aspect of practicing.

3) The problem found that school lacks of promoting in knowledge and budget about how
to make the classroom research and the proposals were that schools should set the meeting to explain
how make the classroom research substantially and advice or guide how to make the classroom
research.

The analysis from the interview form about the problems, the outline of correction and the
other proposals finds the problems that were schools lack of clarification and continuance to enhance the

classroom research and provided the budget for this mission whereas the way how to correct was to



provide training for teachers about creating the classroom research substantially and support enough
budget fund.
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
