The study aims to evaluate the Curriculum of Bachelor’s Degree in Mechanical
Technology (Tool & Dies Design) B.E. 2536 College of Industrial Technology, King Mongkut’s
Institute of Technology North Bangkok.

The CIPP Model was applied in the evaluation process. The instruments comprises 4 sets
of questionnaire. The research population group include 7 experts. 28 instructors, 163 graduates
and 118 supervisors.  The ainalysis statistics used include percentage, arithmetic mean and
standard deviation. The evaluation results in each dimension come out as follows :

Context Evaluation : The curriculum objectives are clear and consistent to actual
requirements. As a whole they are highly practical and appropriate.

Input Evaluation : Most instructors are regular personnel of the institutc with over 10 years
teaching experience. The graduates’ GPA prior to taking the curriculum are quite moderate.
The program structures and contents are considered somewhai moderately to highly appropriate.
The quality and quantity of instruction materials, textbcoks and locaticns are fulfilling ; while
the convenience in service offering is moderate

Process Evaluation : The instruction processes are moderately suitable.

Product  Evaluation : The overall achievement of most graduates, similar to their
knowledge gained, ability to apply it to various fields of careers, as well as overall competence of
the graduates reach the relatively moderate level. On the contrary, the graduates’ competence
required by the supervisors appears in the moderate to high level. Finally, supervisors’

satisfaction towards the graduates’ performance arises in a high level.
