The purposes of this thesis were to study and to compare the levels of the factors
influencing the need to continue studying for a bachelor’s degree of high vocational diploma
students in the department of construction, studying in the technical colleges in Bangkok and
the central region 1. These factors have been collected and studicd from a group of 251 people
selected from 279 students in their second year of pursuing a high vocational diploma. These 251
students were questioned by using a questionnaire format, the data from which were then
analyzed by the “SPSS/PC” processing program to determine statistic: percentage, mean, standard
deviation and to compare the level of the factors influencing the students’ need to continue
studying for a bachelor’s degree from both technical colleges in Bangkok and in the central
region 1by t-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The average profiles of the test takers were as follows : Most of the students participated
as the subject in this study were male aged between 18-20. Most of them had 2-3 sisters
or brothers. No one in their families received a bachelor’s degree. They typically lived with their
parents who were still together. Most of their parents finished an clementary school. Most of their
fathers worked in the government or the state enterprise sectior whiie their mothers typically

worked as a merchant or had their own:business. The average of their parents’ salary was lower

than 10,001 bath per month. The students typically made their decision to continue their study by
themselves and expected to work in the government or the state enterprise section.

2. It was found that the factors with the high level to influence the need to continue
studying for a bachelor’s degree of high vocational diploma students, studying in the second year
were the personal interest, the possibility of job growth, the types of jobs, the social value,
the reputation and the fame getting from the jobs, the economics of the country, the convenience
of transportation and the financial support respectively.

3. The comparison of the level of the factors influencing the need to continue studying for
a bachelor’s degree of high vocational diploma students, studying in the technical colleges in
Bangkok and the central region 1 was found that there was only a pair of the factors having
"different level from each other at the .05 level of significance. This pair was in the factor of the
eccnomics. The result indicated that data obtained from the technical colleges in Bangkok has
a higher mean than the data obtained from the technical colleges in the central region 1.
On the other hand, there was no statistically significant among the factors of the personal interest,
the types of jobs, the possibility of job growth, the reputation and the fame getting from the jobs,
the financial support, the social value, and the convenience of the transportation at statistical level

of .05 from both technical colleges in Bangkok and in the central region i.
