The objective of this research is to study the evaluation of English reading and
listening proficiency of SALC users (1% year undergraduate students) at King
Mongkut’s Institute of Technology North Bangkok. The researcher divided the
students into two experimental groups and two control groups: to evaluate their
English reading and listening proficiency. They are undergraduate students at the
Faculty of Engineering totaling 80. They are requested to do the pre-test and post-test
evaluation. The schedule and the materials are fixed for them to practice in each skill.
They have to study by themselves at least 3 hours per week. Therefore, they have to
study for 10 weeks in one semester. Moreover, the researcher has made the
questionnaire for the experimental groups in order to study their opinions about the
reading and listening self-study. Then the researcher used a SPSS-PC program to

analyze the results of the experimental and the control groups.

The researcher found that the subject proficiency of the experimental group in
the English reading pre-test and post-test has significantly increased at the 0.05 level.
The proficiency scores for both the experimental and control groups are significantly
different at the 0.05 level. As for the listening proficiency of the experimental group,
the English listening pre-test and post-test significantly increased at the 0.05 level.
The post-test proficiency scores of the control group and the experimental group have
no significant difference at 0.05 level. However, the subject proficiency of the
experimental group is still higher than the control group even if there is no significant
correlation. The results show that students who did self-study in the SALC have a
marked development in their reading and listening proficiency and also support the

research hypothesis.
