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Thailand is the main furniture exporters with 43 millions baht export in 2003.
Although furniture business is one of the well-grown business of the country but it has
found to have a iot of business barriers and problems. In this study, the business
barriers and problems of Thai furriture industries were identified and analyzed using
descriptive statistic method. Thai factories are in small and medium industrial groups.
The data were collected from 31 factories in which 77% are from wood furniture
factories. Most of the participant factories are managing by Thai executive staff with
investment less than 50 million baht and around 16% of the participant factories have
permitted BOI. It was found that the 3 main problems of Thai furniture industry include:
a) increasing of production cost due to an increase of raw material, labor and energy
costs; b) product quality due to lack of product quality management and poor worker
skill; and c) technology utilization due to most of the worker have low education and lack
of product research and development. The obstructions are composed of 5 major
categories which are man, machine, material, method and management. The product
quality and environmental managing systems can be used in order to improve the
production system and to control produce quality and production cost. The government
should set up long term and short term action plan to support the growth of furniture

industry in the future.
