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Abstract

This study was set out to seek the state of collegial supervision and teaching
behaviors of the school attached to the Office of Lampang Educational Service Area 2.
The studied sample composed of 75 school administrators, 75 academic teachers.

The instrument used in this study was the checklist and rating scale questionnaire.
The collected data were analyzed through the application of percentage, mean and

standard deviation.

The major ﬁnding could be summarized that the collegial supervision operation
were rated at a high level by both school administrators and academic teachers.
Regardings the implementation of each aspect of collegial supervision, group development,
professional development, curriculum development, directly support, and action research
were rated at a high level in descending order. Regardings teaching behaviors, the positive
teaching behaviors were rated at a high level by both school administrators and academic
teachers. For each aspect of teachers behaviors, it was found that teaching behavior,
lesson planning, measuring and evaluating, and audio — visua! aid using werc rated at

a high level in descending order.
