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The purposes of this research were to 1) investigate status and problems of
child - centered instructions and 2) compare the status and problems according to the
school sizes.

The sample used in this research included 536 administrators and teachers,
chosen by the stratified random samping method from secondary schools (under the
Samutprakan educational service area office, Samutprakan province. Questionnaires used
for collecting data utilized question with a five - level rating scale and the questionnaires
reliability is 0.8707 computer program was used to analyze the collected data. The

statistics for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and F — test.
The research findings were as follows :

1. The state and problems of child - centered instructions in secondary
schools, under the Samutprakan educational service area office, Samutprakan province
were at a middle level overall.

2. In comparing the status from opinions of administrators and teachers in
small, medium, large, and extra large size of the secondary school about teacher roles,
in child - centered instruction were found statistically differences at the 0.05 level of
significance. Also, the opinions of administrators and teachers in large and extra large
size of the secondary school about measurement and evaluation in child - centered
instruction were found statistically differences at the .05 level of significance.

3. In comparing the problem from opinions of administrators and teachers in
small, medium, large and extra large sizes of the secondary school about teacher roles
in child - centered instruction were found statistically differences at the 0.05 level of
significance. Also, the opinions of administrators and teachers in small medium and
extra large size of the secondary school about measurement and evaluation in child -

centered instruction were found statistically differences at the 0.05 level of significance.
