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The Purposes of this study were to investigate the levels of the people’s
participation, the factors affecting people’s participation and the problems and barriers in
people’s participation in drug addiction prevention and problem solving in Dindang
Housing Community.

The data were collected from samples group live in Dindang Housing Community : Flat
no. 21 to 32 the number of data 672 people and the samples included 280 people. The
samples rate of returns were 89.29 percent (250 people)

The Statistical methods used in analyzed by using descriptive analysis approach
by Frequencies, Percentage, Means, Standard Deviation and Inferential Statistics :

t - test, F - test and Scheffe’s test at the statistically significant level 0.05

The findings were as follows :

1. The level of the people’s participation in drug addiction prevention was at the
moderate level.

2. The hypothesis analysis differences in age, occupation, the level of
knowledge about drug and the number of activity information gathering were the major
factors affecting people’s participation in drug addiction prevention.

3. The most important problems and barriers in solving the problems of the
people’s participation in drug addiction prevention was the lack of information about

drug distribution.
