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A patent agent is an inventor or client’s proxy to draft and file for patent or petty patent
application, to protect client’s patent or petty patent rights and benefits, to file objection or
appeal against the IP infringement, and, in some countries, to be able to file the IP cases in

courts.

The results from a sample study group in this research found that students in the Faculties
of Science and Engineering at both public and private Thai universities have not yet
known about patent agent as an occupation, neither its job description, employment
source, nor career path. However, their attitude and interest of working as a patent agent
are positive and it is believed that the trend of this occupation will become much more
important in Thailand.

In this research, there are some suggestions relevant to promote the occupation of patent
agent. These are to educate people, to provide knowledge, to give career guidance, to raise
the success of exemplary cases of patent agents, and to increase research and
development, including inventions in Thailand. The more research promotes, the more
patent agent service is needed. This will also enable patent agents to develop their
qualification. Furthermore, it is suggested that patent agent firms should create team
working system. A professional association or council for patent agents should be
established. Accordingly, the occupation of patent agent will be popular and will escalate
good attitude as well as the interest of this occupation to students in the Faculties of
Science and Engineering.
