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Abstract

The expropriation of mmmovable property for the public consiiuction project n most cases will
have painful impact on the owners of the property both in terins of social and economic
aspects. Therefore, it usually gives rise to the resistance from the owners to oppose the attempt
in every way possible, and thus causes conflict between the authorities and members of

individual whose property is exprcpriated.

This study is conductea with the objective to find out cppropriate guigelines to solve the
conflict by issuing 817 copies of questionaires asking the owners being effected by 4 public
construction projects who answered and sent back 233 copies equivalent to 28.52 percent. From
the study, it is found that the owners of the properties were not informed directly by the
authorities effecting expropriation about the construction project before the implementation.
They had the opinion that they were treated with unfaimess; they didn’t receive fair
compensation and didn’t have enough time to prepare themselves before moving from their
properties nor did they have enough time to find new residences that were not too far away
from the old neighborhood. They had to spend tremendous amount of money for their new
residences and could not earn their living sufficiently. After the expropriation, the authorities
concerned never paid any attention on extended their helping hand to them. Their quality of

live seemed to become worse than before the expropriation.
