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The database of municipal solid waste in the central regions of Thailand is established in this
project. The data presented in the database are compiled from the questionnaires, which were
distributed by Department of Pollution Control (PCD). The database provides the basic information
including the location, numbers of population and households, the amount of generated solid waste
and collected solid waste, the treatment method, the size of disposal site, the site capacity, and used
and free capacities. The data indicate that there are 254 communities in the central regions. The
average population is 1.316 heads/km’, the solid waste generation rates of these communities are
about 19.92 tons/day while the collection rates are about 19.19 tons/day which are accounted for
95.67 percent of total solid waste being generated. Data collected from the central regions indicate
that only 11.80 percent of the collected solid waste have been disposed in the sanitary landfills
whereas 82.28 percent of them have been dumped and/or bumnt in the open areas, and 4.33 percent
of them have been disposed in the sanitary landfills with composting. The field observations were
also conducted to fulfill the information. The observed sites were Nakornsriayudhaya municipality,
Rangsit municipality and Thamai municipality. The gathered information implies that the solid
waste problems are critical and must be solved urgently. Some communities have established the
reuse-recycle programs in order to reduce the amount of solid waste. However, lack of budget is the

most sertous factor that delays the development of solid waste management program.
