The purposes of this survey study were to investigate the attitudes of students who studied
by the student-centered teaching (SCT) approach at Kallayaneesrithammarat School,
Muangtalang School, and Phokiriratsuksa School, to compare the learning achievement of
students who studied by the SCT approach and traditional instruction, and to investigate the
attitudes of students who had different learning achievement toward the SCT approach.
The samples were 416 students who studied by the SCT approach at the three secondary schools.
The instrument used was a questionnaire developed by the researcher. Data were analyzed by
arithmetic mean and percentage to elaborate the finding of students’ attitudes toward the SCT
approach. The finding indicated that the students had a “good” attitude in all aspects of the SCT
approach. A t-test statistic was used to analyze the learning achievement of students who studied
by the SCT approach and traditional instruction. The result indicated that there was a significant
difference at the level of .05 between the learning achievement of the students who studied by
different approaches. The students who studied by the SCT approach had higher achievement
scores than the students who studied by traditional instruction. And a one-way analysis of
variance statistic was used to analyze the attitudes of students who studied by the SCT approach
and had different learning achievement toward the SCT approach. The result indicated that there
was no significant difference among the students’ attitudes toward the SCT approach in all

aspects.
