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This study provided an analysis of citations in 216 master theses written by
academic year 2001 graduate students in the faculty of law. The objective of this
research were to study formats, language, types, age and subject of materials cited and
to compare the materials cited with library resource in The Library and Information
Center Dhurakijpundit University. The subject areas for 216 theses mainly covered 61
tittes of private law follow by 34 titles of constitutional and administrative law , 32 titles
of international law , 28 titles of labor, social service, education and culture law , 24
tittes of military, defense, public property, public finance, tax, trade and industrial law ,
23 titles of criminal law and 14 titles of civil procedure and courts.

The 216 theses generated a total of 11,482 citations. Printed media were cited
most 93.95 percent and the rest were electronic media 6.05 percent. Thai language
materials were cited most 67.77 percent. The type of materials cited most were books
59.62 percent follow by journal 21.33 percent, theses and research 8.65 percent, others
printed materials 6.01 percent, online database 4.35 percent and audio visual 0.04
percent. The age of materials cited most (56.12 percent) were not over than 9 years.
There were 4,208 citation entries or 36.65 percent available in The Library and
Information Center of Dhurakijpundit University. These entries include books (2,664
entries), journals (1,296 entries), theses and research (215 entries), other printed
material (32 entries) and audio-visual material (1 entry) respectively. There is no online
database entry available at The Library and Information Center.

From testing relation, a number of the citation entries cited in theses available
and not available at The Library and Information Center are relatively at the 0.05
implied level significant to the statistics. The number of citations averaged 53 entries
per title. According to testing hypotheses by Chi-square the result support hypotheses
that there were not significant differences (p< 0.05) among the average numbers of

citations per title in theses of each university with chi-square 7.06.
