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This research is about the study of attitudes and perceptions of people toward the
laws of sky lantern release. There are three objectives were (1) to study the laws of sky
lantern release, (2) to study the attitudes and perceptions of people toward the laws of
sky lantern release, and (3) to compare attitudes and perceptions of people toward sky
lantern release. The research study was based on a mixed-methods design, a combination
of qualitative research and quantitative research. The sampling group comprised 400 Thai
people who lived in Bangkok, obtained using Quota Sampling. The research instruments
were custom-made questionnaires designed survey the attitudes and perceptions of
people toward the laws of releasing sky lanterns. Data analysis consisted of descriptive
statistics and inferential statistics. The findings were presented as follows:

1. Thailand lacked a strict policy in the past and ignored the problems related to
sky lantern release. | was shown that there were only a few campaigns or public relations
that spread the problems, concerns, and awareness of releasing sky lanterns in Thai
society. Therefore, most people did not know the details and did not understand the
problems. They were not willing to change their thoughts and attitudes. They did not
realize the effects of releasing sky lanterns. In addition, there were no strict laws and
regulations that directly prohibited people and punished the release of sky lanterns, Thai
hot air balloons, Thai rockets, and similar objects. During the years 2013-2015, the
government set up the policy, guidelines, preventive measures, and danger reduction
strategies for releasing sky lanterns, Thai hot air balloons, and Thai rockets. In addition, the
relevant laws and safety measures have been forced across the country and provinces.
Moreover, the National Council for Peace and Order No.27/2559 has introduced preventive
measures and trouble solving for lighting Thai rockets, ‘wheel’ fireworks, releasing sky
lanterns, and similar objects, covering measures aimed at preventing the abuse of such
activities, and establishing when and where they can be carried out. In some areas, these
activities were banned without permission. These measures have been announced

publicly and enforced continuously in order to reach the goal effectively.



2. The attitude of people in Bangkok area toward the laws of sky lantern release
was in the high level (X = 3.69, S.D. = 0.54) and the overall perceptions of people in
Bangkok toward the laws of sky lantern release was in the moderate level (X = 3.34, S.D.
= 0.85)

3. The results of the comparison between the attitudes and the perception of
people toward the laws of sky lantern release in the areas of gender, and the frequency of
sky lantern release showed that there were no differences. In the areas of education,
career and experiences of sky lantern release, the attitudes were different at the 0.05
level.
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
