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The purpose of this research was to study 1) To study achievement
motivation of students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan Dusit
University 2) To compare achievement motivation of students in Faculty of
Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan Dusit University with personal factors and 3) To
study procedures for develop quality and enhance achievement motivation of
students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan Dusit University. The
populations in this research were students in Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Suan Dusit University who register in academic years 2015, which include
Thai Language Program, Industrial and Organizational Psychology Program, Political
Science Program, Public Administration Program, English Language Program, Business
English Program, Chinese Language Program and Library and Information Science
Program amount 360 samples from all population 2,408 and used Multistage Stage
Sampling after that sampling by Simple Random Sampling method. The research
instrument were Questionnaire about personal factors and achievement motivation
which analyzed data by descriptive statistics included percentage, mean, standard
deviation of independent and dependent variables and inferential statistics included

t-test, F-test.



From the study , the result of testing were as follows :

The over all level of achievement motivation of samples were in good
levels (X=3.97,S.D. = 10.276)

2.1.1 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different program had difference achievement motivation with a
statistical significance level at .05.

2.1.2 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different academic achievement had difference achievement
motivation with a statistical significance level at .05.

2.2 Hypothesis testing Which not match with hypothesis setting

2.2.1 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different gender had no difference achievement motivation.

2.2.2 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different age had no difference achievement motivation.

2.2.3 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different levels of education had no difference achievement
motivation.

2.2.4 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different domicile had no difference achievement motivation.

2.2.5 Students in Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Suan
Dusit University with different frequency in searching at library had no difference

achievement motivation.



3. The researchers lead the guideline development quality and promote

teaching activities which affect to achievement motivation of students as

following :

3.1 Promote the lecturers manage teaching by applied psychological
method for teaching programs, help students have learning development along with
good environment for the student finding themselves abilities by learning discipline

and achieve by their targets.

3.2 Promote lecturers manage teaching by active learning which is learning
process by doing and thinking process about their doing (Bonwell, 1991). Motivate
student want to do their job success and achieve the excellent standard and the
student have the learning skill in 21> Century Learning. The most important is
learning skill which the high motivation’s student character often has enthusiastic

learning new matter, attempt, patient and want to success by their ability.
