The purpose of this study was to evaluate the satisfaction of local leaders on the'7 0
provision of learning activities based on the criteria and methodology of Basic Education
Curriculum of B.E. 2544, organized by District Non-Formal Education Service Centers in
Lampang Province. The components of evaluation covered group meeting, continuing
educational activities, quality of life improvement activities, and assessment and evaluation.
The results of this study can be used for improving the provision of learning activities of District
Non -Formal Education Service Centers. The population of this study were comprised of local
leaders who registered in the academic year of B.E. 2546. The questionaire was used for
collecting data, and frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were calculated.
Suggestions proposed by the local leaders through the open—ended questionaire were also

summarized.

The results of this study revealed that the satisfaction of local leaders who were at
various categories of sex, age, status and level of education was at all good level. Problems
concerning the group meeting were lack of time, so that they could not participate regularly.
They suggested that relevant documents should be given when they were occupied by various
community tasks, meeting schedule should be more flexible arranged specially for local leaders.
The problems of provision of continuing education activities were inadeqqate learning materials,

so that they had no time to study and could not finish their assignments. They suggested that
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text books should be provided sufficiently, and amounts of assignment should be reduced.
Concerning the quality of life improvement activities, the problems were uncomfortable
particpation in outdoor or night camping. They suggested that the activities should be organized
in their communities and cover 40 — 50 units. The problems of assessment and evaluation were
test difficulty and irrelevance to the text books and teachers’ lectures. Some subjects were too
difficult to understand. They did not like written test due to disability to summarized the
contents. They suggested that the contents of Mathematic, English and Science should be
revised, since they had inadequuate backgrounds. The measurement methods should be also

diversified.

Based on the study results a model of improvement of learning activity provision was
proposed. Its main components were planning, consultative meeting, learning activity

arrangement, and supervision and evaluation.
