The research studied the Muslim’s attitude toward the news report of media: a case
study of unrest situation in 3 southern provinces of Thailand using in — dept interview. Thai
Muslims who affected directly and indirectly by the unrest situation in 3 southern provinces had
2 perceptions toward news report ;

1. Attitude toward the content of news about the unrest in 3 southemn provinces.
They found that the media reported negative contents more than positive contents. The media
tended to report violence, cruelty, loss, subordination, lag behind and benighted in religion .

2. Attitude toward the photoes that the media presented about the unrest in 3
southern border provinces. They found that media presented photoes of the violence in the
situation such as picture of deaths — wounded, lost of lives and properties, destructive power of
bombs and pictures that subordination, lag behind, lack of education, ways of live and beliefs that
were different from other people.

Moreover, the study found that factors that focused on caused Muslims in 3 southern
provinces to have such attitudes were religions factors and common practice and cultural factors.
It also found that the issues about the 3 troubled southern provinces which the media have not
reported the issues that gave opportunity to the Thai Muslims in 3 southern provinces to express
their attitudes toward the situation and land separation and issues about the continuance of the

unrest situation in 3 southern provinces’ content.

The result found that the Thai Muslims had opinion on the media focused on
reporting contents and photoes. The issues caused negative perception toward the Thai Muslims
such as violence, cruelty, lost, subordination, lag behind, poverty, lack of education and benighted
in religion. As a result, they wanted the media to present the positive contents and photoes about
the unrests and the Thai Muslims in 3 southern provinces such as creativity developments,
cooperation, unity, progression etc. together with the report of news on the unrest situations that

decreased for violence and bias toward the Muslims.
