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Research on study of the potential of historical and cultural attractions of the
Lanna (Payao, Prae, Nan) and Sukhothai civilizations (Kampangpetch, Sukhothai) aims
to study the potential historical and cultural attractions that these civilizations
contain. A mixed method research approach will be taken to collect quantitative
data by using the potential assessment form of historical and cultural attractions of
the civilizations and qualitative data collection from semi-structured interviews. The
research result found that:

The potential to support tourism of historical and cultural attractions of
Lanna civilization having the assessment on the ease of access attractions, facilities,
environment of attractions, cultural value and significance, the hospitality of local
people and management in 5 provinces was sorted in descending order which
included (1) Sukhothai historical park (2) Kwan Phayao/King Ngam Meuang Monument
(3) Ramkhamhaeng National Museum (4) Si Satchanalai National Park and (5) Wat
Phumin, Nan province. However, in terms of qualitative data, most tourists think that
attractions in the Sukhothai and Kampangphet provinces are historically significant
areas which are worthy of conservation and learning. In terms of the hospitality of
local people, officers and involved people, including local people, want more
tourists to visit. Agencies from various sectors including the Tourism Authority of
Thailand (TAT) and Special Development Area for Sustainable Tourism (Public

Organization) (DAT) have promoted and developed tourism throughout the province



and have created a city of tourism according to the management of the provincial
sectors focusing on public relations and the pursuit of new tourism activities. This
pursuit has been based on using existing provincial resources which have stimulated
the economy to move higher, encourage people in the community to protect the

environment and participate in managing attractions in their own communities.
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
